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who had lived beyond the pale of
moral law, without which govern-
ment or patriotism cannot exist. I
went to build a superstructure but
foundonly a weed grown, sandy waste
where foundation should have been.
Ot what use without patrietism or
morality? Why teach love of country
where there is no knowledge of God?
Why speak of civic duties where moral
obligation was not recognized?

It the problem of youthful immor-
ality were confined solely to thie one
institution the gituation would be
seriouns enough. But such is not the
cage. That school ie only one of
many. In New York City alone there
are many such places where the same
story can be told, with even greater
degree of moral degeadation. Go up
to the Oriminal Courte building and
attend the Court of General Sessions.
Look at the daily line of from five to
gseven prisoners in each of the five
parts, standing before the Bar, to be
sentenced for burglary, for murder,
tor felonious assault, for cerrying
dangerous weapons, for the most ser-
ious crimes in the penal code. Look
at them and find me & man over
twenty flve! Boye, mere boys! You
will be frightened and saddened by
their youthful facee.

Go to the place where the city dis-
tributes drugs, gratis to the " dope
flend.” Watch carefully as they slink
and ehamble into the little building
and come out wish quick, light steps,
Tell me how many men, full-grown
men you see. Boys broken before
they are built.

There is not a judge today sitting
in our criminel courts who will not
tell the same story, that the msjor-
ity of the serieus crimes are com-
mitted by persons of youthful years.
The evidence of thedi striot sttorney is
merely cumulative; it siates the same
thing. The lawyers bear witness to
the same trath. The vicious criminal
comes from the ranks of our youth.

The symptoms are too strong, too
universal to point to any slight,
transitory cause. They are the
result of a deep-seated cause and are
not haphazard happanings of chance.
They point with a sharp direction to
gsome underlying reason. What is it ?

There is and can be only one ex-
planation. " Do men gather grapes
of thorns or figs of thistles ?” We
have done and are still doing our
sowing. Can we objeot to the
harvest ?° “ A good tree cannot
bring forth evil fruit, neither can a
corcupt tree bring forth good fruit.”

Leave the city’'s correctional insti-
tutione, ite criminal courts, its pub-
lic drug stations and take your eeat
in & classroom of our public echools.
Listen to the lessons that are taught,
examine the teacher's plan-book,
look into the text-booke, ask the
principal, or the superintendent
what he holds to be the underlying
principles of modern education, and
tell me it you find a single word of
God Almighty. Tell me it youdiscover
a single line, a suggestion, an inspir-
ation that might spell out a religion
higher than the mekinog of material
guccese. Find me a moral code that is
higher than that baged upon thefearof
being caught. Find me Jesus Christ
in our schools.

If you cannot, do not quarrel with
the boy in the court-room, the penal
institution or the drug house. The
fault is not his primarily. When
our educatora substitu’ed Ronsseau
for Christ in the classroom, they
made poseible this fearful condition.
When they took away from the child
all religious principles and fed his
mind the pagan philosophy of Kant,
Hume and Locke, they made fertile
the fallow places for the blossoming
ot crime. When they tore out of
the curriculum faith in God and
replaced it with the materialistic
conception of life they put in the
ohild’'s heart low ideals that could
not but dsbase his soul. No one
cen mistake the three characteristic
marks of modern education. They
are flret, gross materialism, second,
content teaching and t'.ird, lax die-
cipline.

Materialism, generally speaking, is
the tendency to give undue impor-
tance to materialistic interests. This
definition applies to our echools only
mildly. They do not merely "give
undue importance to materialist in-
tereste.” They exclude everything
else. We have no religicus teaching
assuch. Thisis a matter of common
knowledge. What then is given to
replace this, to bring education above
mere pagan training.

In our public high schools, at the
most oritioal period in the child's
lite, the nearest approach to any
such substitution is the teaching of
the “Idylls of the King,” for the pur-
pose of inculeating the purely ethical
virtues of chastity, bravery, regard
for the weak and the proper use of
power. In the English curriculum
thie is the only attempt to reach the
supernatural. Not only is the train-
ing negative but a great number of
teachers themselves think that all
religion is a humbug and do not
sceruple to imprees (their views upon
their pupils.

In economice and history the
gsame and worse conditions exist.
The emphasis is entirely materialistic
and at times outright Socialism,
Late text books have gone so far as
to declare that there are no natural
righte. Historical interpretation is
predicated at all times upon consid
erntione inimical to spirituality and
religion,

Outside of an ocoasional lecture in
the auditorium, given to the school in
agsembly, on civio duties or pa‘riotie
ideale, there is nothing in the whole
courae of studies that can be spelled
out as epiritual or approaching the
gpiritual, It is a sordid paganism,
without the pagen's idealiem, forti-
tude and strength.

Education to-day is solely for con-
tent. When Rousseau, Spencer,

Logke, Pestalozzi, Froebel and the
other innovators repudiated the
“disoipline” of the scholastic training
they gave the penduluam of education
s great momentum in the direction
of content study. It is still swinging
and has now reached ite greatest arc.
There is not a teacher to-day who
dares “drill” his pupile. In the first
place he has not the time. In the
second it would bring down upon
him the ire of his superiors and in
the third the child would seem ignor-
ant of so many ‘“‘essential”’ thinge
such as kow to make a fireless cooker
or to do the latest design in raffia.
The child of to-day upon graduation
knows everything except how to
think. He is stuffed with miscellan.
eous facts to pase his examinations.
He is filled to the brim with informa.
tion on many gubjects, Before leav-
ing elementary school, he will have
had “courses’’ in bielogy, geometry,
chemistry, physics, and & modern
langusge, and he will not know how
to add properly, spell accurately or
write a bueiness lelter in correct
English. Place before him a simple
example in arithmetic, such as, if it
takes nine men four days to do a piece
of work how long will it reguire five
men to do the samse task, Or ask the
young graduate to spell ten words in
ordinary use, such as too, receiv ch
believe, confer;require him to give |
you ven linee of memory work and to |
tell ite meaning; these are simple |
tests. Yet they will show the woeful |
value of content education. Do not
take my word for the results. For
three years I conducted similar tests
in one of our city high schools. I
want you to see what I eaw. Then
you will know that education to day
is a misnomer. I8 is & pouring in
rather than a leading-out. But then
you know we cannot be surprised
even at this looee use of words, for
Latin has long eince been disoredited
because it is a diecipline gtudy only.
The operating principle in modern
education is interest. The courses
of ' gtudies ” are arranged with this
always in view. The child’s inclin-
ations are catered to and his likes
and dislikes are the why and where-
fore of pedagogics. ‘ Keep the child
interested.” "“Do pot bore him.”
“Do not force him.” These are
the signposte on the educational
highway. What is the result?
Following these guides the teacher
makes easy the road where
the child deeires to go. He emoothes
the rough places, levels the hille and
makes shady the pathway. He fakes
his pupils on a sight-seeing tour,
never lingering long enough fo give
the child ennui. Work ? The child
does not know what that word
meane. There is no drill, no severe,
systematic training that has for ifs
purpose the deve'opment of perse-
vecance, determination and courage
