Two dol-
lars per acre is the usual charge and
four men are required to run them. In
the evening we arrive at Red Bluff
and Mount Lassoh is seen in the dis-
tance. This mountain has occasional
eruptions, but it was quiet on this day
as no smoke could be seen, On awak-
ing the next m‘orriinil had a fine view
of Mornt Shasta. The scenery is fine
durins the day’s run.

Siskiyau, onc of our stops, is 4125
feet above the sea level and is the
highest point between San Francisco
and Portland. Later we see Mount
Pitt, 5160 feet high; then Table Rock,
which looks ‘like a huge old castle;
!later still Grants Pass, where our
| train loops the loop. We pass ‘Glen-
dale, a pretty mountain town, and
then through Cow Creek ' Canyon.
| This is called by the hoboes Hungry
Man’s. Canyon, because it is thirty
miles long and, there are no residents
to beg from, = THen we strike

river and later reach the
Eugene. After passing this place we
come to a sudden stop and found that
our train had made junk of a,motor.
Two of the .occupants were unhurt;
the third was badly injured and was
taken on to the Hospital at the next
town. Three fhours later we pass
Salem, the capital of Oregon, and at
1o p.m. arrive at Yortland, and
change to the Northern Pacific Rail-
way. In the morning we awoke to
find we were running along Puget
Sound and passing great mills with
piles of great logs, some five teet in
diameter, and 4 6 a.m. we are at
Seattle. As the C.P.R. steamer does
not leave until g o’clock, there was
time for breakfast and a walk. about
the city. It was a delightful sail
on the Princess Victoria, and at 1.15
p.m,, we landed at Victoria with our
crowd of tourists. Here I met Mr.
J. Fraser, a cousin of Mr. John CLol-
ter, of Brantford, and later called on
three old Brantford iriends, Mr, Da-
vid Doig, manager of the Bank of
B. N. America; Mr. A. E. Christie,
manager of the Union Bank, and Mr.
A . Moiitizambert, of the Bank of
Morireal. all looking well and hearty,
Mr. Montizambert was good enough
to take me for a motor ride through
the park, and then to Uplands, a
property of 6oo acres purchased by a
French syndicate for one and:.a halt
million. dollars. It is beautitully aid
out with curving streets, These are
paved and boulevarded and have
tine clusters of electric lights. So far
| there are only about a score of houses
on the property. They are, of course
good ones, as there are restrictions
as. to building upon the property. Lat-
| er I dined at Mr. Montizambert’s
{ home, “Hochelaga.” It is a very tine
| residence and has three acres of

i lovely grounds and gardens. Saying

good-bye, I went to my steamer and
the next morning at 7; landed at Van-
couver. I started to look up Brant-
ford men and found that Clarence k.
Jarvis was with his family at Bowen
Island. Omn the street I met Mr.
Percy Logan, now a clerk at Spence’'s
departmental store. Then called on
Mr. Ewing Buchan, formerly mana-

ger of the Bank of Hamilton, but

now liquidator of the Bank of Van-
couver. Mr. H. H. Rowley, manager
of the Union Bank; Mr. David Simp-
son of 143 Haro Street, who was tor-
merly in the; British Bank at Brant-
ford; his only son is now. at;Shorn-
cliffe ‘camp; and then at Capt. Wm.
Grant’s at go8 Broughton street. The
Captain is in his 86th year and able
to get about with the aid of a cane.
He made many enquiries about old
Brantford friends. Miss Grant and
her brother David look well. David is
now engaged in the importdtion ot
Japanese goods. He came to see me
oit on the 8.30 p.m. train for the
east. The next morning I changed
cars at Sicamous for Vernon, a run
of some forty miies. Fieic I met on
the train Lt.-Col. Ross, who was
woufided at Langemarck, and invalid-
ed home: He is returning with one of
the new B.C. regiments to France.
At Veérnon the only Brantford people
are Mr. and Mrs. E. D. Watts and
Mr. and Mrs. L. J. Ball. The latter
is manager of the Vernon News. Ver-
non looks very lively. There is a camp
of three thousand soldiers close to
the town. The regiments are the 4tn
Infantry from New Westminster, the
54th from the Kootenay district and
the 1rth from Vancouver and north:
Mr. Allen Gray, a son of Mr. R, Gray
of Burford, is in the 1:1th. There is
also a camp of German and Austrian
prisoners. They occupy the old
Asylum building and grounds, and
are guarded by 200 red coats. 1'hose
who wish to work on the roads are
allowed 25c. a day.

A very fine court house has just
been completed at a cost of $200,000.
There are a number of Belgians living
in fine places just outside the town
who have been seriously atfected by
the war. I went by motor to Kel-
owna, 34 miles distant, and saw Mr.
David Lloyd-Jones and his cousin Mr
wm. L:oyd-jones, both oid Brant Co.
boys. Mr. David Lloyd-Jones. has a
very fine residence.. They are in the
lumber business here. The scenery
between Vernon and Kelowna is tine
and the crops of various kinds looked
very well. The farmers of the Okon-
agan appear to be learning the lesson

after a six days‘ visit I arrived at Cal-
gary at 2 oclock the next day. T went
out to high river in the evening and
saw Mr. A.. A. Ballachey who does
a successful law business, and tound
that his father Mr. Geo. Ballachey,
Sr., of Brantford, was visiting him.
The next morning I caught my train
for Calgary. At Calgary station 1
met. Mr. W. Vickery, an old Branttord
man, now on the C.P.R. police
force, and Mr. A. Lamb, formerly ot
the Bank of Hamilton, Brantford, but
now with the C.P.R. Making enquir-
ies about Mr. Wm. Gibson, formerly
of the Bank of Commerce, Brantford,
I found that he had joined the 56th
regiment now camped here as cap-
tain and paymaster. The camp con-
