An interchange of views between
British and German Baptists (by
way of messages to the Baptists of
Sweden) has produced the following
statement from the German Baptists
quoted by the Baptist Times of
London:

“After anxious searching, to the
best of our insight and with a good
conscience, we, like the rest of. our
people, are entirely on the side of
our Government. In spite of all our
enemies assert to the contrary, we
are firmly convinced that our Gov-
ernment in all sincerity tried to pre-
vent the outbreak of war and to re-
store peace, We absolutely reject the
repeated assertion that an ambitious
Government parfy has carried on a
warlike policy in any way opposed to
the will of the people. :{The history
of the last forty years has fully
proved that Germany and our belov-
éd Kaiser have used their power and
their will for the peace of the world.
‘“The principles of our English
brethren are also ours. But just be-
cause we wish ‘to interpret these
principles hemnestly, without either
twisting them or turning them up-
side down, we are convinced of the
righteousness of the German cause
in this war.” )
