In comparison with the United
States, Canada continues to lead in
the industrial retraining of disabled
ex-service men. According to official
figures published at Washington by
the Pederal Board of Vocational Edu-
cation, a total of 32,204 men have
entered training out of 41,813 men
who had been approved. In Canada
at the same period 48,365 men d
been approved of for cou
the vocational branch of the Depart-
ment of Soldiers’ Civil Re-establish-
ment, and 43,124 had actually com-
menced retraining.
