Scott Act in Leeds and Grenville.,

The following is"a communication to
the Brockville Times, of recent date.

DEear Sm,—In the issue of the Pres-
cott Messenger of May 9th, thére are a
few remarks under the heading of The
Scott Aectin Leeds and Grenville, to
which I wish to reply. While I fully
recognize the desirability of a local
market for farm produce,
the opinion that the article in question
is misleading for the following reasons:

First, All, or nearly all, the articles
mentioned are principally marketed
abroad. Barley, for instance, is esti-
mated as follows:

000
reweries

Foreign trade

Total product b 11,000,000
Hops and hay are also dependent on

foreign markets, and already our steam
boats and some of our local manufae®
turers are beginning to burn coal, as

wood is 80 scarce and high price, and
many of our farmers are burnj coal
stoves. _Becond, Qur local brewers will
not pay more than the foreign trade
compels them to pay tor our produce.
For example, I bought good; plump
barley here last fall for 50 cents per
bushel; when barley was worth 55 to
60 cents per bushsl in Belleville, Tren-
ton and Picton, and nearly all the
barley in those places is purchased for
export. * Third, the passing of the act
does not necessarily close our distill-
eries, as the act being in force, liquor
is still sold for medicinal and mechan-
ical purposes, and brewers have the
privilege of selling in counties which
have not adopted the Act; and the
amount of reduction by this county

passing the Act would simply be the
quantity used as a beverage by the peo-
ple in the county, Fourth, I object to
the article on the score of political
économy. Now let any person invest
say $500,000 in raw material and
turn out two or ‘three million dollars
worth of farm implements, house furn-
iture, or any other manufactured goods,
although he has ' taken in more money
than he has paid out, I can understand
how the country is richer by that man’s
labor.  But let him invest in the liquor
traffic and the matter stands some-
thing like this: The farmers have re-
ceived $500,000 for their barley, the
county has paid many millions for
liquor (and most of this paid directly
or indirectly by the farmers of our
county), all of which has been-squand-
ered, to say the least, l1pon an unneces-
sary article, and now let me ask, who
is the richer? The dealer in liquor
and no one else, as all that is then left
to the county of the whole amount

spent, will be a long list of criminals
and the costs of police courts and’ the
maintenance of large numbers of pau-
pers, ete. Now, Mr. Editor, I object
again to the matter being discussed as
4 mere matter of dollars and cents, as
I think that a Christian country should
be actuated by a higher motive. Let
your reader take his bible and turn to
Acts the 19th chapter, and read the ac-
count of the opposition to the labors
of the apostles, and compare with the
arguments used in the article in ques-
tion and especially the following clause:
“Know ye nought by this craft we have
our wealth.” In déaling with national
sins, money is generally the first objec-
tion we have to meet. It wag 80 at
Ephesus in regard to the making of
images.
