the moral of the discourse. While the 
backward look, he said, is the moat 
natural thing in the world, because by 
nature we are conservative and mentally 
lazy, he advised the young people before 
him who are entering upon the realities 
of life to continue to keep their eyes upon 
the east rather than the west, on the sun­
rise rather than upon the sunset. Un­
less their diplomas were punctuated with 
a question mark instead of a period their 
education would be in vain. If they 
ceased to read, if they ceased to study, 
d they ceased to tlunk. they could not

separate phases of life and say that one 
is closed and the other opening. We 
cannot say that there are wonderfiil 
new things in science, and art. gnd busi- 
ness, and mdustry, but no new revela- 
tiim m religion. The God of science and 
mdustry is the God of religious Ufe. We 
cannot think of His revealing new things 
about His handiwork without revealing 
new things about Himself. As the days 
go by we as a people should have our 
forward look rewarded and see His 
glory anew.

But we must not stop there. We 
must look forward to new experiences 

.of a richer and grander character, in our 
individual relations with God. Too early 
in life, the backward look is all there is 
to our religion. It is something which 
has past, rather than something which is 
to be renewed, and augmented and en 
nched ■ By faith, ’’ which is the for­
ward look, we are to grow in grace and 

a" to see the invisible 
God and to know Him who the back­
ward look shows is unknowable.

Nothing is so enriching in our lives 
as to come m contact with great personal­
ity. rorwafti to your continuous con- 
toct with God. Remember Lot's wife. ’’

V. Denton, of Little River, Digby coun­
ty, in the fast time of 4 minutes 47 seconds 
equaflyng the Maritime Intercol­
legiate mark for the distance, set by 
Brown of Acadia in 1912.
