St. John, N R, Ang. 6.-The viceregal 

train in charge of conductor L»Taitei ar­
rived at Moncton at 8 o'clock thii morning. 
Rain had been falling since 6 o dock, and 
the gathering at the station was not large.

AN ADDRESS FROM THE ARCADIANS.
It was read by Mr. Girousrd, M.P. for 

Kent, and was signed by many of the leading
A lfbi Excellency replied :—" Gentlemen, 
I need not tell you how delighted we are to 
meet the descendants of those good and 
brave men whogave its first name to the 
fair land we are how visiting. It is pleas­
ant to see ho win all matters the two great 
races derived from the Gaylic and British 
blood meet in,, this country, content and 
happy, to aid each other in realising the 
desires and hopes of the discoverers of this 
continent. It is seldom indeed that men 
dream and atnhition finds so pesfoot a 
realisation sa le to be seen in the present 
aspect of the population of the Dominion, 
and we cannot be wrong in ascribing this 
to the perfect freedom* given to each part 
of the people. The righte and privileges 
which were so well sustained by arms on 
the part of the Canadian French, are pre­
served to them intact and immortal, not 
only by letter ef treaties, but also by the 
spirit of British liberty, and the consequent 
respect and sympathy shown to loyal fel­
low-citizens, the sons of ancient rivals. It 
is pleasant to remember that the memory 
of the gallantry of the French Acadian» 
has been most perfectly preserved by a 
poem in the English tongue. We shall 
hope at some future day to extend our tra­
vels so as to see your homes ; and in the 
meantime we once more express our thanks 
to you for your consideration, courtesy and 
loyalty in coming to meet ns.

The Princess wss presented with a 
bouquet by Miss Porier, of Shediac, and 
her Royal Highness returned thanks, also 
speaking the French tongue. While the 
train for SI John was being made up, the 
Marquis and Princess joined in conversa­
tion with Lieut. -Governor Chandler and 
the members of the New Brunswick Cabi­
net, and at 9.25 all was in readiness, and 
the train started for St. John.

THE RECEPTION AT ST. JOHN.
The morning dawned darkly, the sky 

being obscured by a heavy fog and rain 
falling in slight showers, rendering the 
possibility of a fine day very peer indeed. 
As the day grew, the fog became somewhat 
lighter.* The rain ceased, and it was quite 
evident that the citizens were not going to 
be deprive'd, by the weather, of witnessing 
the viceregal party as it passed through the 
streets, Long before ten o’clock, crowds 
of people began to gather at the railway 
station and vicinity, every one anxious to 
get as good a position as possible. Fully a 
thousand had assembled on the new rail­
way bridge, which ceuld have had no bet­
ter test of its stability. At 9 30 the 
military met at the drill shed.

the batteries present 
being Nos. 1, 2, 3 and 10 of the New 
Brunswick Brigade Garrison Artillery ; 
Fairville battery, all under the com­
mand of lient.-CoL Foster ; the 62nd 
Batt., Liet.-CoL Blaine ; New Brunswick 
Engineers, under the command of Major 
Perley ; and a squadron of 8th Regiment 
of Cavalry, Major Domville commanding. 
Lifut. -CoL Maun sell, Deputy Adjutant- 
General, commanded the whole force. At 
10.30 they left the drill shed. The En­
gineer corps, one hundred members of the 
62nd Batt., who formed a guard of hon­
our and the cavalry escort proceeding to 
the railway station, where they were as­
signed their positions, the men be­
longing to the Engineers being on duty 
inside the station while the others took up 
their positions outside. No. 1 Battery, 
under the command of Capt. Kane, were 
placed on the hill in front of the Hon. 
Isaac Burpee’s reedenoe,Ne 3 Battery, Capt. 
Ewing, Being stationed on the hill to the 
west, overlooking Paradise Bow, and No. 
10 Batteiy, Capt. Armstrong, on Wright 
street hill, overlooking Gilbert lane. The 
anangements

in the railway station 
were most complete, and proved emi­
nently satisfactory. The reception-room
that had been erected for the
benefit of those ladies who were
fortunate enough to obtain past
was comfortably filled, the committee hav­
ing been careful that there should be no 
crowding. Directly in front of the recep­
tion room in the interior of the station a 
raised dais was situated, on which were 
two chairs, the floor about which was cov­
ered with a bright scarlet carpet. A rail 
was placed a short distance frtm the dais, 
outside of which the members of the Muni­
cipal Council, Common Council, Portland 
Town Council, press representatives, and 
those gentlemen who were supplied with 
tickets took their stand. The waUk were 
tastefully hung with garlands of spruce, 
Ac., and appropriate mottoes were arranged 
on them, the words “ Welcome" and “God 
bless our Queen ” taking up a prom­
inent position. At 11.40 the members 
of the different councils arrived and took 
their plaoes, the Municipal Council on the 
right of the dais and the Common Council 
and Portland Town Council on the 
left. The common clerk abd recorder 
were arrayed in their vestments of 
office, the mayor appearing in full 
dress. A moment or two before 12 o’clock 
Mrs. DeWinton reached the station and 
awaited the arrival of

the viceregal train, 
which made its appearance precisely at 
twelve o'clock. As it neared Gilbert’s lane, 
• salute w*a fired by the soldiers stationed 
on the hills, above which was a signal for 
opening the station doors. The reverbera­
tion of the second gun had hardly died out 
when the train came dashing in the sta­
tion, cheer upon cheer being given. Aa it 
passed, the Engineers presented arms, and 
when it had come to a standstill the doors 
were closed. Major DeWinton, who was 
in the train, then came out and accompan­
ied Mayor Bay to the Pullman car at the 
end of the train in which were the party. 
After the brief ceremony of presentation 
had been gone through, the Mayor escorted 
the party to the dais, where the Marquis 
and Princess took up their positions. As 
they ascended the steps they were loudly 
cheered.

THE PRINCESS
was dressed with extreme plainness, having 
on a short walking costume of a grayish 
colour, her neck being encircled by a mil, 
without ornaments save a brooch. On her 
head was a light straw hat, which was 
simply decorated with blue and white 
flowers, and attached to it was a white veil 
wi*h black spots. She also wore .pearl ear­
rings of very small design. The Marquis 
was also very plainly dressed in blaok.

LORD LORNS’S RESPONSE.

His Excellency made the following re­
ply Mr. Mayor and Gentlemen,—The 
dignified and truthful words in which yon 
recall the trials through which many of 
your ancestors passed in this country, now 
the happy home of their descendants, re­
mind me how strong to-day among yon is 
the feeling of the duty of patriotism, a duty 
the fulfilment of which I rejoice to think 
is accompanied now by no burden, bat 
brings with it the enjoyment of mnoh 
political advantage. We have found with 
pleasure that suffirent time has been at 
our disposal during the first year 
after our arrival in the Dominion 
when there have been necessarily duties 
which have demanded attention at the 
capital, and journeys to he undertaken in 
other parts, to allow ns to return to thoee 
Maritime Provinces where we were first 
welcomed by a loyal people, and to visit 
St. John, which must be regarded as the 
commercial capital, of even a wider dis­
trict than is contained in New Brunswick 
itself. Accept our thanks for meeting os 
here in behalf of your city and for the 
general reception tendered to us. I should 
indeed have considered our first survey of 
the Dominion moot incomplete had we 
been unable to stay a while among von. 
Much we have been unable to see, which 
we must hope to visit another year in St. 
John. We arrive at once at one of the 
oestres of life and activity on these our eastern 
coasts, we observe with the greatest satis­
faction the evidence of the energy you 
bring to the aid of our common country 
and the important place you fill in promot­
ing the welfare of our federation. The 
British people, and foreign countries alike, 
look upon the Dominion aa our eldest son 
in whose life and character the nature 
which has made the Mother Country 
stronger, the older it has grown, is seen 
and recognized by all. You are entering 
npon a glorious manhood which will in 
future ages stand forth in the beauty of 
strength and pride of freedom to be known 
in history as asserting a place among the 
mighty of the earth. This district is the 
scene of events wherein widely different ac­
tors have played their parts, and 
interesting indeed is the develop- 
opment of the story of which your 
harbour and town have been the 
theatre two centuries ago. The adven­
turer then only knew this place, and he 
with his companions stealing along the 
coast in small and battered craft, seeking 
a shelter, obliged to guard against the 
savages of the forest, was yet fall of 
visions of a great future for his new home, 
and endeavoured almost in vain to interest 
Europe in his scheme, but the years 
peopled the shores with sturdy colonists, 
who pushed their way although held down 
by difficulties of transport, by distance 
from the other settlements, by wars of 
race, and by mutual jealousies. Now we 
see a land whose natural loveliness and 
fertility is turned to the best account, con­
nected with all the life of Europe 
and America by countless channels of 
communication, and using the arts of mod­
ern civilization to make the" utmost of its 
political and geographical position. In ex- 
pressing to you our gratitude for the wel­
come you now give ua accept our beat 
wishes for your welfare, and let us utter a 
fervent hope that the energy hero exhibit­
ed, which no depremion in trade oan mas­
ter, and which the ruin of fire has only 
been able temporarily to affect, may re­
ceive its full reward in the future prosper­
ity of your loyal and flourishing city. 
(Cheers.)

Us members of the Council were then 
presented by the Mayor, the Marquis 
shaking them cordially by the hand while 
the Princess acknowledged the introduc­
tion with a hew.

A HEARTY WELCOME.
As they emerged from the station, loi 

and prolonged cheering greeted them, l 
the Marquis appeared highly pleased with 
his welcome. The procession was then 
formed, the detachment of cavalry taking 
up a position in the front, followed by the 
Royal carriages, which were succeeded by 
the general officers according to 
seniority. Members of the Local Gov­
ernment, and the different councils, 
followed in carriages. Aa the procession 
started from the station the aoldiers 
marched to Reed’e Castle, awaiting the 
arrival of the party. The route of proces­
sion was from the station to Paradise Bow, 
thence to Mill street, through Dock street, 
zeroes Market square, up King street to 
Charlotte, thenoe to Cobourg street, from 
which street they went down Garden 
street, and zeroes the railway bridge, to 
the road leading to the Castle. Thousands 
of spectators lined the streets and followed 
the precession ; the windows in the house» 
along the route were filled with people. 
The enthusiasm was intense, cheer upon 
cheer echoing from the crowd at the party 
passed.

THE DECORATIONS,
too, ia many instances were really 
magnificent, each exhibition appearing to 
outrival the other in the grandeur 
and magnificence of his display. Among 
the many private individuals whose 
decorations were specially noticeable were 
Meeere. Parks A Sons, proprietors of the 
New Brunswick cotton mills, on whose 
property a magnificent arch had been 
erected of spruce, behind which a platform 
waa situated. The operators of the factory 
occupied positions on the platform, and as 
the viceregal carriages came in view, aai 
the “"National Anthem." The processif 
halted in the meanwhile. The children of 
St. Paul’s Sabbath school also sang the 
“ National Anthem ” as the carriages 
passed. Shortly after one o’clock the pro­
cession arrived at its destination. The 
carriage» immediately proceeded through 
the beautiful grounds, a parting oheer was 
given from the thousands that had 
gathered around, and this portion of the 
viceregal reception in St. John became a 
matter of history. The fog fortunately did 
not interfere with the pleasure of the party 
to any great extent.

A GRAND ILLUMINATION 
torchlight procession took place in honour 
of the visit of the viceregal party. Such 
a display has not been seen in St. John 
since the arrival here of the Prince of 
Wales in 1860. The buildings on all the 
leading streets were handsomely decorated 
with banting, evergreens, Ae. The shep 
windows were jail beautifully ornamented, 
Chinese lanterns, designs in gas, Ac., 
were used for illuminating purposes, 
and a grand effect generally was 
produced. The procession was a great 
success ; firemen and volunteers joined in 
it, and there were five bands of music. 
The firemen had their engines and hose­
reels ornamented, and they presented a 
fine appearance. The Lient.-Governor and 
members of the Local Government, city 
Corporation and Portland Corporation, 
were escorted, and it was expected his 
Excellency would review the procession" 
from the Dufferin Hotel. He did not at­
tend, however.

VISIT TO CARLETON.
-St. John, N.B., Aug. 7.—The visit to 

Carle ton Was made by the viceregal party 
this forenoon. The viceregal carriage con­

taining hie Excellency, the Prinoese, Mis. 
DeWinton and Capt. Harbord, left for 
the castle about eleven o’clock. The Lieu­
tenant-Governor, the Provincial Secretary, 
the Mayor, Sheriff Harding and the com­
mon clerk accompanied the party in other 
carriage». The drive through Portland to 
the lunatic asylum was made in 
a. very short time. The party 
did not enter the asylum, but drove 
about the grounds, and then proceeded to 
Carleton. King street and every available 
stand within the vieinity of the King 
street arch waa crowded with people. The 
*roh looked very fine. Beside it a large 
number of the children of the Sabbath 
school were gathered. A salute fired from 
Courtney Hill by Capt. King’s battery an­
nounced the approach of the party, and aa 
soon as the Royal carriage had reached the 
arch it stopped, and the National Anthem 
waa sung. A hearty oheer was then given

the procession down King street, playing a 
pretty selection entitled “ Scented Vine," 
which was composed by H. R. H. the 
Prinoese Louise. All along the way lusty 
cheers resounded, and were acknowledged 
by both the Prinoese and hie Ex­
cellency. The dost blew in clouds, 
and fog would have been almost 
preferable. ‘ At the end of King street 
Councillor Buiat had arranged three nioely 
dressed pieces of timber. On one was 
“ Latour, 1630,” on another “ Frederick, 
1758,” and on the centre one “ L. 1879 L.” 
These appeared to draw the Marquis’ atten­
tion. At Meeere. Allan’s foundry the firm 
had gathered all their operatives on the top 
of the building, and large numbers of 
people had collected around it, and hearty 
cheers here greeted the occupante of the 
royal carriage. Amidst cheers the party 
passed under the Union street arch, on the 
top of which was an old son of Sootia at­
tired in the Campbell plaid and playing 
upon the bagpipes, mnoh to the Marquis' 
amusement apparently.

THE DRAWING ROOM
took place at the Court House this after­
noon from 9 to 10 p.m. About 800 ladies 
and gentlemen, comprising the chief .mili­
tary and civic dignitaries and their ladies, 
were presented to their Excellencies. The 
Supreme Court room, where the affair earns 
off, was elaborately deoorated and fitted 
up for the occasion. It waa lit by sixty, 
six gas jets, thirty in the centre and 
thirty-six around the sides. The Marquis 
and her Royal Highness arrived promptly 
on time and took np their position on the 
Haia »t the side of the room. Among thoee 
on the dais with the Princess were Lady 
Tilley and Lady Borrard.

INDISPOSITION OP HIS EXCELLENCY.
St. John, N.B., Aug. 8.—The Governor- 

General was slightly indisposed this morn­
ing and had not sufficiently recovered to 
warrant hii going out this afternoon. 
Shortly after 3 o’clock Her Royal High­
ness, accompanied by Mrs. Major DeWin­
ton and Capt. Hartxmd, started out on

A SERIES OF VISITS.
They first went to the general public 

hospital, where they were met by the 
Commissioners, the resident phy- 
ician, and the matron, and shown 
through the male and female 
public wards and the wards occupied by 
paying patienta.

They were received by Bishop Sweeney, 

and the Princess was conducted to a 
raised dais in the large parlour. Three 
little girls then stepped forward, and bow­
ing low, one of them read [several verses of 
a poem of welcome. The children then 
sang simultaneously in a pleasing man­
ner and two little girls presented 
wreaths of beautiful flowers to Her 
Royal Highness, who smilingly re­
ceived them. Two little girls next 
presented the Prinoeaa with 
flowers, after which the National 
waa sung. The Lady Superioress 
Augustine was then presented to her 
Royal Highness, after which the chapel and 
upper parta of the convent were visited.

A BISCUIT FACTORY.
Amidst loud cheering the Prinoem re­

turned to her carriage, and the other mem- 
ben of the party being seated, they were 
driven to Rankin A Sons’ biscuit factory, 
which they entered. They were shown 
the different departments, and witnessed 
the entire manufacture of biscuits. The 
Princess seemed to be very much interested 
in the manufacture.

THE NEW BRUNSWICK COTTON MILLS
were next visited, sad Mr. Wm. Parks 
conducted them through. The Prim 
evinced a great deal of interest at the 
working of the machinery and the cotton 
in all stages.

CUTLERS FROM SHEFFIELD.

Montreal, Aug. 7.—Shortly after ten 
o’clock this morning the Exchange Bank, 
which was established in 1872, with a 
capital of a million paid up, suspended 

tyment. In the interview with Mr. 
the manager, that gentleman stated 

course was the result of a meeting of 
the directors this morning. Mr. Crs _ 
could not give exactly the amount of d£ 
posits and circulation at the moment, 
but they would aggregate in the vicinity 
of $900,000, of which amount $400,000 
was in circulation. The directors had de­
termined to liquidate as quickly as possible, 
and they would at onoe undertake the 
transfer of the branches of bank as the 
Consolidated Bank had done. The branches 
are Aylmer. Brussels, Exeter, Hamilton 
and Parkhill, Ontario, Bedford, Que., ant 
an agency in Quebec city. He thought that 
within ninety days arrangements would be 
completed for meeting in full the claims of 
depositors and bill holders. He expressed 
himself somewhat guardedly when asked 
in regard to the assets of the bank. He, 
however, Ventured the opinion aa a result of 
a personal examination of the books of the 
institution, that all claims would be paid 
in full, and the shareholders would realize 
from 55 to 60 per cent, on their paid up 
stock. Notwithstanding such a favourable 
condition of things, the Dank had fully de­
cided to liquidate.

DEPOSITS AND CIRCULATION.
On referring to the report of the last 

nnual meeting on July 14th, it will be 
sen the circulation at that date amoontwj 

,586 and the deposits to $697,305, 
a total of $1,243,830. It will be 

. lerefore, that in a little over three 
weeks the deposits and circulation have de­
creased about $350,000, according to the 
manager’s estimate of what they are at 
present.

A DIRECTOR’S STATEMENT.
A director of the bank stated that the 

shareholders would obtain at the lowest 
estimate as mnoh for their stock by liqui­
dation aa it was selling for on the street. 
Had the bank been allowed a little time, 
it oould have met all claims, but it had 
been found impossible to meet them all in 
a few daya. The run on the bank which 
resulted in suspension was, he thought, dne 
to several reasons—trouble about the late 
manager, remarks of the press about the 
annual meeting, the panicky feeling created 
by the failure of the Consolidated Bank, 
and other causes. The brokers are paying 
90 to 95 cents for bills. The stock is 
offered at 24, with 171 bid.

WHY THE bXnK SUSPENDED.

This morning the cashier and one of the 
directors waited upon Mr. Angus, who 
sent for Mr. Grindley, of the Bank of 
British North America. An advance of 
$400,000 was asked ia addition to the

EXCITEMENT IN MONTREAL.

Montreal, Aug. 8—The city to-day 
has been in a state of feverish excitement 
over the events in the hanking community. 
Although the failures which have happened 
during this and the last few days had been 
to a certain extent anticipated, their actual 
occurrence produced an intense excitement. 
Shortly after banking hours this momin 
it was announced that the Bank Vil 
Marie had suspended. The feeling to-day 
was decidedly panicky. The failure of the 
Exchange Bank coming quickly after that 
of the Consolidated had shaken public con­
fidence, and many depositors and bill 
holders awaited with some anxiety the 
opening of the banks. Thii forenoon, St. 
James street was unusually crowded, quite 
a number of small depositors, men and 
women, being around the vicinity of the 
City and District Savings Bank to with­
draw their savings, and numbers awaited 
the opening of other banks, bat the chief 
interest was centered upon

VILLE MARIS BANK,
which had been mnoh talked about. Be­
fore 10 o’clock a number of people hung 
about the steps, and immediately npon the 
bank opening its doors, crowds began to 
poor into the building. The “ run ” was 
of such proportions that the Directors, who 
were meeting inside, felt that the bank was 
doomed, ana after some deliberation they 
concluded to suspend at about 10.46. A 
clerk then announced to the people the 
suspension of the bank, which he intimated 
would only be temporary. The excitement 
had extended to the street.

cashier’s statement.
Mr. Fauleanx, the cashier, estimated 

that the circulation of the Ville Marie 
Bank at the present time amounted to 
$275,000, or nearly $90,000deea than at the 
date of the annual meeting on January 
16th, and that the general deposits 
amounted to about $300,000, or $96,500 
leas than at that date. The bank had a 
considerable amount of ready cash this 
forenoon when they decided to sus­
pend, but the Directors felt they oonld not 
withstand the rush.

James street and other places to-day In 
consequence of the unusual press of 
business the City and District Savings 
Bank will remain open until six o'clock, 
and later if neoessaiy. After one o’clock 
the crush at the bank increased, a very 
large portion of the crowd, however, being 
brought there by curiosity. At three 
o’clock, the usual hour of closing, the 
monotony was varied by a speech from 
Dr, Hingston.

INTERVIEW WITH THE MAR ACER.
About eleven o'clock to-night your cor­

respondent had an interview with Mr. 
Barbeau, manager of the Ofyy and District 
Savings Bank. Mr. Barbeau said in the 
most emphatic terms that the City and 
District Bank were able to meet every de­
mand made on them, and that depositors 
who wished to withdraw their money had 
only to wait each time as they oonld be at­
tended to by the tellers, when their de­
mands would be settled. Mr. Barbeau 
stated that the bank was under no favour 
to any one or any other corporation, and 
authorised your correspondent to announce 
in the most unmistakeable terms that they 
oonld and would pay every person who 
had a cent deposited in the bank.

CONSOLIDATED BANK.

At 
half-past one yesterday the run on the 
City and District Bank had virtually ended, 
and at that time inside the appearance of 
the bank waa, if anything, quieter than 
usual, not more than about twenty persona 
being present Fully one-half of that 
number were re-depositing money drawn 
yesterday and during the morning ; while 
outside everything was quiet and the 
streets had recovered their normal appear­
ance. The amount paid out yesterday, 
the first of the run, was little in excess of

A TERRIBLE HURRICANE.

Damaged.

Five People Killed and Many Injured.
Moncton, N.B., Aug. 7.—A fearful 

hurricane passed up the Buctouche river 
and vicinity last night, doing terrific dam­
age. Over one hundred buildings were 
destroyed and most of the shipping 
grounded. A large bridge and the Catho­
lic chapel were carried away, but the con­
vent in rear of the qhapel was saved. Five 
people were killed and many badly in­
jured. The telegraph office was saved. 

details of the damage,
Buctouche, Aug. 7.—Since last report 

information has been received that the 
destruction is much mere extensive than 
was at first supposed. Very few houses 
have escaped injury. Beside that done to 
the spire and roof of the Roman Catholic 
chapel, the outbuildings, storehouse, and 
barns of the Rev. Mr. Michaud are a 
of ruins. Miss Julia Michaud, niece of 
the priest, waa severely injured. The 
convent was somewhat rooked, but is still 
standing. Several cords of bark, awaiting 
shipment, with several rafts ef deal, 
were driven to sea. Irving’s warehouse 
wss utterly destroyed. The large school 
building with furniture and library ia a 
total loss, estimated at two thousand dol­
lars. Timbers of » ton weight were raised 
and carried several hundred feet with the 
violence of the tempest.

_ Sr. John, N.B., Ang. 8.—Further par­
ticulars of the tornado in Buctouche, Kent 
county and vicinity, on Wednesday have 
oome to hand. It proved to be the moat 
terrific storm ever known in New Bruns­
wick. About ten minute» to five very 
heavy rain fell, which lasted but a few 
minutes, but was succeeded by a violent 
wind. The hurricane started somewhere 
north of the Dollard settlement, and about 
ten miles from here, and after rushing 
south as far as Mill Creek, it followed 
the north bsmk of the Buctouohe river, 
swooping everything before it for a breadth 
of from 400 to 600 yards, and a length of 
nine miles. In this distance upwards of 
100 buildings were razed, many of 
them fine dwellings. The moulding 
shop and other dwellings at the 
ship-yard were destroyed, as was 
Irving’s warehouse and other important 
buildings. large quantities of tan bark 
and lumber were destroyed. The bridge 
over the Main river was swept away and 
the shipping in the harbour grounded. 
The new superior school was swept into 
the river, destroying the furniture, library, 
etc. Bowell's tannery and some shops 
were aleo entirely wrecked. Passing 
sooth, the current swept away the 
spire and roof of the Roman 
Catholic chapel, and destroying the 
outbuildings and bams of Rev. Mr. 
Michand, ranch injuring his dwelling 
house. A large number of the houses near 
the town were levelled in every direction. 
Spectators tell that the violence of the 
storm in different localities defies descrip­
tion.

(FROM AN OCCASIONAL CORRESPONDENT.)

Battlefobd, July 15.
I wrote you recently, on the general 

Indian question, and now, panning my 
notes, I address you on the other and 
moat important inquiry, what is to be 
the outcome of the incursion into the ter­
ritories of the large body of American 
Sioux, who fled from the United States, 
and are under the real or nominal leader­
ship of Sitting Bull ? There is a difference 
of opinion as to the action that ought to 
have been taken by the Canadian Govern­
ment, whan this invasion ef our territory 
took place. The Government then in 
power, instead of addressing a remon­
strance to the American Government and 
a complaint as to the occupation of our 
soil by an armed body of American sub- 

' i, thought fit to send Mr. Mills, then 
ister of the. Interior, to Washington to 

request the American people to invite the 
Sioux back to their homes. Many think, 
that the American Government should 
have been informed that they were respon­
sible for whatever consequences might fol­
low from this occupation of our territory 
by their subjects. A different course was, 
however, pursued and as the result of 
the mission of Mr. Mills, American 
envoys were sent to interview Sitting Bull; 
but, ae might have been expected, he and 
hie people declined to return to a country 
where they had, as they believed, met 
with broken forth.

Fourteen years ago, the American forces 
were waging war against the Sioux, and 
terrible were the scenes enacted in Min­
nesota and Dacotah during that conflict. 
Bishop Whipple (the Excellent) has 
earnestly pleaded for these people, alleging 
that they are more sinned against than 
sinning. Be this as It may, a large body of 
this tribe sought refuge in the North-West, 
then under the rule of the Hudson’s Bay 
Company. The settlers of the Red River 
became much alarmed, and as the Sioux 
persistently refused to return to American 
territory, permission was even granted to 
the United States troops to follow them 
zeroes the boundary line. This was, how­
ever, not acted upon, and they continued 
to live a nomadic life in the vicinity of 
what is now the Province of Manitoba, 
supporting themselves by shooting, fishing 
and assisting the farmers in harvesting 
their crops. A portion of them took up 
their abode at Turtle Mountains and the 
Qu ’Appelle Lakes. They have conducted 
themselves in a peaceable and orderly man­
ner, and there has been only one grave 
crime among them during a period of ten 
years, and that was dealt with under 
tribal law. When emigrants began to come 
into the country the position of this tribe 
required consideration. The Government 
decided on assigning reserves to them on 
the Assiniboine river and Bird Tail creek, 
near Fort Ellice, where they made fair 
efforts at farming. It was subsequently 
found expedient to give them reserves at 
Oak Lake, on the Turtle Mountain», and, 
as stated in the Minister of the Interior’s 
report of 1877 :—“ On the strong recom­
mendation of Lieutenant-Governor Morris 
and the Acting Superintendent of Indian 
Affairs in Winnipeg, eighty acres were 
allowed to each family of five persons. 
Cattle, seed grain and implements were 
also given to them, which has resulted 
beneficially.” On Governor Morris’ recom­
mendation, Mr. Kenneth McKenzie, 
M.P.P., formerly of Guelph, and one of 
the meet extensive farmers in Manitoba, 
was requested to supervise and aid them 
in their farming operations, which he did 
with good results.

The Sioux have ever had an inveterate 
hatred to the American people, and pre­
vious to the engagement which terminated 
so disastrously for General Custer and his 
force, they invited the Canadian Sioux to 
make common cause with them, hut, to 
their credit be it said, the latter declined 
to aid them. They alio made overtures to 
the Blackfoot nation to assist in an attack 
on the whites, but were met by a 
refusai. After the American Sioux were 
defeated, they fled and took refuge near 
our boundary in the Cypress Hills. The 
decimation of the buffalo has naturally 
followed and is impoverishing our own In­
dians and driving the few remaining buffalo 
across the boundary line whither the Sioux 
pursue them and are met by the American 
troops. It is needless to aay that this ia 
likely to be highly productive of interna­
tional difficulties. It seems hard that these 
Indians should be shot down, when they 
are only providing their families and them­
selves with food. This state of things can­
not go on for long, and it will tax the wis­
dom of our Government to find a happy 
solution of this difficult problem. The 
simplest and most beneficial remedy for ua 
would be their return to their own homes 
and country under guarantees ; but this, I 
fear, ia almost hopeless new since distrust 
of the American promises is so strongly 
rooted in their minds. Another course is 
for the Government to send a sufficiently 
strong force to drive these refugees across 
the boundary, and station troops along the 
frontier to keep them on American soil ; 
bat this would entail a very large expendi­
ture and one which the Dominion is not at 
present in a position to bear. Moreover," 
this high-handed expulsion would be con­
trary to British practice and most unde­
sirable.

Why not then treat them like their pioneer 
brethren ? Give them reserves and some 
slight assistance to engage in agricultural 
pursuits, and there ia no reason why they 
should not become self-supporting and 
naturalized British subjects instead of aa 
they are to-day , a large body of well armed 
warriors subsisting m the scantiest way, 
and an element of trouble and danger. It 
may be held, and with reason, that a 
course such as the above would tend to 
attract other American Indians to seek 
similar homes in our territories, but the 
present gives the opportunity of an inter­
national understanding on toil grave sub­
ject. and the difficulty, serious ae it is, 
must be met. The people of Canada 
should put aside party feelings and support 
the Government m any well considered 
measure to grapple with this grave and 
trying emergency.
