A MONTREAL FIRE.

Macdonald’s Tobacco Factory
Destroyed.

And Several Lives Lost.

W. C. Macdonald’s extensive tobaa\zo
factory on Ontario street, Montreal, was
partially destroyed by fire Thursday even-
ing. The loss will reach $500,000, on
which there is no insurance.

Macdonald is & millionaire, and hasgiv-
en hundreds of thousands of dollars to
McGill college. There was not a fire es-
cape on the outside, norany appliances on
the inside for the fighting of the fire.
Even the windows were guarded by heavy
iron screens, presumably to prevent theft
on the part of the emploves. The fire
started at 5 p. m., in the drying room, and
for awhile smouldered. Then suddenly
the flames burst out and a most awful
panicensued. There were 900 employes
in the building, and more than half of
this number were women and girls. The
shrieks of the women as they beat against
the iron window screens, praying the
crowd to do something to save them, was
most heart-rending. As the flames burst
out, three firemen were on the roof, and
for fully twenty minutes their lives were
despaired of;till finally ladders were found
to bring them down. They were badly
burned.

The girls were nearly all on the fourth
floor storey and frantic with fear. With
much trouble one of the iron lattices was
knocked off, when one of the girls jumped
and was almost shattered to pieces when
she reached the roof of an adjoining ware-
house. Inasimilar manner others follow-
ed to the number of thirty. The ambul-
ances were kept busy carrying the women
and girls to the hospitals, and some were
driven in cabs to their homes. So farone
is known to be dead, and several otbers
are believed to be in the ruins.

Later—From inquiries at the hospitals

at a late hour concerning the condition of
the girls injured by jumping from the
windows of the burning building, it was
learned that little hope is entertained for
the recovery of at least five.
The first girl to make the terrible leap
from the fourth storey to the warehouse
roof was Marie Gagnon, who was picked
up in an insensible condition, with her
back broken. She cannot live many
hours

So far as the firemen have been able to
prosecute their gearch i 'the ruins, no
bodies have yet been discovered. It was
nearly midnight before the place could
be entered with safety.

The Associated Press correspondent
interviewed several of the women who
escaped with slight injuries. They say
the scene on the fourth floor was beyond
description. When the first wild rush
on the stairway occurred the passage was
so solidly packed that many fainted and
fell under the feet of the frenzied crowd.
Then they turned to the windows, but
the crowd forgot about the window
screens guarding that means of egress.
Frantic women tore their hands in vain,
beating against the cruel obstructions.
Death seemed inevitable, until Marie
Gagnon found a screen that yielded to
the determined blows of those who could
bring their united efforts to bear on it.
This overlooked a broad story warehouse,
Without a moment’s hesitation the woman
leaped into the air and landed on the
roof below. Encouraged by her daring
and impelled by the smoke and flames,
which were making rapid progress in that
part of the building, other women fol-
lowed her example until abont twenty
‘maimed and broised forms were piled
upon the warehouse roof. By this time
the passageway had become sufficiently
cleared to permit a more rapid emptying
of the building. The work of rescue by
means of fire extension ladders was also
in progress, and many almost inanimate
forms were carried out by the brave fire-
men.
On the third floor, where the fire start-
ed, the scenes were almost as heart-
rendering, but being warned sooner the
operatives were able to escape quicker by
the stairways.

FAREWELLS TO Dﬁ. PARTRIDGE.
His Halifax Friends Kindly Remember
Him on Ilis Peparture for

(Halifax Herald.)

The parishiongrs of 3t. George's assembled
on Wednesday evening in St. George’s hall,
to say good bye to Rev. Dr. Partridge, who
leaves, Friday to take the position of Dean
of Fredericton. The Rev. H. H. Pittman,
priest in chaige, presided, and the hall was
crowded to its utmost capacity, the parish-
ioners haying turned out en masse to do
honor to the retiring rector. Among those
present were his lordship the Bishop, Dean
Gilpin and the Revs. D. Hague, Ruggles,
Cox, Perry, Softley. His lordship in a feg,
well chosen remarks expressed his vel¥.
deep regret at the departure of Dr. Part-
ridge, and referred to the help and support
he bad rendered him and the great loss he
would be to the diocese as well as to the
community at large. Dean Gilpin follow-
ing also spoke of the excellent work done
by Dr. Partridge not only in the parish, but
also in ehurches in Canada. Rev.D. Hague
likewise expressed his regrets at Dr. Part-
ridge's departure. Addresses were pre-
sented from the parishioners, the choir, the
children of the Sunday 8chool with suitable
momentos of their love and esteem. These
comprised a very handsome secretary, a
study chair, a revolving bookcase and other
study furniture, a valuable gold-headed
cane and a group photo of the choir, a
study lamp and large drawingroom lamp.
Mrs. Partridge’ was also presented with a
silver salvor and an address by the mem-
bers of the sewing circle. After the presen-
tations the meeting resolved itself into an
informal social gathering, refreshments
being served and a most enjoyable evening
was spent.

At a meeling of the local assembly of the
brotherhood of 8t. Andrew held Thursday
evening at St. George's hall, to say farewell to
Rev. Dr. Partridge, the following resolution
was adopted by a standing vote:

Whereas the Rev. Dr. Partridge has been
called to fill a high position in the cathedral
at Fredericton, and, has decided for various
reasons to accept the same;

Therefore resolved, that the local as-
sembly of the Brotherhood of St. Andrew,
at Halifax, place upon record its sense of
the loss which it will sustain through his
removal. We have always felt assured of
his deep interest in all matters pertaining
to the advancement of the brotherhood
cause in Nova Scotia, and especially during
his two years presidency of this assembly,
and realize the great difficulty there will be
in filling his place. While expressing our
regrets at this loss, we cannot, however,
help rejoicing that our sister province is to
have the benefit of his wise counsel and
deep learning, and are confident that the
brotherhood there will be strengthened by
the interest which he will doubtless take
in the work. We can only ask that his
prayers may still be offered for our advance-
ment, while we shall not forget him in his
new sphere of work.

LITTLE SOLDIERS.

The German Emperor's Children Follow
Their Salute With a Hug.

Sons of a father who prides himself on
being a soldier rather than a citizen, who
has frequently declared that he would
sooner be in history asa great general
than as a great ruler, and scions of a dy-
nasty which owesits origin and its present
eminence to the sword, it is only natural
that the boys of the Emperor William of
Germany should have inherited the mili-
tary tastes of their ancestors. Every prince
of their house is ipso fucto a soldier, and
they have been reminded of this since
their earliest infancy. While their train-
in has been essentially military, it has not
been permitted in any way to interfere
with that softness of heart, that generous
impulsiveness, and that ingenuousness
which are so endearing-ifi children. And,
although they invariably greet their father
with the correct military salute, yet this
is immediately followed by a thoroughly
boyish and loving hug.

1t is on attaining their tenth year that
they first enter the army, and on the
birthday table of every prince of the house
of Prussia on that anniversary are always
to be found the epaulets, the sword and
the sash of a lieutenant of the first com-
pany of the first regiment of the foot
guards. As this corps is composed ex-
clusively of the tallest men to be found in
the length and breadth of the German
Empire, the contrast between the tiny
royal lieutenants, their gigantic fellow-
officers and soldiers is exceedingly enter-
taining.

THEY DISAGREE.

Report of the Prohibition Com-
missioners Submitted to
Parliament.

Only Dr. McLeod Recommends Pro-

hibition.

The report of the prohibition commis-
sion committee, which was presented to
Parliament Wednesday, is a voluminous
document, making nearly 1,500 type-
written pages, apart from the printed
evidence. The commissioners summar-
ize their work as follows: The enact-
ment of a prohibitory law for the whole
Dominion would, in the opinion of the
undersigned, prejudicially affect the busi-
ness, industrial and commercial interests
of the country. The effect of the law on
the federal, provincial and municipal
revenues from the traffic would be to
practically wipe them out. In Quebec
the wiping out of so large a sum as $600,-
000 would prove severely embarrassing.
Of the Scott Act it can only be remarked
that it still remains the law of the country.
That it is the nearest approach to a
general prohibitive system which has
been attempted, and that the act has
been repealed in 52 per cent of the
counties and cities which originally
adopted it, and no new district has put
the act in force since 1886. A prohibitory
law was enacted in New Brunswick in
1855, put in force in January, 1865, and
repealed the same year. The prohibitory
system, with permit provisions, which
was in force for several years in the
Northwest, was abandoned for a license
system in 1892. It may be asked if the
progrees in the states of the United
States which have adopted prohibitory
laws has been greater than the various
Canadian provinces where the law has
been what has just been described. The
commissioners refer to the information
already given and in the evidence sub-
mitted, for an answer to that question.
They believe that it must be answered in
the negative by everyone disposed to
weigh the facts dispassionately.

The comparison deals with prohibition
as a system. The commissioners cannot
agree with the view so earnestly put for-
ward by some church organizations and
many witnesses, that the recognition of
the traffic by licensing it is an immoral
and a national gin. - On the other hand,
the undersigned are of opinion that the
combined system of license and regulation
which for centuries has been the rule of
civilized nations, with such amendments
as experience has proved and shall from
time to time prove_to be needful in order
to make it more efficient, should not be
departed from.

The churches which have adopted the
view that the use of liquor as a beverage
is morally wrong have taken steps to
give effect to their conclusions as regards
their adherents which is wholly within
their legitimate sphere of action. Itis
almost impossible, - after reading the
evidence taken by the commission, not to
conclude that much of the agitation on
this question of prohibition of the liquor
traffic is to be attributed to a desire to see
these views adopted generally.

The undersigned consider that the aim
of any system of regulating or prohibiting
the liquor traffic is to lessen or extinguish
the evils which arise from intemperance
or from the improper use of intoxicating
beverages, and after the most careful and
anxious consideration of the subject they
have come to the conclusion that this
would not be’ accomplished by the enact-
ment of a law prohibiting the manu-
factnre, importation and sale of intoxi-
cating liquors throughout the Dominion
and that if such a law were passed it
could not be efficiently enforced.

A prohibitory law partakes too much
of the character of coercive legislation on
a matter in regard to which a very large
proportion of the people consider they
are qualified and entitled to judge for
themselves, to be accepted as a measure
they are called upon to unhesitatingly
obey and have the impracticability of
efficient enforcement. With the powers
possessed by the provinces to legislate in
respect to the traffic, the certainty that in
some of the provinces prohibition would
meet with determined opposition; with
an open frontier, such as the Dominion
possesses, largely bordering on states in
which sale would be carried on, the
undersigned consider that it is illusory to
anticipate that a general prohibitory law
could be enforced with any reasonable
degree of efficiency. The question of
making compensation to those engaged
in the manufacture and retail vending of
liquors, one or both classes, should the
traffic be put an end to by legislation,
has been frequently referred to and much
evidence has been taken on the subject.
The undersigned commissioners, re-
garding the evidence given and what
has been proposed in other countries, as
for instance England, France, Germany
and some of the British colonies, consider
that the payment of compensation could
not justly be averted in the case of those
who by such legislation would have their
business, which they have been carrying
cn under the sanction of the sale abruptly
put an end to, and their capital in,many
cases almost swept away, and in all con-
siderably diminished.

The report of which the above are the
conclusions arrived at is signed by Joseph
Hickson (chairman), Herbert S. McDon-
ald, E. F. Clarke and G. A. Gigault. The
latter dissents from the suggestion that
liquor dealers should be required to ob-
tain certificates from the federal govern-
ment, and the paragraph referring to the
work of the Salvation army, as he is not
satisfied that the cause of temperance
has been benefitted by the work of that
organization.

DR. M‘LEOD’S OBJECTIONS,

The following are the conelusions ar-
rived at by Rev.Joseph McLeod, who,
dissenting from the report of the other
members of the Royal Temperance Com-
mission, has submitted a report of his
own, covering five hundred typewritten
pages ;

1. That the House of Commons of the
Dominion made a right and wise declar-
ation in relation to the subject when it
declared in 1878 : “That total prohibition
is the right and 6nly effective remedy for
the evils of intemperance.” That the
House of Commons was right in declaring
at the same time “ That this house is pre-
pared to enact such legislation as soon as
public opinion will sustain them in doing
so;” and that the House of Commons
was well adviged in reiterating from time
to time, as already set out in this declar-
ation.

2. That all the information which
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your commission has been able to obtain
has made it clear to the undersigned
that the effect of the liquor traffic has
been and is seriously detrimental.to all
the moral, social and material interests of
the nation ; that the measures employed
to ‘“lessen, regulate or prohibit,” the
traffic have been of value and effective
only in proportion as they have approxi-
mated in their operation to the absolute
prohibition of the traffic in intoxicating

ments of the country should not be con-
sidered a reason for the continuance of
an admitted evil, and, moreover, could be
met without the continuance of that evil.

3. That the endorsement which the
electorate of the different sections of the
Dominion have given at the ballot box to
the principle of prohibition whenever
submitted, as well as many petitions,
memorials and declarations of the church,
courts, temperance organizations, muni-
cipal councils and other representative
bodies, making it sufficiently clear that a
majority of the people of Canada are in
favor of the total prohibition of the
liquor traffic.

4. That it would, therefore, be right
and wise for the Dommnon parliament,
without farther delay, to carry out the
promise given, and give effect to the
principle stated in its resolutions by the
enactment and thorough enforcement of
a law prohibiting the manufacture, im-
portation and sale of intoxicating liquors,
except for medical, sacramental and
scientific purposes.

STARTLING DISCOVERY.

The Remains of a Hitherto Unknown
People Unearthed.

Great interest is displayed in the revel-
ation made by Mr. W. M. Flinders Petrie,
at Edinburgh last week, that in excavat-
ing in the district between Gebelin and
Abydus last year, remains were found ofa
hitherto” unknown race of people whom
he is disposed to identify with the Amor-
ites. In one of their towns which he has
unearthed, thirty miles north of Thebes,
nearly 2000 graves were opened. Nota
single scarab, amulet or other Egyptian
relic was found, and the bodies instead of
being mummified and stretched at full
length, were buried in a sitting posture
with knees bent to the shoulder and all
facing the west. They/were a large and
powerful people, many of them six feet in
height, brown wavy hair, a prominent

aquiline nose and big leg development,

suggesting that they were mountaineers.

They seem also to have been cannibals.
Although there ig no sign of an alphabet or
hieroglyphics they were well advanced in

the use of metals and had better and more
artistic pottery than the Egyptians, though

all hand made, showing that the potter’s
wheel was unknown to them. This un-

looked for appearance of a new factor in

the problem of our oldest civilization has
naturally made a deep impression in scien-

tific circles, and their is eager curiosity on

all sides to know more of it. It is suppos-

ed that these graves date from about the

seventh dynasty, or 3000 B. C., and that
these were the people who overran Egypt

under the Hyksos, or Shepherd kings.

STOLE FROM THE BANK.

The National Shoe and Leather Bank
Trips up Seely’s Brother-in-law.

The National Shoe and Leather Bank,
of New York has been robbed again. This
time it is by a brother-in-law of Seely,
who was recently sent to prison for reliev-
ing the institution of $350,000. Samuel
E. Aymar was arrested the other night on
a charge of stealing $20,000 on a warrant
issued on the complaint of John C. Cole,
cashier of the bank. At police headquar-
ters he admitted that he had been steal-
ing from the bank for years. He gaid he
could not tell how much he had stolen.
Aymar’s home is 506 Halsey street, Brook-
lyn, only a short distance from defaulter
Seely’s "house. He has a wife and two
children, a son and a daughter and is
about forty years old. Aymar’s plan was
simple. Although a book-keeper, he re-
ceived deposits. ‘Some ‘of them he kept,
and covered up the stealings by false en-
tries. Thetransaction by which he profit-
ed ceased a year ago, the present bank
management says. The bank is, of course,
not embarasred by Aymar’s thieving. He
was bonded by the Guarantee Company
of North America for $5000. The re-
maining $15,000 the bank will make good
from a fund of $50,000 set aside by the
new management when it took control, to
cover any deficiencies that might be found.

FERTILIZERS AND POTATO SCABS.

The usual acidity of the soil probably
tends to check the spread of the scab
disease of potatoes and beets, and the
known tendency of barnyard manure to
increase the trouble is attributed by the
Rhode Island station to the neufralizing
of the soil sourness, by the alkaline man-
ure. - Thus experiments through two
years with air slaked lime proved that it
tended to iiicrease the potato scab, and as
wood ashes are also alkaline, they like-
wise increase the scab. When scabby
beets or potatoes are fed uncooked to farm
stock; many of the scab germs will pass
unharmed through the digestive organs of
the animals, and the manure will thus
infest the soil. If, however, the soil is
very acid, small amounts of yard manure,
wood ashes and air-slaked lime will in-
crease the scab but little. On sour soils,
lime not only increases the total yield of
potatoes but also the proportion of large
tubers, so that if only one crop is to be
grown, lime will be a benefit, as the effects
of scab are not serious the first season.
Asthe potato scab is the only practical
drawback to the usually beneficial effect
of air-slaked lime and wood ashes on sour
soils, it will pay to disinfect the seed by
immersing it 1} hours in water in which
has been dissolved 2 oz. of corrosive sub-
limate (bichloride of mercury) to 15 gals.
Then spread the seed out to dry, cut and
plant as usual. Corrosive sublimate is a
fatal poison if taken internally. It also
corrodes metallic substances, and the solu-
tion should, therefore, be made in wooden
vessels.

IN BRITISH COLUMBIA

A Good Outlook for the Liberal
Candidates.

Review of the Situation.

{

Vicroria, B. C., April 22—When mak-
ing calculations as to the result of a gen-
eral election for the Commons the poli-
ticians of the east have always put British
Columbia down for six Tory members,
without any misgivings, and up to the
present they have not been mistaken.
But, from present indications, there will
be a very different tale to tell after the
next general election. In the first place,
we have the new voters’ lists, and, in-
stead of a few thousand “old-timers”
having the say as to who should repre-
sent the province at Ottawa, twenty
thousand and more will cast their votes
at the next election. Among these new
voters are many men from Ontario, Que-
bec and the Maritime Provinces, princi-
pally the latter, who have felt the evils
of protection in their old homes, and feel
it still more here. Then, there are
teveral thousand young British Colum-
bians in this city alone who should have
had votes at the last elections but were
disfranchised. They, almost to a man,
are with the Liberal party, and, with
their young friends from the east, who
have had more experience in politics, but
could not be more enthusiastic, have
formed a Youmg Men’s Liberal Club, the
main object of which is to secure the
election of William Templeman and Dr.
Milne, the Liberal candidates. The
young club has held several very en-
thusiastic meetings, and the other even-
ing elected officers. Hon. A. U. Richards,
Q. C., ex-Lieutenant-Governor, was elect-
ed Honorary President, and Mayor John
Teague, who in a letter to the club said
he had never before cast a Liberal vote,
but would do so this time, and seek to in-
duce his friends to do so, was chosen as
Honorary Vice-President. The other
officers of the club represent every class
of the community, and, with the mem-
bers, are prepared to make a hard fight
to redeem Victoria.

THE BUSINESS MEN.

The young men, however, are not the
only ones who are in line for Laurier and
Liberalism., The older association is
doing good work, and a campaign com-
mittee of several hundred members has
just met to complete organization. Al-
most every business man in the city is
anxious to record his vote against the
government, while the workingmen —
well, the way the post office clerks were
treated has disgusted them with the Ot-
tawa combination, even if they had not
made up their minds that they could ex-
pect nothing from the present govern-
ment. Attempts are being made to buy
the constituency by erecting public build-
ings and healing old sores, but if we are
“wild and woolly” we cannot be bought
in that way. Col. Prior is making a hard
fiight, but he, above all other Tories,

' would not. be accepted by Victorians.

We have two good men, both of them
personally popular, the best men in town
working for them, and if they are not our
next representatives at Ottawa public
opinion does not count for anything.

THE WHOLE PROVINCE.

In the other districts of the province
there is just as greata change in favor
of the Liberals. In Westminster district
John Hendry, the “lumber king,” has
resigned from the Pr' sidency of the Con-
servative Association, a position he has
held for several years, and several other
officers elected have resigned “ because,”
as they stated over their own signature
in'the press, “ we are- on the other side
this time.” Being unable to get an in-
fluential man to accept the Presidency,
Mr. Corbould, the member for the dis-
trict, took the position himself. It is
probable that Mr. Sword, M..P. P., the
strongest man in the district, will run in
the Liberal interest. If he does not, D.
J. Munn will eome out. In either case
it would be hopeless for a Conservative
to run.

In Yale, Cariboo, Mr. Mara is to be op-
posed by Mr. Hewitt Bosotck, a gentle-
man who has large interests all over the
district and who will sweep the mining
camps. The fight will be a hard one.
Vancouver Island district- Liberals are
just about to meet to select a candidate.
It is just possible that they, too, will take
a member from the legislature, Mr. Booth,
but tHere are several other nominees
spoken of and it is hard to say who would
be the strongest.

The Liberals are organized in’ Van-
couver City, but nothing has yet been
done towards nominating candidates.
Rev. Mr. Maxwell, a Presbyterian min-
ister, who bhas been devoting much time
to politics and who is the best stump
speaker in the west, will probably resign
from the pulpit and come out as a Mec-
Carthyite in this constituency.

ISAAC PITMAN DEAD.

Isaac H. Pitman died April 20th at his
bome in Bath, Eng., aged 82 years, of
general debility due to old age. This
wonderful man was born at Trowbridge,
Wilts, Eng., on Jan. 4, 1813, and was
educated at the grammar school of that
town. He then clerked for a cloth manu-
facturer, was trained in the nomal col-
lege of the British and Foreign School
Society, London, and appointed master of
the British School, Barton-on-Humber,
1832. He established the British School
at Wottom-under-Edge in 1836, and took
up his residence at Bath in 1839. In 1837
his first treatise on stenography appeared.
He was the original inventor of the
shorthand system now used in all parts
of the world, and had devoted his entire
life to the art. At his institution at Bath
he taught the art and printed books in
shorthand. Benn Pitman, of the Art
Academy of Cincinnati School of Phono-
graphy, is his younger brother, and was
the father of the system in America, all
the brothers growing famous and rich
through the discovery of Isaac.
