snccessors a8 the principle aad cen-
tre, a8 it were, of this anity.
Wherefore St. Cyprian says: “To
following is s short #nd easy pront
of the faith. The Lord saith t
Pater: ‘1 say to thee thou ar
Peter ;' on him alone He baildeth
His Church ; and although afte:
His resurrection He gives & similar
power to all the Apostles and says:
¢ As the Father hath sent Me,’ éta.,
still in order to make;the necessary
unity clear, by His own authority
He laid down the souree of tha!
unity as beginning from one ” (De
Unit. Hool, n, 4). And Opatus of
Milevis says: “ You cannot demy
that you know that in the city of
Rome the episeopal chair was first
conferred on Peter. In this Peter,
the head of all the Aposiles (hence
his name Cephas) has sat; in which
chair alone unity was (o be pre-
served for all, lest any of the other
Apostles.should claim anything as
exclusivelly his own. So -much so
that he who would place another
chair against that one chair would
be u schismg$i® and a sinner ” (De
Schism. Defat., lib, ii.).. - Hence
the teaching of Cyprian that heresy
and schism arise and are begotten
from the tact that dne obedience i¢
refused to the supreme anthority.
« Horesies and schisms have no
other origin than that obedience is
refused to the priestiof God and
that men lose sight of the fact that
there is one judge in the place of
Ohrist in'this world ” (Epist. xii.,
ad Cornelinm, n. 5). No one,
therefore, uniess in communion
with Peter can share in his author-
ity, since it is absurd to imagine
that he who is outside can com-
mand in the Chgreh. Wherefore
Optatus of Milevis blamed the Don-
atists for this reason: ‘‘ Against
which gates (of hell) we read that
Peter received the saving keys, that
is to say, our Prince, to whom" it
was said by Ohrist, ¢ to thee will I
give the keys of the kingdom of
heaven, and the gates of hell shall
not conquer. them.” Whenoe is it,
therefore, that you strive to obtain
for yourselves the keys of the king-
dom of heaven—you who fight
against the chair of Peter?” (Lib.
ii, n. 4,5). But the episcopal or-
der is rightly judged to be in com-
munion with Peter, as Christ com-
¥ , if it be subject to and obeys
 Poter ; otherwise it necessarily be-
comes a lawless and disorderly
crowd. It is not sufficient for the
due preservation of the unity of the
faith that the head should merely
have been char, with the office
of superintendent, or shou]ld have
been invested solely with a power
of direotion,  Baut it is absolutely
necessary that he should - have re-
ceived real and .sovereign suthority
which’ the whole community is
bound to obey. What had the Son
of God in view when He promised
the keys of the kingdom of heaven
to Peter alone? Biblical usage and
the upapimons teaching of the
Fathers clearly show that supreme
authority is designated in the pas.
sage by the word ‘‘kegs.” Nor is
it lawful to interpret in a different
gense what was given to Peter
alone, and what was given to the
other Apostles conjointly with him.
If the power of binding, loosening
and feeding confers upon each and
every one of the bishops, the suc-
cessors of the Apostles, a resl au-
thority to ruje the people commit-
ted to him, certainly the same pow-
or must have the same effect in his
osse to whom the duty of feeding
the lambs and sheep has been as-
igned by God. ‘Christ constito-
%ﬂ (Peter) not only pastor, bnt
tor of pastors: Peter therpfore
‘seds the lambs and feeds the sheep,
feeds the ohildren and feeds the
mothers, governs the subjects and
rules - the prelates, because the
lambs and the sheap form the whole
of the Church ”’ (8t. Brunois Epis-
copi Sigriensis, Gomment, in Joa~,
t iii., cap. 21, n. 68). Henoce
those remarkable expressions of the
ancients ooncerning St Peter,
which most clearly set forth the
faot that he was placed in the high-
est d of dignity gnd authority.

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Romau Rontiffs, taken collectively
the Bishops are not so bound. For

whole edifice and to give stability to
it rather than- to each component
part; and in the present case this
is much more applicable, since Christ
the Lord wished that by the strength
and solidity of the foupdation the
gates of hell should be prevented
from prevailing against the Church.
All are agreed that the Divine pro-
mise must be understood of the
Church as a whole and not of any
certain portions of it.. These can
indeed be overcome by the assaults
of the powers of hell, as, in point
of fact, has befallen some of them
Moreover, he who is set over the
whole flock must have authority not
only over the sheep dispersed
throughout the Chaurch, but also
when they are agsembled together.
Do the sheep when they are all as-
sembled together rule and guide the
shepherd? Do the -successors of
the Apostles assembled together con-
stitute the foundation on which the
successor of St. Peter rests in order
to derive therefrom strength and
stability?  Surely jurisdiction and
authority belong to him in whose
power have been placed the keys of
the kingdom of heaven, not alone
in all the provinces taken singly,
but in al taken collectively. And
as the Bishops, each in his own dis-
trict, command with real power not
only_individuals, but the whole com-
munity, so the Roman Pontiffs,
whose jurisdiction extends to the
whole Christian eommonwealth, must
have all its parts, even taken collect-
ively, subject and obedient to their
authority. Christ the Lord, as we
have sufficiently showd, made Peter
and his successors His vicars, to ex-
ercise forever in the Church the power
which He exercised during His- mor-
tal life. Oan the Apostolic College
be said to have been above his Master
in authority ? ¥

This power over the Episcopal Col-
ege to which we refer, and which is
clearly set forth in Holy Wut, has
ever been acknowledged and attested
by the Church, as is clear from the
teaching of general councils. “We
read that the Roman Pontiff has pro-
nounced judgements on the prelates
of all the churches; we do not read
that anybody has pronounced judge-
ment on him” (Hadrianus ii., in
Allocutione iii., ad Synodum Roman-
um an. g6g, Cf. Actionem vii., Conc.
Constantinopolitaniiv.). The reason
for which is stated thus: There is
no authority than that of the Apostolic
See” (Nicolaus in Epist. Ixxxvi., ad
Michael Imperat”.* -Wheretore Gal:
asius on the decrees of councils says-
# That which the first see has not ap-
proved of cannot stand, but what it
has thought well to desree has been
received by the whole Church”
(Epist. xxvi., ad Episcopss Dar-
dani®, n. 5). It has ever been un-
questjonably the office of the Roman
Pontiffs to ratify or to reject the de-
crees of councils. Leo the Great re-
scinded the acts of the Capciliabu-
lum of Ephesus. Damascus rejected
those of Rimini, and Hadrian L
those of Copstantinople. The twen-
ty-eighth canon of the Qouncil of
Chalcedon, by the very fact that it
lacks the assent and approval of the
Apostolic See, is admitted by all to
be worthless, Rightly, therefore, has
Leo X. laid down in the fifth Coun-
cil of Lateran “ that the Roman Pon-
titf alone, as baying agthority over all
councils, bas ‘full jurisdiction and
power to summon, to transfer, to dis-
solve councils, as is clear, not only
from the testimony of Holy Writ,
from the teaching of the fathers and
of the Roman Pontiffs, and from the
decrees the sacred canons, but
from the teaching of thg very coun-
cils themselves.”  Indeed, Holy
Writ attests that the keys of the
kingdom of heaven were given to
Peter alone, and that the promise of
binding anci loosening was granted to
the Apostles and to Peter ; but there
is nothing to show that the Apostles
received supreme power without
Peter and against Peter. Such pow-
er they certainjy did not receive from
Jesus Ohrist. Wherefore, in the de-
oree of the Vatican Council as to the
nature and authority of the primacy
of the Roman Pontiff, no newly-con-
ceived opinion is set forth, but the
venerable _and constant belief of
every age (Sess. iv., cap. 3). Nor
does it beget any confusion in the
administration that” Christians are
bound to obey & two-fo&dlutbority,
We are prohibited in the first place
by Divine wisdom from entertaining
sny soch thought, since this form of
governmenf Was sqqs?tgted by the
counsel'of God hjmself.’ In the se-
cond place we must note that the dye
order of things agd their mutual re-
lations are disturbed if there be a
two-fold magistracy of the same rank
set over a people neither of which is
amenable to the other. But the au-
thority of the Roman Pontiff is su-
premé, universal, independent. It

In the preface to Monseigneur
Barnard’s life of Cardinal Lavigerie,
tbe author says, “ This life, like that
of every human being, found its
highest manifestation in love.”

It is not generally known that St,
Stephen’s crown, which plays the
leading part in the second series of
millenial festivalsin Hungary, is part-
ly of French workmanship. Not only
did a Pope of French origin—Sylves-
ter I1., a Benedictlne, born at Aurillac
—send it in the year rogo to St.
Stephen, the first king of Hungary ;
but according to the testimony of cer-
tain documents; he, being a goldsmith
of no mean ability, worked on it with
hisown hands. Whether this be true
or not, the crown does credit to his
taste, for it is very harmgnious in de-
sign. Its upper part was presented
in 1072, by the Byzantine Emperor,
Michael Ducas, to King Geza I.
