CAUSES OF BUSINESS FAILURE

Bradstreet’s analysis of the statis-
tics relating to failures in 1906 1n
Canada and the United States show
that out of 10,624 -individual firms
sand corporations which suspended
business, ‘9,723 had capital of $5,000
or less, or 91.7 per cent of those whe
failed were under capitalized.

The constancy of these figures for
period of years is illustrated by
fact that for the past eight years
proportion of such failures he
iated between 90 and 94 per cent.

tween $20,000 and $50,000. The num-9

ber who failed in~ 1906 with capital
less .than $500 was, 11 per cent less
than 1905, while the mnumber whe
failed with larger capital is about
the same. These figures tend to
show the strain on the larger - capital
was more than in the case of the
smaller, and reflect a larger measure
of *credit given to the larger traders.
As to ecredit rating 9,615 out 10,624,
failing in Canada and the United
States had no credit rating. The num-
ber who failed with good rating was

933 or £.8 per cent of the whole. The
cause given for these latter failures
i« the tension of the money market,
and goes to show that high money
rates may have a direetly unfavor-
able efiect upon the solvency of those
whose credit . is. rated relatively
high.

Examination of the causes of fail-
ures in 1906 make it appear that 797
per cenh was due to faults of those
failing, namely, incompetence, lack
oi capital, unwise granting.of credit,
speculation, and personal  extrava-
gance.  The remainder apparently
resulted from causes not due to those
failing, which are set down to com-
petition, specific conditions and
‘lure of others.
