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WILL NOT OPEN 
HILLCREST MINE

Chas. P. Hill Says New Agree­
ment With Miners'is Un­

fair to Owners.

Winnipeg, May 23.—Mr. Chas. P. 
Hill, manager of the Hillcrest mine 
at Hillcrest, Alberta, is in the city. 
His was one of the mines affected by 
the recent miners’ strike. In fact his 
men are still out. Mr. Hill declares 
he will not sign the agreement, as it 
is absolutely unfair to the mine own­
ers.

“That agreement does not settle the 
matter,” he said in an interview this 
morning. “Hillcrest will never open 
on that schedule as long as my name 
is Hill. The new schedule makes an 
increase of 25 cents for mining and 
that leaves us absolutely no margin 
for profit. It costs over $100 a day to 
keep the mine closed but I will not 
open.”

He explained that his men were per­
fectly satisfied with conditions. They 
had no grievance at all with the own­
ers of the mine. They voted at a 
ratio q£ J27 to 1 to return to work at 

"tite'scale of prices ,but as members 
of the union, they had to stay out.

“I have been down east for the past 
four months, during which I visited 
the coal fields of Pennsylvania. We 
receive here only a dollar a ton more 
for our coal, but we have to pay four 
times as much to have it mined. That 
hardly looks fair. I will tell you an­
other reason why this agreement is 
unfair. In the Hillcrest mine the 
vein is 16 feet thick. The average 
vein is only from 4 to 5 feet thick. 
The work is very much easier in the 
Hillcrest mine. There should be a 
sliding scale. Skilled labor is very 
scarce in far west. Good mechanics 
are very difficult to get. And of 50 
to 40 carpenters on work on my pro­
perty only 3 or 4 are skilled mechanics 
They went out on strike and delayed 
work on the mines a very great deal.

TO INCREASE CAPITAL.

Imperial Bank Adds $5,000,000 to Its 
Capitalization.

Toronto, May 23.—Shareholders of 
the Imperial Bank of Canada at the 
annual meeting passed a by-law to 
authorize the directors to issue $5,- 
000,000 from time to time as they de­
termine. This will give the Imperial 
Bank an authorized capitalization of 
$10,000,000. The present paid up cap­
ital stock being $4,773,948. Another 
by-law was passed authorizing the use 
of the bank’s funds in establishing 
on a firmer basis tjie officers’ and 
employers’ pension fund by donating 
to it the sum of $25,000.

HAYWOOD’S TRIAL 
DRAGS WEARILY ON
Prosecution And Defence Are 

Challenging Talesmen Right 
And Left.

Boise, Idaho, May 24.—Of the 60 
talesmen summoned under the new 
venire, 44 await examination for 
qualification as jurymen when court 
opens today for the eleventh day of 
the trial for William D. Haywood, 
charged with the murder of former 
Governor Frank Steunenberg. Henry 
Curtis, the tenth talisman, called yes­
terday to stand the test, was the first 
of the new venire to make anything 
like a stand under the questioning of 
the prosecution. Just before adjourn­
ment of court for the day he was pas­
sed by the state for cause after a close 
examination which developed the fact 
that he was at one time a member of 
the railroad men’s union and that he 
had made a close investigation of 
the question of its relation to social­
ism. In answer to questions by the 
state Curtis said that there were some 

a things about Socialism that appealed 
to him, but that taken altogether, the 
whole quesion seemed to be "in a 
haze and not quite applicable to the 
age in which he lived."

He is the first of the talesmen un­
der examination who has shown he 
has any real socialism and in view of 
tlie extent to which the defence 
has gone in the examination of tales­
men as to their views on the question 
the result of the examination of Cur­
tis by the deefnc to-day is likely to be 
interesting. With eight challenges 
yet to come and two talesmen to qual­
ify, including Curtis in chair nine, 
and with Whitlock in No. 6, the 
chances for a jury out of the 44 re­
maining talesmen is not encouraging.

GRANTED 8 HOUR DAY.

Toronto Employers and Printers Sign 
^ A Five-Year Agreement.

Toronto, May SB— As the result of 
a conference between typographical 
union and employing printers a five 
year agreement proposed by employ­
ers has been adopted. All allied 
printing trades are to get an eight- 
hour day commencing June 1. An 
increase of $2 a week is granted book­
binders and pressmen, while propor­
tionate increases are granted other 
branches. It is agreed that $1 of the 
increase will go into effect in a year 
and one half and the additional $1 
in three years from June 1, 1907. The 
union accepted the agreement and the 
eight hour day goes into effect in all 
branches on June 1.

PRICE OF BREAD RAISED.

In Winnipeg and It Will Cost City 
$182,500 More Per Year.

Winnipeg, May 23. — Winnipeg’s 
bread bill will be $182,500 a year more 
than it was, as result of the increase 
in prices. Persons who buy bread by 
the dollar’s worth will pay a fraction 
over half a cent a loaf more—others 
will pay a cent a loaf more than for­
merly. The average consumption of 
bread is estimated by bakers at be­
tween half a loaf and three quarters 
of a loaf a day. The conservative es­
timate, therefore, would be an in­
crease per capita of half a cent a 
day. The population of Winnipeg is 
100,000 which means an increase in 
Winnipeg’s bread bill of $500 a day, 
$3,500 a week or $182,500 a year.

Calgary, May 23.—C. P. Walters, a 
barrister of London, Eng., and colonel 
of one of the London volunteer corps, 
was in the city yesterday on his way 
to Australia for a three months trip. 
While in the city Mr. Walters was a 
visitor to the immigration offices, 
board of trade and 100,000, inhere m 
conversation with the Herald, he ^old 
of many interesting things regarding 
immigration to Canada and other, mat­
ters of importance to the Dominion.

“There will surely be a record this 
year from England,” he said, “as 
immigration to Canada is the whole 
talk in the mother country at present. 
Arrivals continue to come in all the 
time, and there are thousands of un­
employed in London alone.

“Owing to reducing the army and 
the government works as Woolwich 
and Portsmouth has also greatly ad­
ded to the unemployed. Coming over 
from Liverpool our boat was full of 
immigrants,all of a most manly type 
and it appeared to me that it was a 
pity England was losing in large 
numbers such healthy looking men, 
as I am sure they coyjd be used to 
advantage even in the old country.

“When I left England,” said Col. 
Walters, “the colonial premiers’ con­
ference was the main topic of con- 
verstion, and General Botha appeared 
to be the attracting figure.

“Somehow the home government lo 
not want to see the Boers with a 
large standing army, but General 
Botha assures them that they can be 
depended upon. He thought that they 
could be disciplined to advantage, 
and during the late Boer war the 
lack of discipline was their failure, 
but if they were given good training 
they would be good soldiers. General 
Botha also asked for a volunteer 
force, something after the kind of 
other colonies.

“The proposals made by the home 
government were to be placed be­
fore the premiers soon after they left 
Liverpool and if accepted would give 
the imperial army a strength roughly 
estimated as follows :
