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WAS A GREAT TRIUMPH
FOR BRITISH JUSTICE

The Story of the Crippen Case—Sus-
picion at First Aroused Gradually
Grew—Conviction Almost Entirely
on Circumstantial Evidence,

London, Oct. 24.—The Crippen
murder case, which ended on Satur-
day, has proved to be the most sen-
sational and dramatic tragedy in the
annals of modern criminal jurispru-
cence of England. Widespread in-
terest was manifest over it on both
s.des of the water, An Ameriean doc-
tcr married to a one-time noted music
hall artist and living at Hilldrop Cres.
cent was convicted of murdering his
wife. Coupled with the tragic story is
a pretty young stenographer, for sev-
vears secretary to the prisoner
and with whom Cippen was known
to have been on very friendly and
inlimate terms.

- Fled Across the Atlantic.

A dash across the ocean by Crip-
pen and the stenographer, Miss Le-
reve, in the disguise of a boy, fol-
1-wed by a sleuth from Scotland Yard
with the wonderful wireless playing a
prominent part, their arrest was af-
v~ctcd as they stepped upon the North
Aanerican continent.

.The prisoner while guilty of a
cowardly -murder, proved himself a
clever and resourceful man. In the
witness box he has shown that cool,
collected spirit that  marked him- as
a daring, ‘fearless criminal. In his
successful avoidance of the sleuths of
modern times for days with Miss Le-
neve -disguised as his son, her hair
clipped and wearing the full outfit
of a lad of sixteen years or so, he
had the whole civilized world watch-
ing him.

Displayed Wonderful Nerve.

When facing the awful charge of
murder and mutilating his wife, with
thousands of eyes scanning his every
feature continually, he held his nerve
where many another would have bro-
ken down completely.

Towards the end of January this
sensational ‘case came before the pub-
lic eye. Belle Elmore, the music hall
artist_and actress wife of the pris-
oner suddenly disappeared from her
usual haunts. Her friends lost track
of her completely and mysteriously.

Enquiries elicited the fact from
Crippen that she had suddenly gone
to California for her health. For a
time the story was believed, but ev-
entually suspicions took ground that
everything was not as it seemed and
that:she was the victim of foul play.
Gradually Crippen was entangled in
a mass of suspicion and to cover his
wife’s continued absence he next ap-
peared in mourning saying his wife
had suddenly died in California.

Police Take Action.

Suspicions increased and finally In-
spector Dew, of the famous Scotland

iffd institution of famous modern-
ime sleuths, had a' confidential talk
with Crippen, telling him of the
growing suspicions concerning him
and the sudden disappearence of his
wife.

The very next morning Crippen dis-
appeared and upon further enquiry
Miss Sthel Leneve, his pretty young
stenographer, was also found to be
missing. Her relatives knew nothing
of her whereabouts, although they
confessed to a knowledge of the at-
tention paid her by Crippen.

Setting himself to the task of un-
earthing and solving the matter, In-
spector Dew proceeded to the Crippen
house at Hilldrop Crescent, where,
during a thorough search of the house
from top to bottom he discovered
buried in the cellar the ghastly re-
mains of what was on¢e a human be-

covered.

Finélly, however, the sleuths of
Scotland Yard located him in mid-
ocean on board the Montrose fleeing
for America as fast as steam could
him.

of the detectlves located him and
Miss Leneve, in the guise of a boy.
Escaped for a Time,

Rewards had been offered for his
arrest and despite the fact that al-
most world-wide notoriety had been
caused by his wife's disappearance,
then his and Miss Leneve’s, and fin
ally the ghastly discovery in the cel-
lar of his home, he made good his
flisht on the liner with his com-
panion.

But however clever to avoid ar-
rest for the time being, he had not
reckoned with the wonderful space
eliminating powers of the “‘wireless’
and the law-reaching power of the
British law.

Headed Off. Crippen.

When located on board the Mont-
rose Inspector Dew hurried west on a
faster lineér, arriving on this side of
the water® before the prisoner. Con-
tinually in communication with the
commander of the Montrose, who had
Crippen and Miss Lenecve ever under
watch, Dew was able to know their
every moveinent, (

Unaware that their flight or true
characters had been discovered, Crip-
pen and Miss Leneve were happy in
the belief that they would leave the
ship at Quebec free and unsuspected,
but all /the time the outside world
knew of every feature of the case, of
Inspector Dew’s pregence at Father
Point ready to arrest them, of the
terrible charge they must face on
their return to England.

World Rings With Story.

On the day of their arrival the
papers on two continents rang with
the thrilling finale to a cross-the-
ocean race and one of the most re-
markable arrests in years by Inspect-
or Dew.

Crippen and Miss Leneve had little
or nothing to say. Reporters were
gathered at Father Point from Eng-
land, the United States and Canada
in search of every possible detail to
add to the sensation. Rushing the
prisoners to the Quebec jail, Inspector
Dew in the course of a couple of
weeks returned to England with his
charges, there to await the dramatic
trial now in progress.

Identifying the Remains.

In the meantime scientific and mic-
roscopical investigations and examina-
tions by foremost scientists of Eng-
land on the mutilated remains dis-
covered in the cellar, declared them
to have been those of a female, but
without definite proof as to their be-
ing those of Belle Elmore. Facing
this awful . charge the prisoner now
maintains the utmost ease and con-
trolibiity delivering his answer of
“not guilty’’ at the outset of the trial
in business-like and unconcerned
manner. This demeanor was sustain-
cd even when sentenced to death.

PRES. HAYS REPLIES
TO CITY’S COMPLAINT

Would Prefer to Have Better Evid-
ence Than Newspaper Clippings of
the Treatment of the Men at Con-
struction Camps.

HANDLE CANADIAN LUMBER.
Agreement Reached Between Manu-

facturers and the Retail Dealers.

Vancouver, B.C., October 24.—Wes-
tern Canada will no longer be the
dumping ground for the surplus out-
put of American saw mills. By the
terms of an agreement recently . enter-
ed into between the retail dealers’ ‘in
Manitoba, Saskatchewan and Alberta,
and the British Columbia Lumber and
Shingle Association, representing the
coast mills, and the Mountain Lum-
ber Mills’ Association, representing
the saw mills of the interior, the
prairie retailer will no longer handle
any lumber manufactured in the Unit-
ed States.

The arrangement is likely to prove
very effective in excluding the Ameri-
can product for millmen to the south,
quoting low prices for their surplus
stocks. would be unable to stand the
expense of establishing independent
yards of their own in the Canadian
prairie regions. This will mean that
the mountain and coast millmen will
be enabled to ship annually at least
200,000,000 additional feet of lumber
to the markets east of the Rockies.

The three-cornered agreement has
already been ratified by the various
interested parties. The coast mill-
men adopted it at a special meeting
held in Vancouver. It is understood
that the movement for overcoming
American competition originated with
A. D. McRag, general manager of the
Canadian Western Lumber Co., own-
ing mills at Fraser Mills, near New
Westminster, and E. J. Palmer, man-

ger of the mills of the Chemainus
Lumber Company at Chemainus, Van-
couver Isand. On a recent
the prairie province they took up the
matter with the retailers, and the pre-
! sent agreement was the result of their
negotiations. The coast mills recent-
ly cut the price of lumber to prairie
dealers to the extent of $2 per thou-

sand, the price delivered being $21.50
; per thousand.

RAILWAYS MUST
PROTECT FORESTS

Hon, Clifford Sifton Tells of the Need
of Conservation Legislation to Be
Introduced at Coming Session of
the Legislature.

|
{
Toronto, Oct. 24—Hon. Clifford Sif-l
ton, Chairman of the Commission onf
Conservation, addressing the Empire
Club at the St..Charles Cafe yesterday,
said the commission was to “introduce
legislation at the next session of the‘
Dominion Parliament to requil:e rail-
way companies to maintain eflicient
fire protection all along their lines.
When the legislation was secured, he
said, they would ask the Provincial
spectors to see that the law 1s carriea
out.

Mr. Sifton considered the railway
locomotive the most serious agent in
forest devastation. . He told of the
rapid disappearance of the forests in
the United States. and computed that
in twenty years, at the present rate,
the forests there would be almost ex-
hausted. 'If they then came to Can-.
ade, he said, and used up the forests
of this country at the same rate, the
Canadian forests would come to an
end in about seven years.

Opposing Waterpower Monopolies

Referring to*‘waterpower, Mr. Sif-
ton said:" ‘“There was a perfect epi-
demic of watrepower legislation at the
last session, tiueh of it objectionable.”
He told of the efforts made to stem
the tide, not unsuccessfully, referring
especially to the proposition te dam
the St. Lawrence with the special ob-
ject of transferring pdwer to the
American side of the river. The views
of the commission were largely adopt-
ed in this. “I do not know that the
scheme is dead. but I think that vigi-
lance on the part of such public bod-
ies as this, the press, and the public
generally may avert the danger. We
should not permit the monopoly ot
water or watrepower and any imme-
diate exigencies should@ not be per-
mitted to interfere with the general
principle.”

Waste in the United States.

In beginning his address Mr. Sifton
referred to the experience of the Un-
ited States during its last forty years
of almost unexampled progress in
commercial prosperity, and showed
how its reckless disregard of conser-
vation principles had brought it face
to face with a serious problem. The
farming methods had been wasteful
and unscientific, the fisheries had been
seriously depleted, the- disappearance
of the forests at the present rate
seemed only a matter of a few dec-
ades, and in various ways many dis-
tricts formerly rich ‘had become total-
ly unproductive. The vast resources
still remaining to them by reason o1
unsatisfactory laws. were practically
monopolized by large financial inter-
ests, so that the people cannot parti-
cipate in them on.moderate and rea-
sonable terms.

Hon. Mr. Sifton warned them that
capitalists from the south would be
trying to get hold of as much of the
great natural resources of Canada as
possible, and that the situation there-
fore called for uncommon care and
vigilance.
