MR. MEREDITH’S POSITION.

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7:30 p.mand made some of the most violent anti- 

Catholic speeches of the campaign. Another 
speaker, Ald. Coo, is a sympathizer with 
the P. P. A. movement. Mr. Edmund 
Meredith, Q.C., said that Roman Catholics 
had been pampered by the Mowat Gov­
ernment for ten years, and he wanted 
Catholics to be excluded from representa­
tion on the high school board. Mr. 
Meredith’s repudiations of no-Popery 
do not appear to have frightened away 
the P. P. A., for in Welland Major His- 
colt is running with the support of the P. 
P. A. and the Conservatives; and one of 
Mr. Meredith’s most prominent support­
ers, Mr. A. F. Campbell, M.P.P., has been 
applying for membership in the secret 
order.

Against these vagaries of some of his 
followers Mr. Meredith may set his recent 
repudiation of no-Popery, and the fact that 
the financial critic of his party, Mr. Clancy, 
is one of the class whom the P. P. A. 
would exclude from office. Probably Major 
Hiscott and the others would not have 
strayed off into this field if the leader had 
laid out a clearly-defined path for them. 
But the fact is that they have been left 
largely to their own devices. During the 
time that the P. P. A. and Patron move­
ments were attracting the attention of the 
whole Province, there was no expression of 
opinion from the leader, no word of coun­
sel, no sign for the guidance of his fol­
lowers. He neglected, at a critical time, 
the prime duty of leadership. He was 
silent during the bye-elections, in which 
candidates of the two new orders were put 
in the field; and in East Lambton he virtu­
ally allowed the P. P. A. candidate to 
represent his party.

This, we submit, is not the attitude for 
a leader in these days of eager inquiry 
and free discussion. The leader, if worthy, 
occupies his post by virtue of his excep­
tional knowledge of public affairs, good 
judgment and ability to advise his fellow- 
electors as to the justice, wisdom and 
patriotism of any measure that may be 
proposed. Tie need not regard himself as 
infallible, nor despise the opinions cf 
others, but he ought not to remain silent 
while the discussion is going on all about 
him, while a mischievous movement is 
gathering strength, or a good cause is fall­
ing for lack of assistance.

When Mr. Meredith did at last break 
silence, almost forced to do so by the in­
variable practice of the debate on the ad­
dress, he failed to arouse the enthusiasm 
of his followers or to attract public atten­
tion. The only thing that he added to his 
programme was a proposal for biennial 
sessions, a system which, however, well 
suited to the State Legislatures, is not 
adapted to the institutions of a country 
where responsible Government prevails. 
On Tuesday Mr. Clancy dragged into the 
light of to-day another of Mr. Meredith’s 
policies which that gentleman would 
probably have preferred to leave in the 
darkness of oblivion. This was his 
proposal that the most important industry 
in the Province should not be represented 
by a member of the Cabinet. Mr. Mere­
dith and Mr. Creighton moved: “That 
while this House concurs in the proposi- 
tion to give greater attention by the Ex­
ecutive Government to the agricultural in­
terests of the Province than has hitherto 
been done, it is of opinion that that end 
can be attained without incurring the ex­
pense of adding another member to the 
Executive Council, and the inevitable ad­
ditional expense which will be consequent 
on such addition.” The Empire has a good 
deal to say about the farmers being 
aroused, determined to cast off the yoke of 
the Government. We do not expect to see 
them aroused into frantic enthusiasm over 
Mr. Meredith’s proposal, so approvingly 
quoted by Mr. Clancy, Mr. Meredith’s 
position, we admit, is one of great diffi­
culty. He finds himself opposed to a Gov­
ernment of admitted honesty and efficiency; 
he cannot hold out any hope of improve­
ment in that respect as a reason for putting 
him in office, and he is unable to devise, or, 
at all events, to unite his followers upon 
any policy large enough to fill the public 
mind. Hence he and they are in constant 
danger of becoming entangled in undesir­
able alliances. That has been the history 
of the party during all the years of the 
Liberal Administration.—[Toronto Globe.
