SACK RACE IS FEATURE
OF FAIR AI LAMBETH

New London, Conn., Oct. 1.—A des­

perate effort to determine whether 
any of the men trapped in the sub­
marine S-51 when she was sent to 
the bottom last Friday night by the 
steamship City of Rome still live is 
being made today.

The wind, which had roughened up 
the seas for two days and hampered 
operations, had subsided early today, 
and as the two giant derricks on 
which hope of raising the submarine 
is pinned left Newport to join the 
rescue fleet 15 miles off shore there 
was every indication that conditions 
would be ideal for the first time.

Hope that any of the men aboard 
ihe submarine were alive was aban­
doned yesterday by Rear Admiral R. 
H Christie, in charge of the rescue 
operations, but. acting under orders 
of Secretary of the Navy Wilbur, he 
has directed his forces to continue 
efforts to find the men alive or re­
cover the bodies.

If the attempt to raise the S-51 
should prove unsuccessful, and much 
depends upon whether certain of her 
comparent contain air or water, 
divers are prepared to resume their 
work, which was virtually halted 
yesterday by the rough seas.

in the United States commission has 
thrown upon President Coolidge the 
burden of deciding upon the ac­
ceptability of the proposal which the 
French consider as their final offer 
in the debt funding negotiations.

Unable to agree upon the question, 
the United States commissioners 
delegated a committee of four of 
their numbers to confer with the 
president. They met Mr. Coolidge 
early this morning.

The French offer calls for a total 
payment of $5,620,000,000 in principal 
and interest, spread over a period of 
62 years, on the recorded debt of 
$4,210,000,000. For the first five years 
the payments would be 40 million 
dollars annually; for the next seven 
years. 60 millions, with an increase to 
8100,000.000 annually for the next 
succeeding 15 years.

The French proposal contains a 
safeguarding, or security clause for 
which the French have held out con­
sistently as an Indispensable protec­
tion for their national solvency. The 
clause provides for a reopening of 
the agreement if its terms should in 
future prove impossible of fulfillment.

It is this clause which is under­
stood to have aroused the opposition 
of the members of the United States 
commission.
