St. Paul, Minn., July 4—A despatch to 

the Associated Press from Havre, Mon­
tana, gives the following account of a 
Great Northern train robbery and the 
names of the persona shot by the rob­
bers.

As the Great Northern flyer train,
No. 3, was ■ leaving Malta, Conductor 
Smith noticed what he supposed to be a 
tramp on the front end of the mail car 
next to the engine. He fried to drive 
him off, after the train started, but the 
man pulled a revolver and said he had 
bettgr go back or he wpuld shoot. The 
conductor returned to -the coach, and as 
Sheriff Griffith, of Valley county, was 
on the train, arranged with him to arrest 
the man at the next siding. When the 
train approached Exeter, the next siding 
west of Malta, the conductor signalled a 
second time, but the train did not stop.
Engineer Jones was during this tune 
covered by a gun and was told by the 
supposed tramp that if the train stopped 
he would kill him.

Denial Of 
Settlement

UNITED STATES .MINT ROBBED.
Thirty Thousand Dollars in Gold Miss­

ing from San Francisco Branch.
San Francisco, July 4.-Concerning 

the report that a shortage has been dis­
covered in the San Francisco branch 
mint, the Chrohiele today says: “Six 
bags of gold, each containing $5,000 in 
$20 gold pieces, have disappeared from 
the mint and no trace of them has been 
discovered, although Supt. Leach and 
his force, assisted by Director of the 
Mint Roberts and his staff of experts, 
have been at work on the mystery since 
June 29. The annual count of the coin, 
amounting to $25,000,000, began last 
Friday. On Saturday six bags were 
found to be missing from the cashier’s 
vault. As the cashier’s books tallied 
wth those of the other departments, the 
officials were forced to the conclusion 
that somebody acquainted with the in­
side affairs of the mint had taken the 
money. Both Supt. Leach and Direct­
or Dimonick declared that suspicion 
could not point to Cashier Cole; his books 
were in perfect condition and called for 
the amount missing.
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Following is the full text of Bishop 
Perrin’s address to the Anglican- Dio­
cesan Synod at Nanaimo, a synopsis of 
which was published yesterday morning 
in the telegraphic despatches:
My Reverend Brethren and Brethren of 

the Laity:
Six years have passed since the synod 

held its meeting in Nanaimo, but the 
members have still a pleasant memory 
of the kind and hospitable reception 
then experienced, which we are sure will 
be repeated upon the present occasion.. 
Events seem to happen so rapidly that 
it is fortunate we have only to consider 
one year rather than six. A year in 
which we have entered upon a new cen­
tury, and once more the English throne 
is occupied by a king. The last gun 
that was fired in .honor of the Queen who 
hnd endeared herself to the heart of 
the whole Empire boomed forth from 
Esquimalt harbor in this far western 
diocese on that day of mourning still 
fresh in our memory. Let our prayers 
day by day be earnest and real that in 
all things her successor may follow the 
guidance of God’s most holy spirit, as 
we say “O Lord, save the King.” There 
i« indeed enough to make the stoutest 
spirit quail, whichever way we look. 
Wars and rumors of wars, universal un­
rest, the struggle between capital and 
organized labor—while the externals of 
religion are treated lightly, and a gen­
eral relaxing of the moral tone—a lower­
ing of the standard of honesty and 
purity cannot possibly be denied.

But over and above all, the Lord 
God omnipotent reigneth, and today as 
believers in Christ, and especially as rep- 
resentatives of that branch of His 
church which teaches evangelical truth 
with Apostolic order, remembering the 
troublous times through which she has 
passed, we would cherish the spirit of 
hope and expectation. Sound no dirge 
over her lost glory, but rather recognize 
a trumpet call to be true to her best 
traditions and strive and pray that she 
may be able to “contribute her share, 
and possibly no mean share -towards the 
consummation of the work of the Gospel 
in the world.” . , ,

In our own special dhocese we have 
nothing whereof to boast^ and we do well 
to humble ourselves, clergy and laity 
alike, that we have not done more for 
the advance of the kingdom. The diffi­
culties remain the same, especially with 
regard to our scattered population. The 
statistics of the census are not yet 
published, but it is an acknowledged 
fact that in this island there has only 
been a very slight increase since 18111. 
Victoria and Nanaimo remain our only 
two towns of any size in which d-t is 
possible for the church to be self-sup­
porting. Wellington has ceased to be a 
town. Its people have largely migrated 
to Ladysmith and Extension, and so far, 
bo our‘shame it is said, we have made 
ro adequate provision for the spiritual 
needs of these new places. Churches 
must be butit on sites which have been 
given, and with the aid of a grant 
which we have received from «the Colon­
ial and Church Continental society, we 
have the, stipeûd ready for a clergyman, 
but it is by no means easy to find the 
man. For months now I have been in 
correspondence with several in the east 
of Canada and elsewhere, but for some

St. Petersburg, July 4.—Lawyers re­

presenting the largest financial interests 
in the United States, who were recent­
ly here offered $40,000,000 to build the 
Viatka railroad, provided a certain pro­
portion of United States material was 
used.

sincere thanks to Mr. Percy Wollaston 
Who accepted the office of treasurer at 
our last synod. Nothing could exceed 
the care and attention which he has 
given to the details of work, and the re­
sults are not without encouragement.

The end of the century did not see the 
end of our diocesan indebtedness', but 
it did see its diminution.

“Two wrongs will not make -a right, 
and I would earnestly appeal to those 
who have given liberally, to continue 
their good work. Mr. Robins has again 
been ' more generous in his gifts to the 
diocese, and I take this opportunity of 
publicly thanking him, with an earnest 
hope that others may follow his good 
example.

The 
bulk of the population worked hard all 
the week, and if they attended morning 
■service, was it wrong for them to re­
create with n game of cricket, fishing or 
boating on Sunday afternoon?

“Some of us hold,” he continued, “that 
man has done his whole duty toward his 
church when he attends morning service; 
the afternoon is his own to spend as he 
chooses.”

If spent in quiet sports and recreations 
he did not think it wrong. Where he 
•came from in England it was the custom 
to play cricket on Sunday afternoon re- 
gnioriv. Ladies had tea. while the men 
played the game, a perfectly harmless 
thing. Men of leisure who had the 
week to enjoy themselves had no right 
to such indulgence on Sunday, but toit- 
-ers should not he so strictly held. His 
experience was that Sundays spent thus 
nt service in the morning and cricket in 
the. afternoon had the effect of eradicat­
ing some forms of vice. He deprecated 
Sunday theatres or other things which 
bad distinctly evil tendencies, but not 
rational outdoor recreation.

The triennial convention of the church 
of the United States ia to be held, for 
the first, time in the Far West, at San 
Francisco, in October, and I have the 
honor of being1 appointed one of the dele- 
gates of the -Canadian church upon this 
occasion. The question- of the so-called 
re-marriage of divorced persons is to be 
fully discussed. In the Eastern States 
the law is similar to that of England 
and Canada, but in the Western States 
divorces are granted on the ground of 
desertion, and incompatability of temper, 
and persons thus released from the bona 
of matrimony find ministers of the Gos­
pel ready to re-marry them. The Ameri­
can church is, of course, clear of any 
such offence, as its clergy are prohibited 
hv Canon law, and all such persons are 
"ipso facto” excommunicated.

If in this province no public prosecu­
tor appeals against such bigamous 
unions, public opinion ought to be 
strong enough to enter its effectual pro­
test against the violation of the sanctity 
of marriage, upon which all social order 
rests.

The greatest care has been exercised 
by the clergy in this diocese lest they 
may unwillingly he led to use the mar­
riage service in the ease of parties com­
ing from the neighboring States who 
have thus heev-divoreed. Nothing can 
be done to alter the present most unsatis­
factory way of issuing licences until all 
the religious bodies agree to petition the 
legislature for the necessary changes in 
the act, which certainly should include 
(1) residence of a fortnight in the pro­
vince ;<2) the statement of the ages of 
those to be married, and "(3) the definite 
explanation of the hindrance to legal 
marriage in the Dominiod.

A comparatively slight alteration in 
the laws, in this respect would undoubt­
edly produce good results. In the other 
great social question of intemperance, 
it still remains far more a matter of 
education. If the total prohibition of the 
liqnor traffic were to he passed tomor­
row by a small majority, it would be 
intenselv difficult to make it an effective 
act of the legislature.

But meanwhile, surety something can 
be done, and ought to he done. Foolish 
customs are proverbial in the slowness 
of their death, but how long will rea­
sonable men of all classes continue the 
senseless practice of “treating” whether 
in clubs or saloons? What need can 
there be of allowing intoxicating drink 
to be sold at all hours of dav and night, 
except Sundays? Who can with any show 
of reason pretend to think it right that 
there should be the number of saloons 
in Victoria, Esquimau or Nanaimo? Here 
surely is practical work for us all, wheth­
er total abstainer or not, to remove the 
stumbling block, and “lift up a standard

the salmon before they enter the United 
States waters, where the salmon indus­
try is now established.

“It must be borne in mind that the 
drift nets cannot be Used in tideways, 
where the sea runs swiftly, as it does 
in the Straits of Fuca. It is held- that 
there are many places on the "British 
side where traps would he placed along 
the coast of Vancouver Island and would 
get the first haul of the great swarm of 
salmon before they entered United States 
waters, in the same wav that the traps 
now used "south of the British boundary 
line now anticipate the catches made by 
the fishermen north of the line.

“But there are other and very serious 
reasons why the whole Question of the 
present fishing laws of Canada, ns af­
fecting the salmon fishing should be 
taken up by the authorities with a view 
of altering these laws. It is held that 
there is a useless distinction of salmon 
caused by the drift nets in the years 
when there is a large run. Thousands 
of fish are thrown away in conseouenee 
of the canneries being unable to handle 
the large number caught. If traps ore 

’used, the fish when not rennired are re­
leased. and proceed on their way to the 
spawning ground, but the fish when 
taken by nets and refused by the cannery 
men are thrown dead into the sen and 
rot. The cost of fish taken in traps 
is less than the "cost of fish tsken in 
nets, and as the salmon can he kept 
alive in trips until wanted, the fisn"nrc 
put np in fresher, therefore in better 
condition, tjian can be the case when 
they are kept in scows or boats for an 
extended period subsequent to their be­
ing taken out of the net.”

After referring to th# strike of last 
year, the writer says: “A large pro­
portion of the^S—.(fishermen) exnect to 
make in two months enought to keen 
them in bomparstive idleness for the red: 
or th“ year. The conseouenee of this 
gambling, for it is little less, is sure to 
he injurious to thrt industry and w the 
moral of the so-called fishermen engaged 
in it. who are fishermen for two months 
and carry on odd jobs for the other ten 
months. Last year they were present 
in such numbers that their nets extended 
across the estuary from side to side for 
miles. Thus all entrance to the river 

barred. If traps were used, a free 
passage wou'd always he left. In trap 
fishing the fishermen are employed for 
eight months in the year, and form a 
body of workers who can count on steady 
employment, and must consequently be 
of superior class as fishermen ta those 
who go in for two months gamble eyd 
find themselves adrift for the remainder 
of the year.

“It is s«id that there are too many 
fishermen to meet the supply o' salmon 
needed bv the canneries, add tlm vast 
stretch of their nets renders it difficult 
if not impossible, for a sufficient number 
of fish to get to the spawning bed”.

Ool. Warren is president of the Forest 
and .Stream club, and claims to have 
given the salmon canning question every 
consideration, going to pains to secure 
proper data.

This can only 
be done by a personal canvass of the 
people, and a system of regular contri­
butions either by subscriptions or en­
velopes. Id those parishes,^ receiving 
help from the Mission Board, where the 
Ouebec system has been adopted, the 
church wardens on behalf of their parish­
ioners accept this responsibility, and 
during the past year no such parish has 
been in arrears. The «assessments have 
been sent to the treasurer of the synod, 
and the clergyman has received his 
monthly stipend in full.

Nor is the duty of the laity fulfilled by 
the giving or collecting of money. Per­
sonal service is needed. Consider, for 
instance, onr Sunday schools. Compare 
the attendance with the attendance at 
the day schools, or the interest of par­
ents with regard to the religious as 
compared with the secular instruction of 
their e-hldren. All cannot become Sun­
day school teachers, although many more 
could if they chose, but all who have 
the responsibility of children can help 
to make the Sunday school a success. 
Deeply as we deplore Sunday excursions 
they would be practically harmless if 
parents were but doing their duty.

the receivers of the Leipsiger bank with 
the directory of the Cassel Grain Drying 
company were broken off this morning. 
The Grain Drying company subsequent­
ly made an assignment. The chairman, 
•Sumpf, was shortly afterwards arrested. 
The director-general, Schmidt, has dis­
appeared.

Berlin. July 4.—The Treber-Trocknung 
(grain drying) company of Oassel, whose 
insolvency was announced -today, is one 
of the most prominent German indus­
trial undertakings, but has for a long 
time been sharply attacked in the finan­
cial press for its methods of doing busi­
ness. It had declared for five years divi­
dends ranging from 25 to 50 per cent., 
largely through the fancy prices of the 
machinery sold bv its branches which 
were established in nearly all the con­
tinental countries. The balance sheets 
were never understood, so it was im­
possible to establish the accuracy of ac­
tual conditions. It had recently been 
short of funds end succeeded in raising 
$80,000-in ' England. The company’s 
shares have been much used in specula, 
tion, once reaching 845. They were 
quoted at 170 before the assignment of 
the Leipsiger bank, and then fell to 20. 
It was announced today that the prop­
erty of the directors of the Leipsiepr 
bank has been seized by the authorities.
