St. Petersburg, Feb. 7.—(11:30 p. m> 
—The renewed peace talk resulting 
from the seeming concurrence of recent 
events iu Washington finds no echo in 
official and diplomatic circles here, 
where Emperor Nicholas’ oft-repeated 
declaration that the war must be car­
ried to a satisfactory conclusion re­
mains the keynote of the situation. Thq. 
prevailing opinion among diplomats 
here is that Japan aud Russia would 
choose France rather than the United 
States when the time arrives to discuss 
terms of peace.

The present current of press and pub­
lic opinion in Russia appears to be set­
ting towards peace. The newspapers no 
longer proclaim the necessity of con­
tinuing the war at all costs. Articles 
appearing iu the Russ and the Novoe 
Vremya over the signatures of well- 
known war correspondents who have 
just returned from Manchuria, criticized 
the conduct of the operations there iu 
unmeasured terms, while these papers 
editorially declare that hopes of vic­
tory are remote. The Novoe Vremya 
remarks : “We go ou buying every edi­
tion hoping to hear news of a Russian 
success, but little or nothing is done 
to assure it.”
■ Tlie war has never been altogether 
popular. Present distresses, dlscoutent 
of the working classes, the general de­
sire for reform evinced by the upper 
classes may develop a strong peace 
movement which the government may 
have to reckon with ; but on the other 
hand, it is generally admitted that if 
peace be concluded under disadvant­
ageous Conditions, it would materially 
strengthen the enemies of the present 
government, which will not fail to keep 
this fact in sight and hope that some 
means can be found of reaching an ad­
justment satisfactory to Russia and Ja­
pan. This places special importance 
on the mission entrusted to M. Ainu- 
baza, director of the "committee on the 
Far East, who is believed to have goue 
thither in order to report to the Em­
peror the possibility of reaching a com­
promise with Japan without material 
prejudice to Russia’s interest.

basis for mine taxation and favor as a 
measure of expediency the recommenda­
tion referred to, that iu order that so 
important a measure may be devised 
with the fullest possible knowledge of 
all the conditions, this, branch would 
welcome the appointment of a commis­
sion to investigate the whole question 
of mine taxation and to recommend a 
system which would he alike equitable 
aud practical.”
