A STIRRING SCENE AT THE WHARF

Patriotic Demonstration ‘on ihe
Part of Officials and the
Citizens.

A buglar stood on the incline. at Head
street, sounding ‘‘The Last Post.” . Strag-
gling up the road were khaki-clad sol-
diers, with blue blankets swung like ban-
doMers, nearly all carrying bundles; ex-
press wagons loaded with kit boxes and
dunndge, and hacks laden with the fam-
flies of those who came from the married
guarters, were hauled-slowly up the hill
to where the. last Imperial garrison in
Canada was assembling to ride for the
last time on the Esquimalt cars—they’ll
be calling them trams long before they see
the “fog of the Mersey. This was soon
after 7ia. m. From the crest of the. hill
they saw the red bric\ village of barracks,
cantopments, . stores d otter -buildings,
with ‘the  roofs gleami\ig’in the morning
sun, and heard the t flares of the
buglar who stood .on thy hill crest, sound-
ing ‘“The- Last Post.” 'he garrison was
bidding farewell to the most western out-
post of the Emplire—and to three score
comrades who remained to take service
with Canada.

The drum and fife: band of the garrison
occupled seats in the leading car, and citl-
zens who were abroad heard the strains of
‘““The Girl 1 Left Bkhind' Me,” and several
popular and lively ditties, which enliven-
ed the journey to the James Bay cause-
way, where the Fifth Regiment band was
waiting to play the soldiers to the dock,
where the steamer Chariier, impressed as
a troop-ship, was waiting. Citizeng ‘broke
into a hearty cheer as the troops fermed
beliind’ the militia band;" and 1t was sbe-
tweén an avenue of cheering pegple that
the garrison marched to. the dock to em-
bark. -~ The . dock was crowded. Mayor
Morley' was thete to. -represent the city,
and the officers of the FKifth Regiment
weére present in uniform. Chief Langley
and a squad_of constables lined a way
for the soldiers, who embarked at once,
‘midst loud cheering and martial .music.

The Charmer’s rail was soon crowded
with soldiers in marching order, and, their
women and children, still holding their
bundles, crowded in amongst those who
packed the forward passenger deck and
lined the ‘rail from the stem :to“the aftev
house; and they were jolly: withal, waving
handkerchiefs, shouting farewell messages
of all sorts, and singing.

Lang Syne,”
and, while the departing troops were ear-
ried out .of earshot, “‘God Save tue King.”

Thus the Imperial garrison—48 years af-
ter the landing of the first” Imperial “gar-
rison—left “for ‘home. - Standing on the

Provincial Inspector Ropérts Them in
a Flourishing Condition

_ F. M. Logan, provincial inspector of
livestoék and dairying has recently re-
turned from a thorough inspectipn of the
Delta district.. The two ecreameries of
the Delta district, the “New Westmin-
ster” and the “‘Delta” report a big in-
crease over last year. his” is due to
the fact that a gredat many farmeérs who
tind that the hay market is easily over-
stocked due to the immense amount of
fine grazing land are ‘seeing the profit
in dairying and are now incréasing their
herds of milk cows, using their own sép-
erators and shipping the cream to the
dairies for the manufacture of butter.)
The “New Westminster” is turning
out about 1,500 pounds of butter a
day and the “Delta”.from 600 to 1,000
pounds. This is mostly packed in two
pound tins for the -Klondike trade and
is of such-superior quality that it has
driven the Hazelwood Creamerie com-
any-of Seattle, which held this mar-
et up to two years ago, - from thé:
field.
The farmers are anxious to establish
another créamery in East Delta, but this
is not “Hdvisable at . present as  the
amount. of cream produced in. that dis-
trict is.not sufficient to. warrant it. The
market, however, is sufficient to accom-
modate, 1l ¢omers . as one  half of

plied to ' the residents!of Victoria 'is- of
a very  wholesome quality. ‘During his
inspection, the inspéctor found two
which had ‘gny traceé of formalid, while
the others ran high in butter fat. Dur>
ing ‘the past few years the quality of
the milk has been gradually raised and
the inspections that’ have ‘been -made
sifics the first of ‘the year show that the
milk stiil continues to increase in qual-
ity. The following is the report that

The coal sales of the Coast collieries
show this year an. increase of about 24,-
000« tons, or about 3 per cent. over the
preceding year.” The coal sales to the
United States this year amount to 53 per
cent. of:the total, exactly the same as in
1904, most of which coal was disposed of
in -the California market, the remainder
going to Alaska, where the recent de-
velopments in metalliferous mining seem
destined to produce a constantly increas-
ing~ market for the product of our Coast
collieries.

The "loecal * consumption of coal on the
coast of British. Columbia also shows an
increase -this year of 11,568 tons,” being
380,332, tons, as against 368,764 tons in
1904,

The. coke production this year was some
3,710 tons less than in 1904, and the coke
sales also are lower by -3,214 'tons, the
production being .still much greater than
the . demand, as is evidenced by the fact
that in 1904 some 6,647 tons of coke were
added to stock, followed in 1905 by a fur-
ther addition of 5,950 tons, a total of 12,-

The Nanaimo collieries were eclosed
down for a number of menths during the
year, on account of labor .disputes; but
whether this decremsed the coal sales, or
whether the mdrket was kept fully sup-
plied by the other colliery company it'is
impossible to say, as the two. companles

lHeries ‘'were ‘increased this “year by 41,-
687 toms, or 19.2 per cent., the inecrease
being: dlie to consumption’ both in Britigh
Columbia and in the T/nited States, the
former increasing some’ 26,040 tons; or 13%
per ‘cent., and ‘the ilatter 15,647 tons, or
16 p cent. . -The. increased consumption
in British Columbia was due: to the con-
stantly increasing demand for coke in the
Boundary district to, smelt the increased
tonnage of ore there mined. .

Developments of the Year

It eannot be said that the year 1905 has
witnessed.any new departures or develop-
ments in mining in the province.

The increased production in metallifer-
ous mining is due entirely to the inereased
tonnage of low grade ores treated in the
East Kootenay and Boundary distriets,
while the other districts>Slocan, Nelson,
Rossland and the Coast—each shows this
year a decreased production,

‘In_ the Fort Steele mining division of
East Kootenay the 8t, Eugene mine has
this year more than 'déubled its output of
the previous year, despite the ‘fact that
several months were lost at its most im-
portant opening, through the head works
being completely  destroyed by fire. The
property is a large low grade cencentrat-
ing proposition, galena, -low in silver, in a
silicious gangue. This year's output was
nearly 150,000 tons of oré, producing about

900,000 ounces of silver and 38,500,000 Ibs. |'Co
oy | €on

of lead, the largest lead production of a
property in British -Columbia, -and about
65 per cent. of the total production of the
province. The North Star, which has
been for many years one-of our largest
and steadiest producers of silver-lead ore,
has been ‘worked out and practically aban-
doned, as development on. an extensive
scale failed to disclose further ore bodies,
and the small shipments made this year
are “only the results' of the ecleaning out
of the old workings, ¢

With ‘the passing of the North Star, an
adjacent property, the Sullivan, has taken
its place, and 1s today the second largest
lead producer in the province, producing

nearly. 11,500,000 lbs.: of lead; or 20 per
cent. of the production of the province.

Fort Steele district’ this year producad
over 86 per cent. of the total lead pro-
duction, 33 per cent. of the silver and 50
pér cent, of the coal and. coke sold by the
provinece, but no copper nor lode -gold.

In the Nelson division the tonnage of
ore mined has decreased about 38 per cent.,
a8 compared with the previous year, but
the gold produced has decreased only
gome 12 per cent,, indicating that there
is a proportionately larger amount of
higher grade gold ore being mined.

The _copper production of the division |
has devreased ‘more than 50 per cent., a
result of the inactivity of the Silyer King
mine, but the lead output has increased
30 ‘per cent., owing ‘to the resumption of
work at the Mollie Gibson (La Plata|
mines) and the operating of the Alice near |
iCreston.

At the Ymir mine, although the tonnage
of ore treated is less, the amount of gold
produced is greater than in. 1904, Some
of ‘the smaller mines in the district have
dorie exceedingly well in a small way.

The plant erected at the May and Jen-
nie has been found' upon trial to require
some adjustment and enlargement, and
has in consequence not as yet accomplish-
ed the results which were expected, and
which will, in all probability, be eventual-
ly accomplished. 58

In the Slocan district there was a great-
er number of mines shipping this past
year than in 1904, but the production of
lead has decreased 50 per cemnt. and of
silver 30 per cent., due to the shutting
down of some of the larger mines, such
as the Payne and Ivanhoe, and the de-
creased proddction of -other large proper-
ties, “such as.the ‘Rambler, Slocan Star,
Idaho, Wakefield and others.

Many ,of the mines formerly operated
under company management are now
worked in a smaller way under lease or
“tribute.”

The market obtained for zinc ore or con-
centrates has ‘been of some  assistance,
some 9,413 tons having brought $139,200.

The lead bounty does not seem to have
had the same stimulating effect upon the
lead output of the Slocan that it bas had
upon that of East Kootenay.

In the Rossland camp there has Dbeen
about 5 per -cent. more ore mined this
year than last, and while there has been
but a slight depreciation In the gold and
silver contents, there has  'been a very
considerable falling off in the copper con-
tents of the ore.

The average agsay of the ores of the
camp were this past year: Gold 0.39 oz.;
silver, 0.44 oz.; copper, 0.9 per cent.

In the Boundary district the tonnage of
ore mined has increased about 20 per
cent. over the preceding year, and now
amounts to 965,628 tons, Dbeing over 56
fwr cent. of the total tonnage of the prov-
nee.

This increase is due to the constantly in-
creasing operations of the Granby Co., the
other large companies about holding" thelr
own. The number of smaller high grade
properties being operated, while not con-
tributing any appreciable percentage to the
tonnage, have helped to keep up the aver-
age grade of the ores,

The costs of mining and smelting have
been gradually reduced in.: this section,
thanks to as Ane equipments as money
could buy, in the hands of intelligent' and
scientific men, until they. are now report-
ed to be about the lowest in the world.
T'o quote from a reeent editorfal i the
leading American selentifie: journal:

‘““Pen years ago the idea of smeiting for
a dollar a ton and mining for $1.10 ton
would have been - seouted as lmpossible.
Yet this has been done at the Granby
mines, with an exceptionally favorable
ore and exceptionally well applied skill.
In Tennessee, with low priced labor and
fuel, they smelt a ecopper bearing pyrrho-
tite for $1.30 per toi.”

On Texada JIsland the Marble Bay mine
hag sustained regular shipments, but the
Copper Queen and Van Anda properties
have only been prospected for further ore
bodies, with little - shipping. The Iron
mines hdve mnot been operated.

Voyagers Leaves for North
Tomorrow Afternoon.

PROPOSALS FCR A “SEND OFF”

Arrangements Made for Relief
Expedition to Start From
Victoria in 1907.

(From Friday's Daily)

The first Arctic exploration expedition
to leave Victoria will sail at 2 p.m. co-
morrow, when the schooner Duchess of
Bedford, with Capt. Eijnar Mikkelsen,
Mr. Ernest Leffingwell, M. Eitjnar Dit-
levsen, Dr. Howe, and others of the
Anglo-American Polar exploration ex-
_pedition will start for the Arctic in
search of undiscovered land. It has
been suggested that steps be taken to
make a suitable demonstration to give
the hardy and courageous explorers a
suitable “‘'send-off.”” No plans have been
laid to this end, but it is understood a
movement to give the party a fitting
farewell is under way.

All the plans of the Arctic voyagers
have been completed, the stores and
equipment have all been stowed on board
the schooner, and the last cbstacle n
the way of departure was overcome yes-
terday. An order-in-council was passed
authorizing the change of the schooner's
name. The vessel secured by the ex-
plorers was formerly the sealing
schooner Beatrice, and she was re-
christened: Duchess of Bedford in honor
of the titled British lady who has done
much to aid the preject. - With the ar-
rival of the papers signed by the
Duchess of Bedford, she having agreed
to become the mnominal owner of the
schooner,  the change of registration
was completed, and the order-in-council
passed at Ottawa has authorized the
change.

Capt. Mikkelsen = yesterday received
an addition to his funds as a result of
the generosity of Lord Rothschild and
Lord Strathcona, both of whom contri-
buted $dHuv, The contribution of Lord
Rotlischild i¢ the third that he has made
to the enterprise. The American Geo-
grapical society also gave $250. In ad-
dition to these there are the following
local subsecriptions: $50~ by His Honor
Sir Henri Joly de Lotbiniere, $50 by
Hon. James Dunsmuir, $50 by W. Cuth-
bert Holmes, $10 by D. C. Camphell,
$10 by W. Sutton, $5 by the Navy
League, and $4.15 in smaller amounts
raised by contributions at the lecture.

Yesterday arrangements were made
between ‘Capt: Mikkelsen and Dr. Mac-
Javen, a: Scotch seientist and traveler,
now in Victoria preparing to proceed
to the Cassiar to make a collection of
small rodents ‘and small fishes of the
district, for a second expedition. from
Victoria on board the schooner Duchess
of Bedfard for the purpose of: picking

up Capt. Mikkelsen and

gzt.’ ﬁu& ngwell, when they have
completed the search for land to the
northwest of Bank’s island in the Beau-
fort sea. As was stated by Capt. Mik-
kelsen, his intention is to start out
with My, Jefingwell across the ice in a
north-northwest direction with provi-
sions for 140 days, to make soundings
and try and discover the land they seek.
This trip will be made in 1907, and the
schooner will then return fo Victoria.
A ‘eall ‘will be made at Cape Nome,
where ‘& cablegram will be sent to Dr.
Maclaren, of Glasgow, notifying him of
the ‘time of the vessel’s arrival-at Vic-
toria and of 'her condition. ' Dr. Mac-
laren’ Will then proceed at once from
Glasgow to Victoria to make arrange-
mients for the trip morth to relieve ‘the
two explorers, A e

“1In ‘the’ argeement made yesterday be-
tween Capt. MikKelsen' and Dr, Mac-
laten,” subject to the approval of the
R.G.S., the doctor will outfit the schoon-
erat Victoria and proceed north to the
Arctic, the voyage to be boutided by 143
west longitude and 177 eéast. longitude,
and the ice ‘mot to be penetrated. The
schooner will first proceed to the. Siber-
ian voast and thence to Wrangell island,
wlere the explorers hope to reach. They
wiil, however; joutney as far southward
as. possible over the ice -to meet the
sehooner, if they do not cross to the
Siberian . coast.. If Dr. Maclaren, for
any reason, is unable to-make the voy-
age northfo pick up the two explorers,
he ‘will ‘secure a: capable man, subject to
the approval: of. the: R-G.S., to act as 8
spbstitute. .. The R.GS8. will be con-
sulted with regard ‘to all arrangements,

- ThePalliser Tunnel.—What is known
as the Palliser tunnel is now in course
of . construction, .about .one and a-half
miles west of .Palliser, on the, C.P/R.
The: tunnel will: be approximately 700
feet long, and is being ‘constructed wita
a view of eliminating a 23-degree eurve
with whieh everybody traveling hetween
Calgary and -Golden is familiar. Con-
struction ~was begun in- the. early part
of last October, and' it is exipécted to be
finished by the end of nexit:month. Up-
wards of 100 men have .been employed
on its construction night ahd day, and
when compléted and in nse by the oper-
ating ' department it awill effect a con-
siderable saving of time and wear and
tear-of rolling stock. About 10,000 bar-
rels of cement will be used in the con-
struction, and the cost will be approx-
imately $150,000.
