agoinst the American miller, who is pro-
tected here to the extent of nearly twenty-
five cents abarrel against us,by the present
most unjuss tariff on flour and wheat, we
applied to the C. P, R, for a tariff of
freight and have received the following
snawer: That the rates on wheat from
Winnipeg would be fifty cents per one
hundred pounds on wheat, thatis free from
frost; and that eight cents would be al-
lowed off damaged samples that do mot
grade higher than No, 2 damaged.
