After expressing vegret that the Oppo-
sition leaders in their zeal to attack the
Govermnent and discredit it before the
country, had taken their stand so l_ar
from constitutional ground, the Fin-
ance Minister eloquently warned ithem
they had hard work before them ere
they reached the desired haven. They
had to rid themselves of incuga.city‘ in
ihe very vital parts of their policy.
They had to get a better fiscal policy,
something the people could understand
stand, something they could 'understand
themselves. (Cheers.) He reminded them
that their record was not a good one
and that not many years ago they
sailed so close to treason that ‘the
people could gever forget it. When the
time, whatever their policy, whatever
their tactics, the Conservative party
were prepared o meet them at the polls.
(Great cheering.)

C.P.R. Freight Rate Reasonable

The report of the commissioners,who
last winter investigated charges against
the Canadian Pacific of excessive rates
jn the Northwest amd discrimination in
certain localities, was presented to Par-
liament to-night. The report  eays
among other things: In the opinion of
. your commissioners, a comparison of the
foregoing schedules, covering the bulk of
the traffic carried, does not bear out
the charges that the rates in Manitoba
and the Northwest are either exorbitant
or excessive. On the contrary they are
exceedingly favorable, as compareq with
rates on American roads. in contiguous
territory, and indeed your commissioners
believe that they are gery little, if any,
in excess of average rates charged
in  corresponding traffic in- east-
ern provinces when it is consxdergd
that the great bulk of the traffic in
grain, live stock and coal in the west
entails the hauling of about 76 per
.eent. of the cars empty one way. Lo-
cal rates are high compared with those
charged in eastern provinces, but not in
excess of those charged by the Northern
Pacific and Great Northern in contiguous
territory. The commissioners allude to
the fact that mo large freight shippers
had any complaints to make. Besides
i1t is noted that with 18,000,000 acres
of unsold lands in the ‘west, any poliey
of the Canadian Pacific other than that
favorable to settlers would be “simply
suicidal and ruinous to the company.”

American Anglers’ Deputation.

The effectiveness of a little timely re-
taliation on our neighbors was fully
demonstrated to-day by the visit of the
deputation of New Yorkers, all mem-
bers of the Anglers’ Association
of 8t. Lawrence, accompanied by
Controller Wood, Messrs. Taylor,
Northrup and Metcalfe, M.P.’s. They
waited on Hon. Mr. Costigan and urged
him to remove the restriction imposed
on foreign fishermen fishing in Canadian
waters to the extent of $5 per rod per
season. This license was imposed two or
three years ago when the alien labor law
was enforced against Canadian boatmen
plying in American waters of the St.
Lawrence. The visitors to-day gave a
specific pledge that the law would not
be enforced against Canadians if the
license  were removed. President
Heath volunteered the remark: *Let
us have mo more friction and unite to
make this the greatest summer resort
on earth.” The Minister, in reply, said
they would readily understand that con-
current legislation would be required by
both countries in order to have & per-
manpent understanding. The deputation
left with assurances that their request
would be granted.

Speculators Buying Land in the New El-
