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HUES INTEND 10
Will Not Transfer Control of 

Germany To League.

NOT PROPER TIME YET

Claim of Berlin Is Refuted In 
Note From Paris.

LONDON, May 30.—The allies intend 
to keep a firm hand of control In Ger­
many by maintaining the commission 
of control In full operation until the 
disarmament demands made in the 
Treaty of Versailles are fully executed, 
according to a long note from the 
council of ambassadors sent to Berlin 
from Paris to-day.

The ambassadors’ communication was 
in reply to the German note of March 

• 31. in which the Berlin Government 
maintained that it was time for the 
League of Nations to take over the 
supervision. The ambassadors' note 
reaffirms the contention that it is the 
legal right of the allies to decide for 
themselves when the time has ar­
rived for transferring the duty of con­
trolling German armaments to the 
league after the time limit clauses have 
been executed.

‘•It would be hardly possible to con­
tend that this condition is fulfilled to­
day,” the note adds.

The allies propose to end the military 
control as soon as possible, says the 
note, which urges acceptance of the

general inspection contemplated by the 
allied note of March 6, which would
consist of a series of visits.

This inspection in view of the allied 
Governments could be completed within 
three or four months if it met with no 
obstructions and if no grave infrac­
tion of the treaty's clauses were dis­
covered.

Replying to the German claim that the 
allies themselves had recognized that 
apart from five specified categories Ger­
many has fulfilled her disarmament 
obligations, the ambassadors’ note says 
the allied Governments never expressed 
such an opinion. It points out that in 
tiie British House of Commons the Gov­
ernment made certain declarations rela­
tive to German disarmament, but that 
these declarations were not Intended to 
imply that Germany had fulfilled her 
obligations; they merely indicated that 
certain clauses at one time appeared to 
them to have been effectively carried 
out.

If, more than four years after the en­
forcement of the treaty, Germany is 
still obliged to undergo investigations 
by the interallied commission, respon­
sibility for the situation rests only on 
herself, says the note. If there had not 
been systematic obstruction, of which 
the allies many times had complained, 
the operations of disarmament would 
have been completed a long time ago.

The ambassadors say they feel called 
upon to define for the last time the 
conditions of the problem, which allows 
or.!y one of two solutions:

First, either the German Government 
will accept the general inspection de­
sired by the allies and at the end of 
this inspection, and if the results are 
satisfactory, the military control will 
be limited to five points; or,

Second, Germany will persist in re­
fusing the allied offer, upon which the 
allies will demand strict application of 
the treaty.

The ambassadors conclude their note 
courteously, saying that from every 
point of view the present situation, 
which is a source of constant difficulty, 
cannot be further prolonged, and the 
allies hope the German Government 
understands that it is in the general 
interest to arrive at a definite solution 
without delay. Therefore, the note 
adds, a ’’avorable answer saying that 
Germany accepts the proposals of the 
present note as regards a general in­
spection and the consequent limitation 
of control, n expected before June 30.

THEATER MANAGERS 
OBJECT TO NEW PLAN 

ON AMUSEMENT TAXES
Theater managers here have entered 

a protest against the alteration effected 
recently by the Provincial Government 
In the collection of amusement taxes 
whereby a central headquarters lias 
been established at Toronto. This does 
away with the offices in the various 
cities, including London, through which 
the amusement tax tickets were for­
merly distributed.

The change was proposed from the 
standpoint of economy in the collection 
of amusement taxes. It Is claimed by 
the theater managers, however, that as 
the distribution incurs small cost and 
the agents get but small percentages, 
the Government will pay out that 
amount in salaries at head dfflce and in 
exipress. The Inconvenience caused in 
the securing of tickets will, therefore, 
more than offset the saving, it is af­
firmed.

In particular the alteration will 
hamper organizations staging amateur 
productions, since it would in a measure 
prevent the .purchasing of tickets in 
small quantities.

A protest will be made to Hon. w. H. 
Price, provincial treasurer, under 
whose department the change has been 
effected. Similar protests have been 
registered In other centers.

NO RUM TREATY WITH
U. S. IS DRAFTED YET

OTTAWA, May 30—(Canadian Press)
_Negotiations which are under way
between the Governments of Canada 
and the United States, In relation to 
prohibition enforcement, are a continu­
ation of those which were begun at 
the conference between United States 
and Dominion officials here last No­
vember. This was the statement of 
Premier King this morning. The con­
ference, which was primarily for the 
purpose of devising co-operative means 
to curb rum-running between Canada 
and the United States, lasted four days 
and it is understood was productive of 
a number of suggestions designed to 
be helpful in the drafting of a treaty. 
So far, however, the matter has not 
progressed beyond the point of nego­
tiations.
