Address to Annapolis Division Grange,
No. 49. Annual Meeting
1884.
Worthy Overseer and Patrons :—

I suppose you will expect a few re-
marks from me to-day, on the expira.
tion of my term of office as Worthy
Master of Annapolis Division Grange,
No. 49, for the current year of 1884.

It would be useless for me to tell you
that I was not prepared, or that 1 had
not the time to prepare an addrees, al«
though both excuses would be in & man-
per true. [ would say, however, and
not without some regret too, that 1
have little stock out of which to manu»
facture an address, such an address at
least, as I should like to place before
you, I can only refer you to a few facts
and hope that my sucdessor in office
will be more able to lay belore you mat-
ters of importance than 1 have been,
and that the Grange may be more pros-
perous in this County of Annapolis in
the future than it has been in the past.

I much fear that my term of office bas
not been a successful one, although I
think [ can safely say, from no fault of
mine.

In this county we cannot report the
organizition of any new Granges, nei.
ther have we bad any cnarter surrend-
ered ; and although in some cases the
membership has decreased, in others,
there has been an 1ncrease, so that per
haps on the whole we may consider it
to be in as flourishing a condition now,
a8 it was twelve months ago, I think,
too, | can safely say that those who
have severed their connection with the
order, have not done so because they
bad anytbing against the principles con
tained therein, but.on account of pris
vate pique, or selfish object, and there-
fore, I say, I think the Grange Order
stapds as well to-day, even in this
county as it did twelve months ago. I
can assure you irony the reports given
at the last meeting of the Provincial
Grange, which held its annual session
at Halifax, in February last, and which
I bad the honor of attending, that the
membersuip is materially on the in
crease in the provinces of Nova Scotin
and New Brunswick. We may go still
further and inform you that if the re-
porta of the Dominion Grange are reli-
able, the organization in Canada 1s
steadily on the increase, and that much
good is being done to those who have
connection with the order. There is
not, I believe, to-day, an organization
that bas made such rapid strides or
done so much good to its members as
this Order of the Patrons of Husbandry.

I am afraid worthy Sir and Patrons
that one reason the grange is not so
prosperous as it might be in this coun
ty, and in the Dominion also, is because
many have joined the order with wrong
.motives in view. Motives not for the
advancement of the agricultural class
as a whole; but merely to gain some
pecuniary benefit for themselves or per
baps with the sole object of their ag
grandizement in view. I am well aware
this is the case in almost all societies,
I believe it is the case in the graunge.

There is no doubt in my mind we
should derive some pecuniary benefit
from a membersbip with this noble or
der, but we must not expeoct it tocome
without any exertion on our own part,
neither must we expect those benefits
to come tow quickly. It is only by con
tinual washing that the stones on the
seashore become smooth. It isonly by
continual work:ng that the poor man
can accumulate wealth, so brothers
and sisters, it is only by continual and
united action that we can make the
grange a source of wealth to its mem-
bers. But Patrons there are, I think,
other inducements wnich should in
fluence us somewunat in becoming mem
bers of this order. Intellectually, we
ought to derive much benefit, The
farmers are, as a class, | am sorry to say
not an educated class. In many cases
indeed: they cannot even read or write,
much less are they fitted to carry on
any business of the farm successfully
They may perform the manual part of
the work, but after that there s a blank
not eusily filled up. In conversation
with a prominent business man, a short
time since, he said to me, you would be
surprised tosee the number of young
men there are who come into my office,
who are not even able to write their
own names, indeed, he says the young
men are much worse in that respect
than those of the older school, This is
a matter | do think that should be de-

~ plored, with our present liberal system
of education when young men, nay, and
young women (oo, can receive a fair
common school education, by simply
giving their time and attention, and
then to think that they should not pro
fit at all by it, 18, [ say again, to be de-
plored. Here brothers, 18 a subject for
our careful perusal in the grange, and
to devise menns, if possibie, whereby
the difficuity can be righted to some
extent, at least is worthy the attention
of every Patron-of Husbandry.

Another matter to which | would
draw your attention, is that of an agri
cultural school, a thing which does not
at the present time exist in either Nova
Scotia or New Brunswick, whereas, in
slmost every other country on the face
of the globe, such schools not only ex-
ist but are in a flourishing condition.
endowed, in the majority of cases, by
the Government, they have become, al
most invariably, of great benefit to the
agricultural class. This is a subject
that was brought before the Provineial
Grange at its Jast meeling, and should,
1 think, be forced upon the Govern
ment by every Patron of Husbandry in
the land. You may rest assured, that
unless the whole agricultural class rise
up as a body and demand their rights,
they will be forgotten and ignored by
the very men whe, but for their sup«
port, would not to-day have the prefix
of Honorable to their names.

Another feature of the grange which
we cannot pass over without mention-
ing, is the social feature. In the grange
we meet together in social intercourse,
and you all know one of our precepts
is, * It is not good for man to be alone.’
1 do not know of any place in which |
have had more social intercourse than
in this organization, Through its in-
strumentality I bave formed many
pleasant acquaintances abroad, as well
as at home. Friends there are, which
but for the grange, I would never have
known. To sll then, 1 would say, ocul
tivate the social feature of the grange.

I would here read to you the report
of a committee ata meeting of a State
Grange in the American Union, and al-
though some of you may bave read it
already, I thiok it will not only stand
a second reading, but also your careful
perusal. It reads as follows: —

‘ Sixteen years ago the grange was
being moulded and fashioned by great
minds that felt and comprehended the
needs of the hour. *Up, thiBligh triale
and untold difliculties, it was brought
by this devated band, through years of
developing and perfecting they .bore
the burden of expense, looking for no
recompense save the thanks of millions
yet to be.

Ten vears ago, developing with won
dertul rrpidity, the grange had.rolled
its oar of progess on throuyh ougfatio
from west to east, from sonth to O
loaded with advaniages for agrion
rists everywhere, hut especially frefg
ed with hlessings for the farmers, thier

wivge and daughters.

The thunder of its wheels was heard
across the ocean. The civilizsed world
recognized in its harmonious workings
its vast possibilities for good  Its
great head-light ¢ Union,’ was & beucon
of hope that the intelligent ‘armer
hailed with enthusiastic joy.

Crint Savos.~ Eighteen large toma-
toes, ripe, six onions, six peppers, or
a third of a teasp of Cay: , ten
tablespoonfuls of sugar, three of salt.
Chop fine, add five teacups of vinegar,
and cook one hour,

Loay Cake.—Three cups of light
dough, work in one cup of butter, one
cup of sugar, two egge, one teaspoonful
of soda dissolved in thrée tablespoon~

raisine ; spice to the taste, and let it
get quite light before baking.

Mgs, Rice's Movrassgs Caxe.—Ones
and one half cup of sirup, one cup of
sour milk, one cup of butter, oneshalf
cup of vinegar, two tablespoonfuls of
ginger, one teaspoonful of sods, and a
small piece of alam dissolved in hot
water. Beat well. This makes two
fong tins full,

Corree Caks.— One cup of sugar, one
cup of molasses, two-thirds of a cup of
butter, one cup of strong coffes, one
tablespoonful of sods, one teaspoonfal
of cinnamon, one of cloves, five cups
of flour. Bake in two tins.

Dericats Cags, Whites of four eggs,
one cup of milk running over, two
and-a~half cups of flour, a heaping tea-
spoonful ot baking powder, makes two
loaves ; very nice if you 1se one oup
of corn-starch in place of the flour.
Orange Cake.-Two oups ofsugar,
a scant balf-cup of butter, the yolks of
five egge and the whites of three, one
cap of cold water, the juice and balf
the grated peel of a large orange, three
full cups of sifted flour, and two tea-
spoonfuls of baking powder. Cream
the butter and sugar, add the eggs
heaten separately, then the water,
juice and peel of an orange, and the
flour with the baking powder stirred
nto 1t- Bake in jelly-cake tins.

FiLLiNg.—The reserved white whisk:
ed stiff, into which stir a cup of pow~
dered sugar, the juice and half the peel
of another large orange. Whip togeth~
er and put between the cakes, when
cold. If you wish to frost the top, re~
serve a little, add more sugar to it and
spread over the top layer the same as
you would any frosting.

Fricasses oF CaLr's Liveg.—Take two
pounds of liver cut into strips two or
three inches long and half an inch
wide. Dredge with flour and fry in
drippings until brown, turning fre-
quently. Have a cup of broth or
gravy, with it put two small, minced
onions, a spoonful of minced parsley
and pepper and salt. Stew gently 15
minutes. Then pour over the friea
liver, cover tightly and skimmer only
ten minutes longer. Take the liver
out on to a platter and pour over the
gravy. The juice of a lemon added to
the gravy before pouring it over the
meat, gives it a flavor liked by many.

CreaM PurrFs.—One pint boiling
water ; while boiling stir in one cupful
of butter, two heaping cups of flour,
and eight eggs, yolks and whites beats
en separately. Stir until well mixed,
then take off the fire. When cool stir
in one teaspoonful of soda. Now drop

in gem pans and bakein hot oven.
