to visit the cranberry works and make
a pleasing survey of tbe premises. We
found Mr. Gile a fluent conversation-

alist, well versed in sll topics of the
day and scientific literature. He has
one of the finest libraries in town which
contains many rare and valuable works.

The cranberry flate are picturesquely
located on the low land at the head of
Shaker Pond, and about east of the
Shaker viliage. When we visited the
place there were nearly twelve acres of
berries ready for harvesi. The manner of
doing this work 18 a novel one and can:
not be thoroughly described. This sea
son the mill has been repsired and new
machinery put in, which largely im=«
proves the concern. When the process
of gathering begins, the gates are- clos«
ed, which causes the water to rise, and
the flats soon become entirely submerg:
eged and the berries rise to the surface.
The rakers then drees their lower
extremities in long~legged rubber
boots and travel back and forward
across the meadow disengaging the ber-
ries. When this task has been accom~
plished, a boon of about 20 feet in

tract and near the end. Two men
stand on the opposite side and draw
this boon across by means of two long
ropes and conduct it to the driveway
through which the berrigsare floated to
the mill.

At the end of this passage,the useful-
ness of the mill begins. The working
power is not more than one horse, and
is run entirely by water. A long belt
extending from the water in little
pockets, (very much like the meal
pockets in a grist mill) and carried to
the top of the mill where they drop in-
to areceiver and roll through a iong
spout, over coarse cloth, through pecu-
liar sieves, gradually decending and
rolling in different directions for the
purpose of drying, and at last they stop
in & long row outside the sorting room.
In this room there are about ten girls,
whose business is to sort the berries
and prepare them for the Boston mar-
ket. This is dope very quickly, and a
great many bushels of berries are daily
made ready for sale. They usually
bring five dollars per barrel. Last year
there were raised on -the tract 250 bar-
rels of saleable berries.

This is an enterprising concern, and
I bave never seen mention made of it
in print. Perhaps what I have written
may prove interesting to those having
this kind of work to do,and to such
persons I will say that a short visit to
the cranberry works will perhaps be far
more interesting and instruc.ive than
my simple description. .

Purrs oN THE KNEEs oF CATTLE,—A
subscriber to the Farmer asks what to
do with bunches or puffs on the knees
of cattle, supposed to have been caused
by lying upon a hard floor. Probably
the bgst thing to do in most cases i8 to
do nothing further than to provide a
soft place for the animal to lie down,
These bunches often remain several
years without causing much apparent
inconvenience, and do not prevent the
animal from being fattened for beef,
which in most cases weuld he the best
thing to do. As the bunches arige from
different ways, it may not be safe to
trest them all alike. Many of the
swellings are merely cysts formed
inside the skin, and which move freely
and do little harm. These cysta are
filled with an oily substance which
may he removed by drawing a seton
through trom above downwards, and
leaving it in till the sac is emptied of
its contents by suppression. [t maybe
pecessary at the same time to apply
wet bandages to prevent too mnch in*
flamation of the parts. The danger
lies in applying this treatment to knees
that are swollen from other causes,
and for this reason we would not res
commend treatment except by advice
of a competent veterinarian who had
made a personal examination of the
case. An animal of only ordinary
value we would feed well and kill for
beef at such time as might seem advis-
able.

CoxyERTING CorN INTO PoRk.— Pork
and corn seem to be inseparable articles,
But unless corn is properly fed the
pork will be expensive. Corn and
pork only go together when it is desir-
able to fatten the hogs. [fcorn is used
in any other manner, or for a different
purpose, the pork becomes a very ex-
pensive product. We do not advocate
feeding corn in the summer to any class
of stock, and experience shows that
while it is invaluable to the pork raiser,
and the most convenient article be can
use, pork can be produced more cheap

ly when the corn is fed in a judicious
manner. Many farmers, though aged,
do not know that clover hay can be fed
with advantage to hoge, and yet such
is the fact. We have long separated
the hog trom other classes of stock,and
denied him the privileges of being fed
on grass, cut hay, ground oats and
other food that is more acceptable to
him duripg his food period than gorn,
and the consequence is that he faila
under the long continued diet of corn,
and becomes susceptible to diseases
thut were before unknown. To keep
the steer stuffed with dry corn, which
is a concentrated food, and deprive it
of bulky provender of pure water,
would cause it to sucoumb in a short
time, yet this is just the treatment the
hog is compelled to undergo, simply
becanse ‘ corn is king ' and supposed to
be cheap, when the fagt is that when
fed under such circumstances it is very
costly. ~ What the hog requires is varis
ety, including bulky food, and corn will

then perform an important service.—

CrovERr CHAFF FOR PoULTRY.— [t may
be a new idea to some poultry breeds
ers, this one ot feeding clover cbaff to
poultry during the whole winter, but
many successful breeders feed large
quantjties of it each aeason. (n every
farmy where glover hay is made and
fed, large quantities of the chaff collect
on the barn floor. This should be
gathered daily and put away in barrels
or boxes for the poultry to use, thefine
pieces of heads and leaves which compose
the chaff being the very choicest part
of the hay. The poultry will eat quan
tities of this dry, if it be supplied in
conveniently arranged boxes,so made as
to prevent the birds from wasting it.
‘I'he best way to feed the finest portions
of it is with the mixed feed. They rel-
ish it exceedingly, and it goea far tow
warde taking the place of green food,
which is not always obtainable during
the winter months. — American Agricyls
