July 1003—The fact that the season for re­
pairs on the county roads is now 
about over and new work is encoun­
tered at every turn, naturally leads 
to thoughts of road cons tract ion. Be­
yond the fact that a few road Vna- 
chiues are at work in each county, the 
work of road building is carried oq 
much the same now as it was fifty 
years ago. There has been lately» 
inaugurated in the province what ij 
known as the good roads movement. 
Just what rate of spevd this movement 
is likely to develop is a question that 
is of interest to many who travel the 
highways of the country. At present 
Halifax seems to be the centre and in 
fact the only point of activity. XYe 
can see no reason why this i-h mid 1. 
so. This province has little need fofi 
experiments as the new methods have 
been tried and proved elsewhcçp. ’I he 
chief tWng needed is to educate the 
people to the importance of adopting 
the improved methods. The work of 
a lecturer for the province may in 
time effect something in this line^ but 
progress is apt to be decidedly slow. 
If an interest could be created and 
branch societies formed they would 
bring the people in touch with; the 
new ideas at a muvh more rapid rate 
and we might look toward a general 
advancement throughout all counties 
of the province in this important 
work of road building.
