An admirable sermon adapted to the oceasion was
preached by his Lordship from St. Matthew, 28th
chapter, 20th verse,—“ Lo !l am with you alway,
even unto the end of the world”’—in whieh after en-

He need not tell the Meeting what

he hoped they would ever crntinue ignerant of it, as
to its details; they perbaps harcly krew how ivfidet
ard libertire opinion prevailed in thst grest country
with which they were so many years at war, but
wbich was now allied to this by the ties of amiiy and
peace.

Lord’s day was observed. (Hear.) Until the Sabbath.
was properly obseived in this country, it could not,
in the fullest sense of the term, be cousidered a
Chiistian country. If, therefore, they wished to
maittain that charactir, to enjoy the benefit of reli-
gion in sll its fulness, and slso to impast it to other
lands now lying in comparative hesther ism,they must
preserve the sanctity of the Sabbath, they must ex-
tend the pale of the Church, #nd aflord every encour-
agement and protection to those who wish to observe
the Sabbath. (Hear.) He could not, it was true,
