Eyes are dim with tears that were unused
to weeping, and hearts are breaking with
sorrow to whom hitherte the world was
dright *s a summer day.

O how well is it that we can look for-
ward to tho resurrection from the dead t—
that we have the suce promise to rest upon-
Our dead shall rise again as surely as the
sced committed to the soil in this month
of May shall spring up to s new life.
Christ, our Xorerunner, has taken away
the sting of death, and the shame and fear
of the grave. There is no cause now for
disconsolate weeping when we part with
our loved enes,—for the parting is only for
ashort wintry night. ‘The Springtide of
Lternity is necar. The mighty Henler is
among us, erer accessible; and His delight
is to bind up broken hearts.

The world, with its winters and sum-
mers, springtides and harvest-tides, with its
sowing and reaping, with its births and
deaths,—is passing away. There is none
abiding.  God alone is great.  His work—
work for Him—is the only work on earth
worthy of the name. He calls us to be up
and doing while we have opportunit.y
