"No important.change nither way bas manlfested

itself duriug the past week lu the Pig Iron Market.
Frices generally have ruled ini favour of buyers. On
Wedne@day the only transaction reported wau500
tons, at 648. 4qd., cash lu fourteen days, closi!ng,
sellers, 64s .3d., buyers, 54s. cash. The foi lowing were
the quotations:- 1i -, 1ron, Mixed Nos. Warrants 54s.
te 54s. 8d ; No. 1, G M B., 54s. 6d. to 54s 9d.; No. 3,
54s. te.o4ss 8d ; Gjart.iherrie, No. 1, 66s.; Coltiless.

The
shipments of the week are considerably un der those of
the corresnon4ing week otfiast year. Tho market je
stili exceedingly quiet, and but luttle disposition t0
sppeculate is evinced. itleisnot supposed that the price
of Fig Iron will go lower. The unfavourable stete of
tbe weather bas contribnted to isnpede trade affair."

A recent Eliglisb paper says :-"1 At the iron works
thère la no decided change for the btter to note, but
there are indications te lead to the hope that an
Improvement lu the demand le not far distant. Two
or three contracts have appeared in the market, and
it la evident that buyers haviug capital at their coin-
mnand are begnning to see that the present is a mont
favourable opportunity for enteringiuto engagements.
Quotations are unusually low, and sbould the spring
witnes8 anything like a revival of trade, the probabi.
litIes are that prices wvîl advance; hence the import-
ance of placing contracta witlîout delay,.and while the
market is s0 favourable te bnyers. The opinion ex-
pressed lu previoua reports that Russia will be a large
cutemer Ibis y ear la confifmed by recent advlces, and
Italy will also require considerable supplies, but
unfortunately ber creditilebad. Since the commence-
ment of the montb. several cargoes have been cleared
for the Unitedi States, and makers have confidence lu
the future of the trade with thal country, provided no
unnecessary restrictions are placed upon the develop-
ment of American lndustry. Fig iron sellaealowly,
and pricea have nlot improved. For fin plates there is
a fair inquiry.'

easier feeling at the close. Stocks art slowly increas-
lng, sf111 there la 1111e or no auxiety on the part of

holders to press sales, and prices of Supers may sf111 be
quoted af $725 to $7835. In lower grades there are
but few sales, Rye Flour being taken lu preference on
account oetis comparative cheapnesa. Extras and
Fancies are lu amal upply.and by relail command full
pricea. Bcg Flour is lu exceas of the demand which
lu thia artile bas alan greatly fallen off, $840 to$8.50
will cover transactions for the week, closing duIl af

tbe inside rate.
WHBAT.-There are no sales to report, stocks being

lu the banda of the millers.
OATs.-Several parcels have buen sold aI diffrent

points aong the liue of railway if prices equal te a
little more Iban a cent a bushel bere.

They are thus sent direct f0 Portland for aipmeut
te Brifain an.d avoid the heavy chargea ofastorage, &c.
bore.

FQMKx-ReminIs wifhout materlal change a sînall

retail demand continuîes, which is met at about quota-

lions. Most of the packers are bowever holding for

the spring demand, the stock offring 18 very light,
and holders are not pressing. Hogs-Arrivals
since the begnung of ihe month, have continued
t0 bfi within the requirements of the local and nieigh-
bouring trade, we have therefore to report a steady
market, wilh a fair consumptive demand, and a con-
sequent reduction of the stocks wbicb bad previously
accumulated. The rapidly adoancing stage of the

season and unusually mild weather, making holdèrs
willing to meet buyera at reasonable rates, prices
bave therefore remained very teady witbin the range
of e510 to e5830 to cover aIl weights. lu a few cases
exceptional prices bave been paid for choice parcels
Unless receipta should prove more abundant than
liîey, aI present seem to promise, it is probable that
tbe whole of the quantity on baud will be ueeded,
and that a ste ady market may be looked for, for the
reat of the season.

BUrvsa.,-There bias been rather more disposition
te purcbase manifested dnring the paat fortnigbt,
and several parcels bave changed banda within the
range of 10c. to 18o , buyers however, mostly restriot-
ing tbemselves to the beat parcels tbey could @ecure,
sud sbewlng great unwillingneas to take poor and
stale parcels even at the loweaf price quoted. Stocks
are gradually working down, and if is nlot nnlikely
that a demand lu tbe spring for thé Lower ports,
should any arise, may clear off the stock that for
rnany months pat bas remained unsaleable. Atthe
same time, stocks there are generally understood te bu
heavy, and the low prices in England, and cheap
freigbta generally current, xuay iiiduce some ship-
meula from thence, lu wbîch case tbe outiet for a
certain proportion of Canadian butter will he closed.

Asas.-Both sorts are duli and orooping. Pots-
have receded to 85.85 for firsts, at which some ahip-
me-nts have been made t0 Englend, wbere pricea
show a margin of profit. Pearls -are very quiet witlî
iew transactions to noie.,
