shamed many obtuse or slothful ones, or stirredl up even the best !

est tho weaker sex should become the st onger in intellect and!
intellectual endowment, But we must not” praise the Gewale
lranch oxclusively; the students of the other establishment in
their examination evinced a landable love for learning. anid
showed by the readinesa and proprivty of theie answers that both
teachers and scholars must hiave been diligent.  Indeed the two
branches appear like those of a fruitful tree,~the products of one
parent stem—the same character of effectivences being common
to them—the same onencas of purpose evidently heing aimed at
by the tenchers—thie same llc:\Rhy spirit actuating both.  Ohser-
vation at the cxamination convinced me fiat vach branch dhares
in a goodly degree in an iuflnence imparted by all the teachers of
both establishments.  The teachere enconrage each other by fres
quent intercourse, and the scholars ean mark the progress not only
of thosu of their own branch, but alse the mental jmprovement of
the scholars in the other and adjacent one; and thus be sticeed to
increase of studionsness, from a ‘regand to the honor of keeping up
in a progress towanls the goal of educational perfection.  We
once had objections to placing such Institutions in one neighbor-
hood, but tho suceessful working ot the Mount Allizon Indtitution,
under the prudent management of its Principal and Ollicers, has
completely changed our opinion on the subject.

On Tuewlay the 2ud of June, at an early period in the morn-
ing, in the cavirons of the beautithl village of Sackrille, and on
the various roads leading to it, carriages laden with people, aml
many foot passengers, were seen, apparently intent on some enter-
pise, or sccking some scene of great attraction.

felt, we trust, in somie measune grateful 1o God for sparing the
indefatigable and talented Principid of the Acadeny ,—the benevo-
lent and untiring friend, the Founder and Preasurer,—the Presis
dent of the Conterence, and <o many of the advocates amd sup-
porters of the Institution, o wittness the noble aldvancement it hias
wiade, by the blesing of Providenee, to be—shall we not be per-
mitted to say,~the modt effective, the most useful, the most
celebrated literary institution in the Provinees of New Brunswick
and Nova Seotia.

But there i« no oman good unalloyel with halilities to sorrow:
we felt a measure of pendveness whilst we rejoiced in past suce
ceas to the cause of education at Sackville, by the thought that the
talented and much esteemed Preceptress of the Female Brauch,
and the Rev. Governor and Chaplain, were abont resigning their
counection with the Institution, which hardl heen for several years
s0 greatly benefitted by their labors.  We have no doubt that
their places will Le cfliciently supplied by the snecewsors appointed
by the Boanl of Trustees to take their places—the Rev. John

Allison aud his lady,—but we cannot part with old fricnds without

regret, whoie services have been <o mueh appreciated by the
friends of the Institution,

Tn adddition to the usual Anniverary mentai treats there werv
several additional objects of gratification. A very hadsome and
good toned organ had heen procuraid from the United States, at a
cost of £300, aml placed in a recess of Lingley Hall. The sta-
dents and ahuuni of the Institution, bave hy their exertions, ob-
tained a considerabic portion of the price of the instrument, and
it is confidently expected that the zeal of the friends of the
Institution will soon raise the balance, and the valuable instrument
be a meclodious memorial of the regand of the students for their
“ Alma Mater.”

The Hall has also reccived a valuable memorial of the regand
of the preachers of the Eastern British American Confurence for
their loved and greatly lamented first President, the Rev. John
Beeeham, D. D. It is a full length portrait of the venerable man.
As a likeness it i3 altogether faultless.  As a work of genius and
art, it is almost, i’ not quite, unrivalled by any painting in the
Provinces. Asan ornament to Lingloy Hall, it js truly beantiful,
and cannot be seen there in vain, as the portrait of an cminent
Methodist Minister, a successful student aud exponent of the Word
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
