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if exhibitors are allowed to be dilatory.
It will not do t» permit the great mass
of exhibitors to defer installing their
exhibits until April, and accordingly
state and foreign commissions and indi-
vidual exhibitors will be required to be
prompt. Exhibitors who are dilatory
beyond a certain point will lose their
space and be barred out.
