CATHOLICITY IN ‘I1IE BERMUDAS.
Ferrer 1.
TO THE CDITOR OF THE TALLKET.
‘Bermudas, March 23, 1847.

My Dear Sir—The interest you take in everything connected
with our holy religion, and the fact that yourpaper is made the
wedium thranph which Cathulicity in every part of the globe
1ells 1he tale of its erawscs, its sufferings its hopes, aud its tn-
wnphs, induce me to trespass upon your columas whilst 1 claim
your sympathy for our dear Bicthren of the faith i tho solitary
islands of Bermuda.

A few wmanths 3go, fur the first time, a yesident clergyman,
the Rev Mr. IHannan, was located 1o this distant mission, and
25 the seeds of faith are generally sown in the midst of difficul-
ties, it would he tao muel to expeet thut the Bergudas should
form an exception to the rule.  Upon his arrival here the Priest
searcely knew where 1o look fur his congregztion, and that glo-
rious cmblem of our faith the Cross, which the wissionary al-
ways regards with love and hope, was nowhere tobe found.—
Nature, indeed, had showered down numberless beauties upon
these interesting lSlt.S, but vxcwcd with tho eye of rclmlon they
prescnted one unbrokea scenc of spmuxal desolation.  The
creed of ages hawever, was not without its representatives even
here—faithful to.the teachings of the church, although fur. ma-
ny a long year the voice of religion had spoken to them eonly in
the deptlis of their own conscience, they welcomed the priest as
fond children would welcomo a kind fatherafier a long absence;
and he, forgotting that he was.ncatly seven hundred miles. dis-
taot from the nearest pointof land on .the American continent,
devoted himself to the mission with all the eainesiness and zeal
which its numerous wants demanded, and the fidality of ins bre-
thren m<p1red ; . .

twr of astonishment that he ahould havo accomplished so much
for rcligion in the Bermudas.  Yet so 3t is, whilst strog-
gling with difficulties unequalled, perhaps, in any other dio-
cese of British North Amariea, his anxicty and solicitudo for
the destitute rondition of these islands prompted him to more
than ordinary exertions for their relief, About four years ago
the Rev Mr McSweeny of Dublin, under the Bishop’s dircction,
paid a visit to Bermuda, and during the brief stay ho made,
rondered cssential service to the cause of religion. At thot
time neither the civil nor military authorities wero much dis-
posed to second his exertions in favour of the Catholic soldicrs
or of the coavicts confined on board the hulks. If thoso officials
have smce exhibited ahigher sense of justico and impartiality,
1 think much is owing to the prudent but eunergetic measures
The Rev. Mr. Kenuedy
again visited the islauds in the spring of last year, and venains
ed here during seven or cight weeks, but st was not uatil the
September following that the Bishop was enabled to establish a
Priest here permanently ; the growing religious necessities of
the mission vendering such a step of vast importance to its sta-
bility and wellare.

The distance between Halifax and the Becmudas is, T believe
vetween seven and eight hundred miles, nearly due south from
the forgier port, and almost the only cominumcation between
buth places is curzied on by means of satling packets, winch start
from Halilax upon the atrival there of the steamuoats frem 1a
verpunl.  The average leegeh of the passage by thesc £ acnols
is abuut nine days.  In the wiacer season especislly the sea s
rough and storwy, aud you must traveree n cupsiderable portion
of the Gulf stream on yomt way.  1n addition to the many for-
rifications thrown upby the Government for the defence ¢f the
Island, Bermuda has a still more impregnable rampart agwmnst
the assaults of an encmy, i the zeefs, ox ledge of rocks which
unless on the south side, and 1o some estent there, complotely
begirt the island, stretchiug out into the sea to a distcnce of
sevetal miles.
