The obvers-c is copied fromn that appicaring on the
1Father %Mathew niedal±s wlîichi in ttrni:.ecnis ta have bcen ai.-
apted fronm the de-,ign prevailing on the imîcdals of the Lon1-
don Tcnîperance Society. The supporters. a jimil whose
niotto is -Sobricty," and a voinan, with * Dolucstic coni-
fort" written on lier banner, as thc resuit of sobricty in lier
liusband, arc intcnded te represent that by adlîe.sion to teni-
perance principles wvill rcturn the dcparted home joys of
former days. The Catholic Teniperance Association, likec
niany otiiers, was first organized for the promotion maiiîîly
Of nioderation, but it was soon found that simple modcra-
tien did tiot w~ork %wcll in the reclaiming of tdiose A-ccustonîecd
to exccss ; se in the FOI[Oiving Year (1841) 011 the aliniver-
sary Sunday of its fousiditig. it wvas re-organized into a total
abstinence socicty. Thc reverend president, whose torcli
%vas lightcd at the blaze of tempcrancc enthiusiasnîl kindlcd
by Father M,%atliew, wvas thc hicart, and soul of the inovement,
and continued to work in the cause in Montre-il until trans-
ferred to a highcr sphere or labour as )3islîop of Kingston.
