Progress of the Doctrines of the
. Land League—Irish Landlordism
j Discredited on all Hands—Mr.
/ Gladstones Change of Pro-

gramme.

‘Loxpox, March 27. 1 received the follow.
ing letter from Michnel Davitt to-day :—
Every dey brings fresh vindication of the
principles end teachings of the Land League.
Sic James Cuird's letter in last Saturday’s
London Times, and the editorial comments
thereon by the chiet organ of the landlord
party confirm thia association and justify the
attitude of the Land League on the rent
question during the last seven years. Ihave
been three times imprisoned since 1879 for
preaching what the highest English landlord
authoritiecs are now compelled to subscribe
to. There is a curious but characteristic
circumstance connected with the acknow-
ledgment of the npon-existence of economic
rent on half a million holdiogs in
Ireland. While the rent question
was conlined to the Irish tenants and Irish
landlords Eoglish public opinion backed up
the ** rackentry ” in their demands, Tenants
who conld not pay were stigmatized as dis-
honest, Land Leaguers who denounced euch
rents as an upjust tax were calumniated
and imprisoned, but the moment the
English people are confronted with
the danger ot having to buy out or
compensate their defeated territorial garrison
in Irelsnd, when it becomes a question of
giviog Irish landlords English inatead of Irish
money, it is at oace discovered that the inter-
est of landlordism in a half million of Irish
holdings representa no value and is not worth
purchansing.

Never have the Irish people been so
thoroughly vindicated at the hands of their
enemice.

TWO RESULTS OF ENORMOUS ADVANTAGE

to tha Irieh people must nacessarily follow
from this Eoglish recogupition of the worthlesa
nature of a half of the landlord interest in
Irish soil. The tenants in occupaccy of half
a million farms cannot now bse evicted for
non-payment of rent, which the Times and
Sir James acknowledge to be non-consistent,
while in the final settlement of the land
question, which is now near at hand, no com-
peusation can be demanded from Ireland for
landlord property. Property which has been

Ireland will have to pay aomething it is true,
bat it will be more as an indemnity to the
Imperial Kxcheguer for the solid advantage
which the natural self-govornment will bring
them asa compensation to Iriah landlords.
Never in the dark record of their felonlous
system did these men occupy more perilons
positions. The massea of Great Britain
revolt agammst the idea of English
money being used to bay them out.
The {feeling is rising throughout Eng-

your own people, you are politically bank-
rupt, socially discredited, financially beg-
gared, you are no longer of apy use to us;
bogone !’

The patural right of the people to the
goil, inviolability = of homestead, and,
the assertion of true economic liberly: in
the domain of industry in fighting the cause
of the land for the people, ir resisting evio.

She willsail
in themorning. A telegram from Luaenburg
says American fishermen there have been
prohibited from shipping Canadians as por-
tiona of their crews, A very interesting
question will arise here at an early day. ' The
Dominion Government take the ground
that the only possible excuse for American
fishermen puttiog into a Capadian port ie
tor harbor, wood and water, and then
they can only remain twenSy-four hours,
Consul-General thelan argues that there ia
nothing in the treaty to prevent Americans,
having caught fish in deep water and cured
them, landing them in a marketable condition
at any Canadian port and transhipping them
in bond to the United States by either rail
or vessel, aa at the time the treaty was made
both railways and bonding systems were
unknown, Itis a modern commercial cot-
venience which American fishermen can take
advantage of withont violating any Csnadian
It would, therefore,
appear that a refusal to permit tranship-
ment will be a violation of the general bond-
ing arrangement between the two countries
and might lead to a retaliatory measure tend-
ing to demoralize the Canadian flour and
grain trade via New York, Boston and Port-
land, This is the firat important question
that will arise between Cannda and the States
growing out of the fishery embroglio. The
extent ot the transhipment of fish may be
judged from thefact that duriug the firat fou
months after the abrogation of the treaty
over 10,000 barrels of mankerel were shipped
tci Boaton in bond from the Straits of Causo
alone.

DusrLiN, March 27.—Your correspondent
journeyed to Knock to-day to wiftnesa the
observance of ¢*Lady day " at the Mecca of
the Catholic Church in Ireland. The pil-
grimage to the now famous chapel was greater
than on any day since 1878, the year follow-
ing the reported apparition of the Blessed
Virgin, Thousands of pilgrimb, a majerfty of
them women, many of whom had travelled
all night, flocked to_the shrive, and many
English, French ond American men and
women arrived early, and remained through-
out the services In commemoration of the
Apnunciation of the Virgin Mary, to whom
the day is devoted by the Church.
