81n,—On behalf of the victims of Irish jand-
lordismin Donegal, we consider it our duty a$
be prosens time tolay before our Kiasmen in
other lands & brief atatement of the position in
which we have been placed. The atrocitiss
perpetrsted in che firat week of the New Year
by tbe landlords of Donagal have already svok-
ed s heartfelt burat of indignation throughous
Ireland, England, and Scotland ; and the ex
treme hardships which have been inflioted upon
<ur suffering people force us to appesl .to‘you
for that moral and_material support wbich the
liberty-loving peoploof America have neverfail-
ed to extend to Irishmen in the past

The tenants who were being evicved from the
homes which they and their fathers’ baads had
buils, offered such a sturdy aad couvageons re-
aistance to the foroes of the *‘ Crowbar Brigade”
a8 to call forth the admirabion of every lover of
home and herofsm. For this * crime” (a8 our
moralising tyrants call it) upwards of forty
Donegal men bave been placed under arreat and
will almost_certainly receive long snd savege
sentences, Nearly allof them are bread-winners,
and the duty will therefore devolve upon us of
eustaining their families nntil the releass of the
pritoners, which is not likely to occur untl they
have completed a term of imprisonment of at
least twelve months with hard labor. We will
require to mest the expacses connected with the
defence in the forty cases, and the duty is alao
casbupon ue of aiding in the support of the evict-
ed families until suck times as the landlorda may
see their way to yield to the dictates of hu-
méhity, right, and justice, Al this will prove
Al enormoud strain upon us ; and to aid us in
the stroggle the patriotio and beloved Arch-
bishop of Cashe], Most Rev Dr, Croke, has
forwarded the princely donation of £50 $o aid
ud in the struggle. Our own good bishop, Most
Rev. Dr. O’'Donnell, bas aleo zcted with char-

THE IRELAND TO BE.

Judge Ashman in his address on Irish Home
Ruleat Philadelphia thus pictured the Ireland
tobe:

““Aoross the waters, I see an ieland, decked
with prodigal beauty ; I see the yellow eplendor
of its harvests, the purple of the hilla whereon
its cattle nre grszing ; and on the smooth pave-
ments of its great cities, and in the quiet lanes
avross ivs landecapes, I hear the fontsteps of a
bappy apd prosperons population. T see its
museums snd ita cathedrals ; its school-houses
and its capitol ; I eee the ships of its merchants
crowding its ports, or sailing 10 viewless paths
out on the ocean, Aund, floating from the mast-
head of ship, the dome of capitol, the turres of
castle, I see » flag emblem of a stormy pasy,
augury® of a bappier future—the flag of the
Ireland that is to be.”

PROTECT POOR LRELAND,

Amaerioa’s attitude toward Bongland in the
Irish difficalty anould bs: *' To protect Ire-
land, to defend Ireland, and, if need be, to take
up arme for Irelsnd.” There is no reason to be-
lieva thot such a course would result in war.
In the hazard of provoking a universal rising in
the British Isles, we do nob believs that Eng-
1and would dare dispute America’s right to be-
friend a people whose loyalty during the Re-
volutionary war was gratefully acknowledged
by George Washington and the Continental
Congress. America, therefore, ia interested in
the etruggle for Irish freedom, as much as the
Irish reople were interssted in the oause of
Amerioan liberty one hundred years ago.
Henoe thers is every reasony why America
ubould plead the right of intervention in behalf
of oppreseed Ireland. .

Now we esy that it ix the daty of the United
States as & free and Christisn nation to stand
pobly by Ireland at thia supreme momentin ber
history. Oar contention is_that whenever any
of the oppressed nations of Hurope shall rise to
sast off foreign oppression our sympathies
.thould be allowed o rash forth to 1ta enconrage.
meat and aid ; and we should at ovce gladly
do all in our power to recognize independence,
and guarantee it againat the pillage of imperial
robbers. Coming from the msgnificent Re-
public of the Wast it would strike terror into
the henrts of European despot:. Inthe Eng-
lish Houss of Lords such a protess wonld be
heard among the “hereditary legislators” like the
prelude of o socislrevolution. 1t would be wafs-
ed on itslpasssge by the ascending sights of
poor Ireland, and fall upon the startled ears of
the British tyrants like a blast from the last
trumpet, calling them to judgment —American
Celt .

While abroad His Grace spenn mosh of bia
time in France, where he visited the mother
communities of the various religiousinstitutions
in Montreal, and wae about » month in Italy
snd Rome, where he had two audiences with
His Holiness the Popa, one in public and ope in
private, during which His Floliness expressed
himself a1 pleased with the stave of the Roman
Qatholic church in Canada,

Amongss the reverend gentlemen who ac
companied dis Grace to Montreal were Rev.
Prof, Bruchesi, his private secretary, who hag
been his closs compsnion during his_eatire ab-
sence, Canon Le Blanc, who went to New York
to receive them, Rev. Cure Adam, of Hochelaga,
Rev. Cure Ethier, Rouses Point, and the cure
of St Hilaire, At the Bonoventure depot he
was met by the Vervy Kev. Abbe Marechale,
vicar general and sdminjstrator of the arch-
diocese of Montreal; Rev. Abue Lecoy,
superior Grand Seminary, Sherbrooke street ;
Rev. Abbe Laeclaire, care of St. Joseph ; Rev,
Abbee Sentenne, cure Notre Dame. Montreal ;
Baron Bouthillier, NN, Laramee, P. Demers.
warden of Notre Dame church, and there was
also a guard of twenty men in blue and white

pon the platform, known as the
“ Palace Guard.” Aftera cordial greeting the
parby entered sleighs and proceeded to the
palace,

IN THE AFTERNOON.

At a gquarter past three the great beils of
Notra Lame church began to sway and clash to
indicate that Archbishop Fabre had left the
palaze. Ina carriage drawn by four greys he
reached the church, and at half-past three
entered with Rev. Ab% Marschale and Cure
Sentenne, clothed in full canonical vestments
Thoclergy of the diocese and the students of
the colleges filed in aad filled the chancel snd
aisles, clobhed in their priestly robes. The choir
broke into the * Te Deum,” which was taken
up by she audience thatfilled thechurch, Church
Warden Demers then stepped up and read the
following addrees, and by his side were Mesars,
Lacaille snd Auge :—

To His Grace |{Monscigneur Chas, E. Fabre,
Archbishop of Montreal :

MonserGNEUR.—Allow the faithful ones of
tha oldest parish of your diocese and of the old
Ville-Marie to salute with tenderness the happy
return of Your Gracs to the episcopal town.
‘With heartfelt joy they hasten to presens to
you their_ homage and their congratulations
with gratitude towards the Providence that bas
protected you, and towards yourself for all the
interest that, in your unceasing solicitude, you
takein our eouls.

On our eide, Monseigneur, we come o Your
Grace, to renew the assurance of our most pro-
found reapeot and of an ever increasing devotion
and of a complete submission to your authority,
s duty become easy and light in presence of the
goodness, the patience and the sweetneas with
which you can always command and promote
the causs of the good. We have followed your
jonrney towards the Eternal city with a lively
interest, and, withoub ceasing, our prayera for
your personal asfety, and the amelioration of
your mission have risen warmly from our harts
towards heaven.

We were in the spirit with you when, st the
feet of the vicar of our Lord Jeaue Christ, you
usked and received his abuudant bsnedictions
for yourself and for us. Woe have applaudad,
Monseigeeur, with all Canada when you had
the happy inspiration to offer to our Holy
Fatber, asla jubilee gift, the Uanadian seminary,
constructed at Kome hy the munificence of the
venerable houss of St. Sulpice of Moutreal, aud
she words of the Soversign Pontiff in accepting
this gifs sensibly affected us, in that they proved
that, in the heart of Hia Holiness, Canada atill
ranks with the most favored pations.

We know that you have represented to onr
Holy Father Lao XTJII. how much we Jove him,
how we pray for his_preservation, how we ad-
mirs bis wisdom, and ooursge in the difficulties
snd embarrassments which beseige him, and
how we long, with him, for the moment when it
will plense Providence to open the eyes of his
persecutors and put him again in possession of
the liberty necesaary for the government of the
Church. . .

Bahold ns before you, Monseigneur, like
children who ree their father sgain after a long
abeence ; their heattes superabound with emotion
and their words are insufficient to expressthem,
We find adequate expression for ours onlyn
the sublime chant of the Te Deum which has
juat resounded in these vaults and has stirred
our soula in the tenderness of thanks.
