At a banqaet at which Mr., Parnell was
entertained to-night, a cheque for $17,500,
the sum of the prooeeds of the Liverpool Ten-
ant’s Defence fund, was presented to him.
In thanking the donors he sald he thought
he was fairly entitled to boast that he was
the first Irishman who had beeu so traeted by

tlon before Sir Charlea Ruseell had won a
victory for him.

BrookLy~, N.Y,, D-coocer 11 --Oliver
Johnson, thu veteran ed. 1 acd abolitionist,
¢giol veoterday «of . -noon at his home, 81
Cr lutsbta Heikbize. Oliver Johnson was born
in Puncham, Vt., Docember 27:h, 1809 and
served his apprenticenhip to the printing busi-
nesw in the offi w of th- Wuatchman, ia MNont-
pelier. In 1830 he went te Boston and be-
oame an editor ard proprietor of a new puper
called the CAristian Soldier, which he devot-
ed to the cause of tne sbolitiun of eiavery,
whilch led him to the notice of Willlam Gar-
rison, and from that time he beowme Garri-
noa’s licutenant, taking an active part in or-
ganizing the abolitfon mavement in the
Fanenii hall meetlng in 1835. Mr, Johnaon
b:came most enthusiastic in his work, so that
his paper beoamo the organ and obrained a
largu oirculation, From this time out his
hintory Ia simply that of the abolition party
ic. Nsw Eogland and he personally participat-
ed to all the exciting ncenea attending the
enforcement of the fugitive slave law in Boa-
ton.
