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How to Wash Silks

Use a table spoonful of Lux
to a gallon of water. Dissolve
in boiling or very hot water
and stir into a copious lather.
Cool with cold water and dip
your garment through this
rich suds many times. Work
it about in the suds—squeez-
ing the water through the
soiled parts but do not rub.
Rinse in three waters, clear
and lukewarm, press out—but
do not wring. Dry in the
shade. When nearly dry, press
on thewrong side with a warm
iron—never a hot one. Press
crepes from side to side and

stretch a little as you press.
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
