Regulations

and duration as this Convention, subject to the provisions of Article 12
Convention.

2. The provisions of this Convention are completed by the folloii
of Administrative Regulations:

3. These Regulations shali be hinding oni ail Members and Associat
bers. Huwever, Members and Associate Members shahl notify the S
General of their approval of any revision of any of the Administrative 1
tions by an administrative conference ini the interval between two plenipot
conferences. The Secretary G2eneral shall igform Members and Associatc
bers promp-tly regarding receipt of such notifications of approval.

4. In case of ineonsistency between a provision of the Conventiol
provision of the Regulations, the Convention shall prevail.
