at the Royal Geographical S.ociety,,on 20th April, 1949, by Sir George Cribbet-I
Deputy Secretary, Ministry of Civil Aviation, representing the United Kingdofl
Government, after the meeting hadt been calledl to order by Mr. E. M. Weld
Secretary General of the Conferences.

Sir Frederick Tymns, Head of the United Kingdom. Delegation, was electel
President of the Conferences. Mr. Paul T. David, Head of the United State'
Delegation, was elected Chairman of the Conference on air navigation serviceý
in Greenland anid the Faroe Islands, and Capt. A. S. de Bats, Member of th'
Netherlands Delegation, was elected Vice-Chairman.
