PROVISIONS CONCERNING BENEFITS

CHAPTER 1
TOTALIZING

AfflCLE il

1. if a perso is flot éligible for a benefit because he or ah. lias flot accumulated
suficient creditable periods under the I.gislation of a Party, the eligtiuity of that person
for that benefit shah be determined by totahxzmg these periods and those specified in
pargraph 2 through 4, provided that the period do flot ovelp.

2. (a) For purposes of dtermining eligibiity for a benefit under the OldAge
Sýecurlty Act of Canada, a creditable peiod unter the legisiation of the
Czech Republic shall b. considered as a period of residenm Canada.

(b) For purposes of determining eigibüity for a bonefit under the. Canada
Pension Plan, a calendar ycar including et Ieat 90 days which are
creclitable periods under the. legisiation of the Czech Republic shah bc
oonsidered as a year which is creditable under the Canada Pension Plan,

3. For purposes of dtrmining eUibility for an old age benefit under the legisaton
of the Czech Republic:

(a> a calendar year which ie a creditable period under the. Canada Pension
Plan shail be considered as a creditable period under the. legisiation of the
Czeoh Republic;

(b) a pesiod which is creditable umder the, OldAge Securlty Act of Canada and
which is not part of a creditabi. period under the, Canada Pension Plan
shail bc considered as a creditable period under the. legisiation of the
Czech Republic.

4. For purposes of dtennining eligibiity for an invalidity or survivor's benefit
under the. legisiation of the Czeoh Republic, a calendar ycar which is a creditable period
under the, Canada Pension Plan shall b. considered as a creditable perioti under the.
legisiation of the Czech Republic.

If a person is flot eligible for a bencfit on the. basis of the creditable periods under
the. legislation of the Parties, totalizeti as provided in Article 1l, the. eligibiity of that
person for that benefit shall b. deteunined by totalizing these pariads and creditable
periods accuniulated unider the. legisiation of a tlhird State witii which both Parties are
bound by social security instrtuments which provide for the. totalizing of peiods.
