advantage of some of the opportunities of this

changing world . To the extent we take advantag e

of this world - . created in part, let us remember, by

the constructive action of the United States itself -

we ought surely to find relatively greater f ulf ilment,

and correspondingly less frustration, in our

international rôle . And this in turn ought to help

us come to grips with the inevitable problems of

the Canadian-American relationship with wisdo m

and equanimity .
