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provided Canada with additional sources of
strength and richness.

We look forward, in due course, to visiting
all of Canada from the Atlantic to the Pacific
and Arctic, not forgetting Alberta, where I was
born and raised, Manitoba my wife’s birth-
place, and British Columbia, her former
home, as well as Ontario, the centre of my
public and professional activities.

Having set ourselves the goal of represent-
ing what one Canadian has called “la
collectivité entiére qu’on appelle le Canada”,
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we shall seek to meet and know Canadians in
their home communities. In Government
House we hope to welcome Canadians of all
walks of life, to provide a neutral and friend-
ly environment for the discussion of differing
points of view, and a centre for the encour-
agement of excellence in all worthy fields of
Canadian endeavour.

In concluding, may I add my prayer to that
of the Prime Minister that God’s grace and
help may direct us all in our common efforts
to sustain and strengthen Canada, our Home.
