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(b) Superintendent Gryszczuk terminated his assignment at
these ports on September 14, 1981.

3. For that period of time Superintendent Gryszczuk was on
assignment at Carway and Chief Mountain, reimbursement
was provided for the following expenses:

(a) None.

(b) $1,027.15.

(c) $1,112.60.

(d) Total automobile mileage, 5,943. This was reimbursed
at the rate of 23c. per mile for 3,528 miles with the remainder
at 9c. per mile.

(e) $221.85.

4. The superintendent assigned to the customs ports of
Carway and Chief Mountain is selected on a rotational basis
each summer from all superintendents on strenght at the port
of Coutts, Alberta. This is a regional or local staffing practice
rather than a departmental procedure. During the winter, the
customs officer at Carway reports to Coutts.

(a) In order to be considered, one must already be a
qualified PM-2 superintendent prepared to spend the summer
in travel status.

(b) A Mr. Ray Hagel, the area superintendent is responsible
for appointments to the position on a rotational basis.

(c) As referred to in (a) all qualified PM-2 superintendents
are considered; however, the actual appointment is made from
that staff on a rotational basis.

(d) In view of the staffing practice utilized to designate the
seasonal superintendent, there is no requirement for a formal
meeting or interview prior to the assignment. For briefing
purposes, however, the area superintendent and designated
staff member may meet to discuss responsibilities as well as
problem areas.
