Question No. 275-Mr. de Corneille:

Is the Departmtent of Communications presently re-organizing the offices of
the National Film Board throughot Canada and, if so (a) which offices will (t)

be cîosed (ii) remain open (b) at what date in each case (c) how many persons
will lose their jobs'?

Hon. Marcel Masse (Minister of Communications): The
NFB's new mandate calîs for several changes in its production
and distribution activities and the reailocation of internaI
resources. This includes the graduai consolidation of its
library-distribution systemn into larger regional centres and an
increased emphasis on having its productions deiivered via new
distribution and exhibition modes.

Greater reliance on the new delivery technologies, as well as
gains in efficiency and qualîty of service resulting from con-
solidation will mean better service to users and a more vital
contribution, by the NFB, to Canadian cultural and social life.

The NFB's finalized five-year operational plan outlining
how the Board plans to implement these, and other changes
has not been completed.

MEAT INSPECTION ACT

MEASURE TO ENACT

The House resumied consideration of the motion of Miss
MacDonald (for the Minister of Agriculture) that Bill C-33,
an Act respecting the import and export of and interprovincial
trade in meat products, the registration of establishments, the
inspection of animais and meat products in registered estab-
lishments and the standards for those establishments and for
animais slaughtered and meat products prepared in those
establishments, be read the second time and referred to the
Standing Committee on Agriculture.

Mr. Speaker: 1 should indicate to the House that there are
nine minutes remaining in the question and comment period
following the speech by the Hon. Minister of State for the
Canadian Wheat Board (Mr. Mayer). Therefore, 1 will recog-
nize Members for further questions and comments.

Mr. Hovdeho: Mr. Speaker, first 1 want to apologize to the
Minister for keeping him here because 1 am sure that he has
other things to do.

Since this lis a Bill which will establîsh a new Act, there will
be new regulations which may affect the long established
regulations concerning the procedures for hiring veterinarians
as for the pre-inspection as well as the post-inspection of
slaughters. Are there any guarantees that those procedures
will be maintained in the new regulations, because this Bill
provides an opportunity to change the whole structure of the
inspection process?

Mr. Mayer: Mr. Speaker, essentially, 1 can answer the
question in the affirmative. My understanding of the legisla-
tion is that there lis no intent to change hiring practices.

If the Hon. Member wants to compare Section 6 of the old
Bill with Clause 12 of this Bill, he wiIl see that they are
essentially the same except for one difference. Clause 12(3)
states that the Minister may designate any person as an
analyst for the purposes of this Act. That is the only real
di fference.

I am told that the reason for Clause 12(3) lis that in the past,
when issues affecting this subject went to court, it would have
been useful if the Minister couid have designated someone as
an analyst to act on behaîf of the Crown as far as court
proceedings are concerned.

In answer to the Hon. Member, there will be no changes, as
I understand, to the hiring practices that are presently in
place, with the exception that the Bill provides for someone to
bc designated as an analyst when there is deemed to be a need
for an analyst.
