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This way, Island potato farmers wili benefit, Canada's
international reputation wili be enhanced, and we will be
assisting Soviet citizens in this very difficuit time for the
Soviet Union.

PEARSON INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT

Mr. Harry Chadwick (Bramnalea -Gore -Malton): Mr.
Speaker if a new east-west runway is built at Pearson
International Airport, the owners of the new Novatel
Hotel might have a few things to say about it.

Four floors of their hotel wiil have to be removed to
accommodate the flight path. There wii be literally no
room in the inn.

Is the airport encroaching on other land development?
Are airport pianners lacking in foresight or is Pearson
International just running out of room?

My bet is that it is time officiais started iooking in the
direction of Hamilton or Buttonville. It is high time
airport officiais paid heed to the wise words of their
predecessors: "Build a second airport now".

AGRICULTURE

Mr. Lyle Vanclief (Prince Edward -Hastings): Mr.

The program. en-
courages small community groups, the private sector and
other levels of government to formn partnerships to help
solve our environmental problems. Such groups have
been able to raîse an impressive $60.3 million. Last
December, the green plan challenged ail Canadians to,
participate in securing a healthy environment for our
future.
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In this regard, the Environmental Partners Fund was
extended for a further two years and expanded to include
community based awareness actîvities for products which
encourage and lead people to further action.

Mr. John R. Rodriguez (Nickel Beit): Mr. Speaker, this
government has recently named Toronto department
store co-owner Frederick Eaton as High Commissioner
to Bntain.
