Case Was Again Adjourned
Pending Further In-
vestigation.

For the fifth time the inquest being
conducted by Coroner Dr. J. G. Elliott at
the morgue, enquiring into the death of
Frank Riding, who was killed at the West
Toronto Grand Trunk freight shed on
June 14, when a gas tank exploded, was
adjourned. Practically all of last even-
ing was takeén up with the evidence of
Professor Gillespie, and ten o'clock Cor-
oner Elliott adjourned the hearing until
Friday night. 4

Professor Gillespie took pieces of the
tank which exploded to the School of
Practical Science, examined them, and
had them at the inquest last night for the,
jurymen to look over. The tank which
exploded contained 330 1bs. pressure at
&0 degrees of heat on the day of the acci-
dent.

“Would you believe 330" to be beyond
that tank limit?"” asked Coroner Elliott.

Any Tank Dangerous,

Professor Gillespie replied that any tank
like the one in question was dangerous,
and that any tank like that would not be
safe with 330 lbs. pressure at 70 degrees
of heat, The professor said : ‘“The weld
