Entry by proxy
may be made at any Domindon Lands
Agency (but not Sub-Agency) on certain
conaitions.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of
at least eighty acres, condi-
tions. A habitable house le required, ex~

Daties—Six months’ residence in each

SHEEP ALS0 HIGHER

Active Trade Reported on Mont-
real Stock Market—Calves
Also Dearer.

MONTREAL, Nov. 8.—At the Montreal
stock market, west end yards, the fea~
ture of the trade today was the etrongor
feeling for canning stock, and prices, as
compared with a week ago, show an ad-
vance of 10c to 26¢ 100 pounds. Cows
=old at $3.15 to $3.35, and bulls at $4 to
$4.50 per 100 pounds, while some lots of
better quality sold as high as $65. An-
o.her feature of the trade was the mar-
ket for butchers’ cattle and prices were
25c¢ per 100 pounds lower than a week
. Best steers sold at $7 to $7.25 per
1 pounds. .

The stronger feeling which characteriz-
ed the market for sheep and lambs “last
week was more pronounced today and
prices scored a further advance of 26¢c
per hundred. Receipts were lighter and

demand was good. Ffales of Ontario
lambs were made at $8.75 $9, and Que-
bec swck at $8.25 to $8.50. es sold
as high as $6 per 100 pounds. The tradec

in calves was also active, there being a
good demand from American buyers for
grass fed stock at 3c to 6c per pound,
while local buyers paid 7¢ to 8c for milk-
fed calves.
