A STORY OF MIMIC WAR."

Battle for the Possession of * To-
ronto Waged by Canada’s Citi-
zen Soldiers Yesterday.

“The attacking force lacked coheslion, and
the sounds of the bugle were not obeyed
by the men as promptly as they might have
been; the defending force also was far
from perfect, but the manoeuvres were un-
doubtedly of inestimable value to all con-
cerned, and the lessons learned by both offi-
cers and men are of the greatest possible
advantage.” Such was the gist of the
summing-up of yesterday's big sham fight
by Lieut.-Col. Kitson, Royal Military Col-
lege, the umplre-in-chief. That he is right

0 one will deny, and that ‘his opinions are

held alike by soldier and citizen geuerilly
goes without saying.
" The sham fight was In every respect sim-
ply an unquaiitied success. The city was
not captured, and by a force greatly su-
perior 1n numbers to its enemmes It suc-
ceeded Im repelling. the attack., Whe l8sses
on both-sides, however, were, or, rather,
would have been, had bullets been used in--
stead of blank cartridges, tremendous, oWw-
ing to the terrible death-dealing weapons
with which the troops were armed.

With the Defenders.

The defending force, under command of
Lieut.-Col. Delamere, were held _in readi-
ness near Falrbank, Carlton station and
Davenport, and consisted of one squadron
of the G.G.B.G., one sectlon of the 9th
F.B., 1st Batt.

the Humber, and a hot battle was anticl-
pated in the vicinity of Jane and Bloor-
streets. Nor were they very much mis-
taken. The advance gnard of the attack-
ing party had taken up positions on the
knolls at Swansea, and the stretch of coun-
try - extending from Ellis-avenue to the
east bank of the Humber. The positions
taken were not very strong, and on the ap-
proach of the Queen’s Own and Highland-
ers from the morth, they retreated under
cover of the fleld guns stationed on a high
bluff west of the old Belt Liné Rallway,
and proceeded along Windermere-avenue to
a more vulnerable position.

A Battle at Swansen.

The defending party then followed up,
and a hot battle occurred at Swansea, in
which the defenders lost a lot of men, ow-
ing to exposure on the plains, whilst the
attacking party were entrenched in' the
hills around the Swansea schoolhouse.

The eclink of horses’ hoofs passing over
the Belt Line hridge on Bloor-street, and
the moving white figzures-among the pines
on the west side of the rallway were a
warning to the attacking party that,
whilst engaging the enemy on the open,
there was danger of their being flanked,
for the Highlanders were speedily getting
around them, and it appeared as though
they were going to cut them off from the
main body. An orderly retreat was made
in the direction\of the main force, and a
sfrong position chosen In the hills on the
Humber banks, north of the Governmeng
Swinarlum. ~ Here a decided stand . was
made, tn which the ar(illery on both sides
did effective work.| 7

The Defence Aggressive.

The defending party now appeared to be
the attacking force, for on they went,
under cover of the brush; down the slopes
and along the gullies in the direction of
the enemy, who never moved from their
untenable position, and who kept showering
shot into the myriads of moving forms
who kept going forward In the teeth of a
heavy fusilade.

A Beautiful Sight,

The Swansea schoolhouse and the plateaun
near by were the best points at which to
see the hattle.
