The
letters of Hon, Mr. Blalr and Hon. David
Mills, published to-day by the City So-
lleftor's department, represent this fact
quite nakedly. The statute, 55-8 Vic., cap.
67, says (after granting permission/to the
Bell Telephone Comp’dy to Increase thelr
capital stock): ‘“Thg existing rates shall
not be increased without the consent of the
Governor-in-Council.,” This provision would
seem to have only one meaning. Still the
" con pany has put up the rate on new sub-
scribers.. The Minister of Justice, after
the facts had been lald before him, wrote:
“If any person aggrieved Ly the action of
| the company desires upon hig own responsi-
bllity to apply to the cogrts and iz advised
that” he should do so In the name of the

should be permitted to do so would be con-
sidered upon a p application beling
made to the Department of Justice.”

In other words, the Minister of Justice,
in the case of the Bell Telephone Co., will
follow the course adopted by the Attorney-
General of Ontarlo with regard to the Con-
