WHY-ENGLISH OARSMEN WIN

Ned Hanlan Shows That the Chances
Are, Against the American
Crews at Henley,

HOT AIR FOR PENNSYLVANIA.

‘Age, Strength and Experience Are
the Side of » the
Englishmen.

"Nothing but the most phenomenal luck
can make an A{nerican college crew win at
Henley,” sald Edward Hanlan yesterday.
“I wish the University of Pennsylvania
boys the best luck, but I shall be agree-
ably surprised if they win. Vietory 'for
them will be a triumph of tremendous
pluck over many and difficult obstacles.”

Hanlan, the most successful 'sculler the
world ever saw, is coaching Columbia’s
crew now. He knows all about the art of
getting thé greatest possible amount of
speed out of boats propeliéd with oars or
sculls,

“But the Columbia College four came
home victorious in 1878,” said The World
reporter, ‘“‘and there is surely mo reason
why an Englishman can row faster than an
Amgrlcau." Hanlan still shook hjs head.
."l‘here are several reasons,”” he sald,

why the American college crew is severely
handicapped when it rows against the
crews across the water, and I think those
ressons are sufficiently strong to prevent
any ordinary American college eight from
winning. They would have to get a crew
of eight physical phenomenons ¢o do it, and
tho it is sometimes possible, as Columbia
showed in 1878, to get four such men, it is
an entirely different proposition to get to-
gether an eight which will be unbeatable
when they get to the other side of the
water. :

“‘And there comes in one of the greatest
handicaps to an American crew. Their
long voyage across the ocean. makes the
greatest change in the physical condition of
the men, and in such a sport as rowings
nan must be in the pink of condiion og‘o
stand -a gruelling race. The climatic ¢
ditions, the air and water are different, and
it is sheer luck In a great number of In-
stances if the physical condition of the
crew is not affected. Rowing men are more
delicate than racehorses.

‘“‘But the climatic objection is one of the
least important considerations to be dealt
with. There ise the greatest disparity in
age between the crews representing the
English and American universities. I was
in my prime in rowing when I was 28 years
of age. Looking back oer my rowing eca-
reer, I can remember that at 20 I was
skilful, but-a mere boy. It is the same with
the crews of all our American colleges. Most
of the men in the crews of Pennsylvania,
Yale, Columbia, Cornell, Georgetown, Wis-
consin and Harvard are to-day. mere boys
in development. They have neither the
weight nor the sta of a man of 28 or
30, and have really only just begun to
broaden out after -attiining their full
height,

‘‘With the English crews it is different.

I have rowed in England myself, and I am
fairly acquainted with the conditions
there. I won «hree successive races and
the Sportsman’s championship cup in Eng-
land dn 1880 and 1881, defeating William
Elliott over the Tyne championship course;
Edward Trickett of Australia, over the
Thames course, and Blias Laycock, also of
Australia, over the same course. From what
I know of rowing in Bngland I shou.d
judge that the age of the crews against
which our American college boys are pitted
must average negfer 830 than 20 years.
They are unlversity men. Our fellowg are
college boys.
v “Substantially, then, in the Henley regat-
ta an American crew weighs ite grit. and
pltick against the age, stremgth and expe-
rience of the English oarsmen, and the re
sult is seldom likely to be in doubt.”—N. Y.
World.

ONTARIO NICKEL ORE AND MATTE.

An Ottawa Correspondent Takes &
Whack at Ontario Government
for Protective Measures.’
Chicago, April 8.—The Record-Herald has

the following special from Ottawa :
Another effort to provoke a spirit of com-
mercial hostility in this country against

the United States was put forth dmring
the pag weck, but was promptiy nipped In
the bud. The movement this time was made
in the local Parlimment of Ontario, and
was aimed to destroy a Very important
American industry. That it is the settled
policy of the Liberals in Canada, nowever,
to place no obstacles in the way of secur-
ing better trade relations between _ this
country and the United States is agn'm evi-
denced by the action of the Outario Govern-
ment in refusing to enforce the local act
providing® for the imposition of an expont
duty on nickel ore and nickel matte. This
duty, If imposed on such exports, would be
practically prohibitive.

Following a similar line of policy pursued
by the Federal Government, which depre-
cates anything like retaliation against the
United States—as instanced in 1t8 refusal
to* tax~American lumber—the IAberal Gov-
ernment of Ontario has determined that 1
will not put the act providing for an export
duty on nickel copper ores imnto operation.

No Cause for Alarm.

To do so would virtually transfer the
nickel Industry, mow establigshed In New
Jersey, to Ontario. No alarm need there-
fore be felt by the American refining in-
terests at the attempt to kill the nickel
industry of the United States. which 18
wholly supported by the raw - material
drawn from the Sudbury mines in Ontario.

The promoters . of the movement to en-
force the nickel ex 'aqmclalm that 1he
refineries in New Jersey ahd the Canada
Copper Company are in a conspiracy to mis-
lead the people of OUftdiio as to the value
of this great industry. It is stated that
for the  eleven months of last year the
Canada Copper Company, which has prac-
tically a monopoly of the mining of the
ore in this province, sent nickel and cop-
per valped, when' refiiiéd, at over $5,000,000
to Constable Hook, N.J. The position
which the -Ontario Government has taken
upon this question seems to be that, apart
from considerations of international policy,
it is impossible to enforce the nickel ore
duty until refining works are established In
Ontario.

The Death of James Stephens,
From the Chicago Tribune. “
The death of James Stephens o big
Irish home recalle the strange story oi

bhis career as leader of the Fenlam .wup-
risings in the 6VYe, For years Stephens
was - the animating spirit of the Femlan
Brotherhood ; first in Ireland, and lates
in the United States, His avowed ob-
jeot was to free Ireland from British
rule by force of arms and his work. of
organizing the movement in Ireland ' In
1850 showed ekill and qualities of leader-
ship of a high order. By the year 1861
the movement had become exceedingly
strong in Ireland, SBtephens was made
a prisoner,  but he mysterlously escaped,
and ‘the British avthorities could find
no trace of him unti]l the next year, when
he appeared In the United States, and
vainly attempted to heal the factfonal
fights im the American branch of the so
clety. The Fenians in the United States
at that time numbered at least 80,000,
Barly in 1868 they began attempting an
armed’ invagion of Camada. One faction
bought an iron steamer at New York,
and orgamized an expedition that was to in-
vade Nova Scotia from Fastport, Me¢

Their arms were seized by the Eastport
authorities, and the only result was to
embitter the feeling between the rival
wings of the brotherhood. In June a
force of 1500 armed Fenlans actually In-
vaded C(anada from Buffalo, and had a
fight with the Dominion militia, after
which they fell back toward iffalo, amd
were nearly -all arrested, and finally par
oled by American army officers on orders
from General Grant. More than . 600
of these Invaderse wer from Chicago. La
ter there was a simflar attempt made on
the Vermont border, which was equally
futile. A few prisonérs taken by the
Canadians were sentenced 4o death, but
their sentences were commuted at the re:
quest of the American Government. The
excitement of the days of the Fenlan raids
is now half forgotten, but few who fol-
lowed the daring career of James  Steph
ens In that epoch would have helleved
that he was destined to die peacefully on
Irish soll at the ripe age of T2,
