MONTH HARD ON BABIES

Twenty-Four Under One Year
Die, According to
Reports.

September was a hard month on the

City Clerk Baker's office, 24 were of
infants under 1 year. There was no
particular = epidemic, there being only
three deaths from cholera infantum.
This disease has not been so prevalent
this year as heretofore. Fifteen persons
who died were over 70 years of age.
Three children died of whooping cough,
two of septic sore throat, and two of
diphtheria. Tuberculosis caused three
deaths and cancer one. There were 102
deaths during the month of September,
1916, so that there is an appreciable re-
duction this year,

There was a falling off in births also.
There were 86 births recorded this Sep-
tember, as compared with 118 during
.the same period last year, a loss of 32.
There were 44 boy babies born, and 42
gordmed. One illegitimate birth was re-

September was a popular month for
marriages, 64 being recorded, as against
52 for the same month last year.

There is.a decided reduction in vital
statistics as compared with 1916. For
the first nine months of 1916 there were
1,096 births, while for the same period
this year there were but 854 births.
Marriages slumped, too, 516 couples be-
ing united in marirage up to the end
of September last year, with only 414
for a similar period this year. Deaths
fell off from 1,009 in 1916 to 765 in 1917.

After an hour’s discussion at a meet-
ing in the county buildings on Satur-
day afternoon, the executive of the
Middlesex Milk Producers’ Association
decided to respect the appeal of the
food controller that no advance in the
| price of milk be- entertained, and the
| resolution unanimously passed at a
| recent meeting to the effect that a 50
i per cent increase be made was laid
,over until definite word from the com-
| mission now gsitting at Ottawa is re-
{ceived. ¥
| W. A. Bailey, secretary of the as-
! sociation, stated to The Advertiser that
| the case would be placed in the hands
| of the commission as soon as their re-
! port is received by the Milk Producers’
| Association.
|  The full executive of the district as-
! sociation was present, including Presi-
dent J. Winters, R. Brown and H
| Farncomb. -
| It was unanimously agreed that the
producers have been operating at a
joss, owing to the increased price of
feed and materials. The higher wages
demanded by labor is a big factor in
the agitation for an advance in prices,
in addition to ‘the general increase in
the prices of all commodities.

If an increase is not obtained follow-
ing the decision of the commission at
Ottawa, many district producers may
go out of business.

“At the present cost of production,
jt is impossible to _make anything out
of milk,” said Mr. Bailey. “If the Gov-
ernment decides that current prices
are to remain we will be forced to go
out of business permanently. As soon
as the result of the commission’s in-
quiry is known, we intend to place our
case in its hands and explain our posi-
tion.”

It was pointed out at the meeting
that the efforts being made to place
milk in the hands of the consumer in
a wholesome and sanitary condition
was one of the factors responsible for
the small pwofit.

People Fail to Adjust Them-
selves Harmoniously and
Wars Result.

“Let all bitterness. and wrath and
anger and clamor and railing, be put
away from you, with all malice; and
be ye kind one to another, tender-
hearted, forgiving each other, even as
God also in Christ forgave you,”

“And this Christian counsel is need-
ed by men and women today as much
as by those to whom it was originally
given. Human nature is the same in
all ages and in all climes.

““These malign elements do their
deadly work in human hearts  and
homeg today, and to get quit of them
we need to put forth constant diligence
and unceasing prayer. Home happi-
ness may be as thoroughly destroyed
and human society turned into &
bedlam of discord by these sins, as by
the more deadly vices.

Christian Duty.

*“To live peaceably with all men is our
Christian duty. Whaf a happy world
this would be if every life were keyed
up to this divine ideal. Heaven would
begin below. We all need lessons on
how to get along with folks. Thig is
a very essential part of religion. 1f
we do no rn_to live amicably with
people in this world we have no reason
to believe that we will know how to
do so in the next world, for if you
are cranky and cantankerous here in
this city you would be the same kind
of mortal if you were transplanted to
another place. Environment does not
change 'an alligator.

“Religion is right relationship. It is
man in right relationship with his
Maker and with his neighbor. As with
machinery so with human soclety. Men
and women, failing to adjust them-
selves harmoniously with one another,
get into tangles and wrangles, and in-
sitead of paradise there is pandemon-
um.

Art of Living Together.

We are not far wrong, when we de-
fine Christianity to be the art of living
together, an art in which very few of
us are artists. <Christianity is the
science of right living, the science of
getting along with folks.

It's a poor religion you have if it
does not enable you to live amicably,
lovingly, harmoniously with the folks
next door, !

Folks are not put into the worlg as
isolated individuals. We are born into
a family, into a community, into a na-
tion. The various. relationships of life,
the family, husband and wife, parent
and child, brother and sister, involve
religious duties:. The industrial, com-
mercial, the political and national re-
lationships also involve religious duties.
It is not easy to adjust ourselves
rightly and harmoniously with one an-
other. There is apt to be more or less
friction. Interests clash, and we have
oftentimes instead of heavenly har-
mony, domestic discord. In the family
domestic infelicities, marital misfits ex-
ist In the commercial life, labor ahd
capital, glare at each other as foes or
fight as fiends.

In political life we find more disagree-
ment. Interests of nations come into
collision, and war and discord follows.

Only Partly.

We are only partially ‘Christianized,
We have not learned how to live with
each other in the home, in the shop, in
the community, or in the nation. The
day of furling battle-flags is still a
good way off. The triumph of Chris-~
tianity over the earth means that all
discordant, acrimonious, quarrel-breed-
ing, war gendering elements shall be
eliminated from human hearts and
human society. and in their place shall
come the rule and regency of justice
and righteousness. and love and kind-
ness. Religion is the art of living
together—an art /4in which few of us
are artists. The obligation to be right
with your neighbor is as religiously
imperative as the obligation to be right
with God.

No one can hold a grudge against his
brother on earth and be at peace with
his Father in heaven. It is through |
the love of man - that we come to the
| knowledge and experience of the love of
| God. One way to get right with
God is to get right with man.

We cannot have a religion and leave
God out. No more can We have a re-
ligion and leave man out.

Must Begin Below. 3

Heaven must begin below. ‘There is
no use looking for the ‘“Sweet bye and
bye’’ if we are not making life sweet
here and now. There’s a great differ-
ence between loving everybody and
liking everybody. The law of Christ
commands us to love everybody. It
does not command us to like every-
body. We must keep our heart sweet
and clean toward all. You will not
be a comfortable person to live with
over yonder unlesS you are such here.

Dr. Silcox expressed the hope that
there will be an intermediate place be-
tween earth and heaven where all the
irritating elements of our nature will
be eliminated, and where we will
¢gmade fit for fellowship with the re-
deemed.

He also emphasized the fact thatf be-
fore one can get along with other folks
he must get along with himself. Whe
majority of people are only converged
in spots. Tongues and tempers f
some folks have never been converted.

“Some folks,” he said, “try to mini-
mize the meanness of their temper by
calling it nervousness.”

‘We all like to give our sins euphoni-
ous names. The morose malice rank-
ling in the elder brother’s distempered
soul showed a darker devil ruling there
than haq ever held riot in the soul of
his prodigal brother.

Sending Out Joy.

“fIf your religion is genuine, you will
be like a band of music going down
the street sending out waves of joy in
every direction.  Ill-temper is the sur-
face bubble that reveals the moral rot-
tenness underneath ang within. The
holy spirit cannot dwell in a heart that
harbors revenge, anger or malice. Many
men and women have made but slow
progress in the school of Christ after
following Him for years. We hear men
today gloating over the fact that they
paid back their adversary in his own
coin, tit for tat, an eye for an eye,
abuse for abuse.”

“Until we can send back kindness for
cruelty, prayers for persecutions, and
love for hate, we have not learned the
alphabet of the gospel.

“Christianity is a condition of heart
and mind, of disposition and character,

the coalyard bylaw, was

tended of the series.

Mayor Stevenson, who occupled the
chair, opened the discussion by ex-
plainming the proposal.

He said a repetition of the trouble
of last winter would occur if the
scheme did not meet with the approval
of the public. Every little reduction
in the cost of living when summed up
makes an enormous difference in the
purchasing value of a dollar bill, just as
every advance in the price of popular
commodities enlarges the hole in the
workingman’s pay envelope.

‘““We have invited representativeg of
the Coal Dealers’ Association to these
meetings, and we' challenge them to
come forward and present their argu-
ments agalnst the proposition,” he said,
“but up to date they have not taken
.advantage of it. We intend to go in-
to the business not enly in hard coal,
but in all varietieg of fuel.”

“Can the ratepayers depend wupon
getting coal if the bylaw is passed?”
he was asked.

“If you give us the power to expend
your money on the project I think we
can get coal,” his worship replied.

Gives the Figures.

R. H. Hessell was asked to lay before
the assembty the facts and figures con-
nected with the bylaw. He said that al-
though the local press had printed more
material against the  proposition -than
in favor of it, the articles appearing
against it were inserted by the coal
dealers themselves, and paid for at a
rate of 15 cents a line.

“Every one_of the arguments insert-
ed in the coal advertisements is un-
true,” he said, and stated that he had
figures in his possession to prove it.
The dealers, he said, were getting their
coal at gross weight for $6.50. a ton, and
gelling it at $9.50 in short weight quan-
tities.

“It is the poor man who is called upon
to pay for the grafting of the coalmen,”
he said. ‘“The rich man is feared by the
local dealers, and he obtains his fuel
at cheap rates. Even if our scheme is
not prolific for the first year, it will be
a blessing to the future generations. 1
am not looking into the immediate
future. It is not only for our benefit
that this coalyard scheme was conceiv-
ed, but for the benefit of the men and
women of the future.

There is a combine to trim the
workingmen, make no mistake about
that, If you investigated the private
lives of some citizens, you would no
douot discover them in the acme of
society singing ‘‘Britons Never Shall Be
Slaves.” They love to shout patriotism
and such lke, but they make slaves of
the workingman notwithstanding. The
coal dealers are ready to take the last
dollar from the widows and the children
of the men who have died on the battle-
fields of a foreign soll., We are com-
bating kaiserism in Europe, and vet we
have that state of affairs right here in
London - represented by a potential
group of self-seekers, the Coal Dealers’
Association.

Not a New Situation.

These men have branded themselves
as ordinary liars. There is no use of
disguising the word. The coal dealers
are nothing but liars of the most con-
temptible type. The present coal situ-
ation is not a new one. It has existed
for years. When the trades and labor
council attéempted to buy <oal many
ears ago it had to give up the idea
ecause, he alleged, the local dealers
went to the G. T. R. and let them un-
derstand that if they transported coal
to the council the individual coal mer-
chants would cease to have anything to
do with the company. Everything pos-
sible should be done to reduce the high
cost of living. The Labor Gazette
showed in a late issue that the cost
of living had advanced 87 per cent,
while the advance in wages averaged
18 per cent since the outbreak of the
War.

Got Gas Supply.

The dealers tell the people that we
will be unable to purchase coal from
the jobbers of the States. They said
the same thing about natural gas last
year, and yet we have natural gas in
the city, procured by the utilities com-
mission_

If the fuel controllers would co-
operate more in Canada ang the United
States there would be less restraint of
trade. Legislation should be made for-
bidding this unfair condition for which
the big captains of industry are re-
sponsible. Although I am here only to
discuss the coal project, I could tell you
things regarding the cold storage ques-
tion that would make you sit up. How-
ever that will come later.

Referring to the latest advertisement
appearing in the papers concerning the
coal dealers’ assertions that Sir Adam
Beck had denounced the municipal
coalyard proposition as ridiculous, Ald.
Ashplant said, that- it was to be re-
gretteq that Sir Adam should be put
in a false position by a bunch of un-
scrupulous, self-seeking coal monopol-
ists. He said that he had, that after-
noon, beén in communication with
Mayor Church, of Toronto, to ascertain
the incorrectness of the statements of
local coal dealers to the effect that the
mayor of Toronto had been unable to
procure coal for his city Mayor Church
had positively denied the .assertions of
the London fuel men and stated that he
had been able to procure all the coal
iequired for his city at less than $7 a
on. :

Says Misrepresented.

“The coal dealers insult the intelli-
gence of the people of London,” he
said. = ‘““The advertisements were in-
tended to convey to the citiZens of this
city that Toronto had been unable to
procure coal and that-rtherefore Lon-
don would be’ equally unsuccessful. For,
some ulterior purpose the coal dealers
put advertisements, full of lies and de-
ception, in the press, but they will not
attend these meetings lecause they

ze that it i8 impossible to furnish
verification of their asinirte ads. Even
if the $25,000 involved in the establish-
ment of a civic coalyard is lost, the
only direct loss to the citizens of Lon-
don, covering a period of tem years,
would be the interest on that $§25,000,
ang this interest amounts to one thir-
teenth part of a dollar to the individual
ratepayer. Because the establishment
of a municipal coalyard is founded upon
the principles of efficiency and elimina-
tion of waste I ask all present to use
their influence to assure the citizens
that voting for the bylaw means a
great benefit to themselves.
A Costly System.

Owing to the duplication of employ~
ers, equipments and employees, ge
present system of distributing entails
great waste, and consequent abnormal

coal prices. \

““The issue of the whole proposition
is embodied in the principles of practi-
bility, systematization and centarliza-
tion. There is too much wasted labor in
distributing all our comumodities, of
which coal is one.

“Food Controller Hanna, in his in-
terview with the Canadian Press the
other day, admitted that the commer-
cialized system of distribution of our
wealth is effete and utterly errone-

ous.”

AUDIENCE DELIGHTED
WITH ISOLDE MENGES

The supreme test of musicianship
which Isolde Menges, famous English
violinist, set herself in her series of
recitals in London last week, was
triumphantly met in her playing on
Saturday night. of the “Kreutzer
Sonata’ (Beethoven), her accompanist,
Miss Eileen Beattie, also covering her-
self with honor. Flawless so far as
technic was concerned, from beginning
to end, the interpretation of the sonata
was a masterpiece of intellectual read-
ing and artistic finish.

Each phrase, each sentence ‘was
given its full value of meaning, polish-
ed rounded out, a part of a great idea
expounded to _a logical conclusion.
The identity of the artist was lost for
the time being in the wonder of her
music. A perfect complement for her
playing was that of Miss Beattie at the
piano, as high a tribute as could pos-
sibly be paid the latter. Especially
memorable is the second, slow move-
ment of the sonata, while the last was
a miracle of brilliancy.

The last two movements of the Men-
delssohn Concerto were also included in
the program, as well as ‘‘Ave Maria”
(Schubert-Wilhelm); “Moment Musi-
cal” (Schubert-Kreisler); a couple of
Hungarian. dances (Brahms-Joachim)
and a Spanish dance (Sarsate). Then,
there was the delicious “Tambourin
Chinoisy” (Kreisler), and several en-
cores. Exquisitely delicate and with a
much of the weird was “The Phophet
Bird” (Schumman-Auer). tan-
talizing ‘‘Vienesse Waltz” and Wienia-
wski's Polonaise in A Major made
good measure pressed down, and run-
ning over. Though not large, the audi-
ence was most demonstrative in ap-
preciation, because it was an audience
largely made up of musical people. It
is good news to those who have heard
Miss Menges and to those who want
to but didn’'t this time, that she is
coming back to London the end of
October.
