A. M. HUNT RETURNS
FROM CONVENTION

Ninety Per Cent of the Fairs
Charge 75 Cents Admis-
sion, He States.

A. M. Hunt, secretary of the Western
Fair Association, arrived home Saturday
from the thirtieth anntial meeting of
the American Association of Fairs and
Expositions, held in the Sherman Hotel,
Chicago, on November 30, December 1,
and 2. Mr. Hunt is vice-president of
the association.

“] found at the meeting that the ad-

mission to 90 per cent of the big fairs
was 75 cents, and to the grandstands
50 cents,” he said. ‘“Some of the fair
boards reduced the admission price to
the grounds in the evening to 50 cents.
It was pointed out that by lowering the
admission price to 50 cents at night it
was not giving the farmers a square deal
.as the majority of these people attend-
ed during the day.”
A feature of the meeting was that
of the trouble department. At each
session a man was appointed to answer
questions asked by other people as to
the running of their fairs. Much inter-
est was taken in this.

MAY TURN OVER POWER
PLANT IN NEAR FUTURE

Hydro® to Take P ion of Macken-
zle-Mann Power Plant.

“Just when the extra supply of elec-
tric power available through the taking
over of the electrical power develop-
ment plant, owned by the McKenzie-
Mann interests at Toronto by the hydro-
electric commission will be ready for
use is not yet known,” said General
Manager E. V. Buchanan of the public
utilities commission in answer to a
question today.

It is understood that there is a pos-
sibility that the McKenzie-Mann people
may turn over the operation of the plant
to the hydro commission immediately,
as there is little doubt in the minds of
either party to the deal as to how the
vote to be taken by the city of Toronto
will go.

Having in mind, however, the possi-
bility of trouble at the Canadian
Niagara power plant from ice, which
shut down the plant entirely on one or
two occasions last year, no new busi-
ness will be sought by the hydro power
commission until next spring. The elec-
tric power development plant also
suffered last year from ice trouble, but
not to the extent to which the Canadian
Niagara Company did.

With the completion next year of the
Chippawa development scheme it is be-
lieved that all trouble from ice in the
Niagara River will be eliminated, as the
supply of water from the Niagara River
will be taken in at a depth of between
25 and 30 feet through finger-shaped
tunnels. Extensive experiments have
been conducted by expert engineers to
secure data on this matter, and the re-
sult has been such as to give confidence
that the new scheme will eliminate ice
trouble practically entirely.

'DANGER OF FIRE FROM
CHRISTMAS DECORATIONS

Fire Chief John Aitken has received
the following communication re Christ-
mas decorations from Secretary John
Robertson of the Fire Underwriters’
Association of Ontario:

“Following usual customs of this sea-
son of the vear, I beg to call your at-
tention to the danger to life gnd pro-
perty from Christmas decorations, dis-
plays, etc., which are frequently made
at this time of the year. Christmas dis-
plays are made of inlammable mater-
jals and are a decided increase of hazard
to all, especially where they are draped
around electrical fixtures.

“It is contrary to the statutory con-
ditions of any fire insurance policy to
have decorationg around electrical fix-
tures, and the fire insurance company
will not be responsible if a fire occurs.

“In addition to the danger to_property
from displays referred to, the danger to
lif> in crowded storeg or places of meet-
ing by reason of panic occasioned by
fire, is so great that the underwriters,
who have_made a study of such hazards,
would fail in their duty should they
not give this warning.”

Chief Aitken said he was going to
enforce this law in every place of busi-
ness where there are decorations, and

was as free to come and go as in any
other country. The prices of staples
are such as to make the worries of
other lands seem small, and the food is
wretched. There are many changes to
be seen, but apparently none in the
German mental attitude.
May Demand It.

“They seem to forget that they de-
stroyed the coal and iron mines of
France, and are only mindful of the de-
sire to regain Alsace-Lorraine,” sald
Mr. Croden. “They seem to take it for
granted that they will be able to de-
mand it back before ten years have
passed.”

Mr. Croden saw a remarkable im-
provement in Beligum since his visit a
vear ago. He related how the railway
station at Ghent, now ag large as the
Jnion station at Toronto, had been re-
built in little more than six months. A
force of 30,000 men was engaged at
times, many of them Germans working
out their country’s sentence for the de-
struction of Belgian property.

It was the privilege of the Londoners
while in Ghent to see in the wonderful
Ghent Cathedral the original paintings
of the Van Epps brothers, which were:
stolen by the Germans during the'
Franco-Prussian war and only restored
recently by the terms of the last peace

treaty.

From Ghent, the party motored
through all the principal battlefields of
Belgium, including Ypres, Mount Kem-
mel, Hill 60, Passchendaele, Lange-
marck, Dixmude, St. Quentin, Beauliel,
Rouliers, Holthurst, Forest, Nieuport,
Zeebrugge,Ostend and many others.
