ATHABASCA DIL FIELDS
WRE OF A HUGE EXTENT

Expert Who Has Been Over the
Ground Gives Evidencd Before
Senate Committee.

OTTAWA, Dec. 3.—(Speoial.)~Intor-
esting evidence &sto'the Athabasca oil
fields was given before the senate com-
mittee on mineral resources to-day by

Alfred Von Hammerstein.

He stated that for the past eight
vears he had been exploring a fleld, be-
tween 820 and 850 miles north of Ed-
monton.

He and his associates had spent ahont
$85,000 and a million dollars in hard-
ships, and lad drilled 14 wells, scat-
tered over an area of 60 miles.

Some of these wells had revedled the
pregénce of olil and gas in large guan-
tities.

The wells varied in depth from 250
to 1200 feet. . He exhibited samples of
oil collected in sand, which he Lurned
in ‘the presence of the committee by
touching a matech to it.

He declared "that in the distriet in
which he was boring there were nex-
haustible supplies of this materia,,

The samples which he showed, he
fa1d, contained about 98 per cent. of
pure oil. It lay in inexhaustible auan-
titles. Near the surface it was found in
a harderied state, while 60 feet lower
down it was found in a semi-liguid
condition.
